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Question 1:  The Level of Effort (LOE) Table in Section B estimates 4,500 hours per year for Program Manager and 2,500 hours per year for the Project Managers.  Request that the Government consider revising the LOE to 2,500 hours for a Program Manager and 4,500 hours for Project Managers.

Answer 1:  The Government will leave the estimated hours for the program manager and project manager categories unchanged.

Question 2:  In Section L the guidance for Volume IV:  Cost/Price states:  "The cost/price proposal shall support the non-cost/price proposal," and later states that for proposal submission and evaluation purposes, assume that the proportion of work performed is Bremerton 20%, Norfolk 40% and San Diego 40%.  C.2.1 of the PWS estimates percentages of work to be performed is Bremerton 20%, Norfolk 30%, San Diego 30%, Contractor's Facilities 10%, and other locations 10%.  Request that the Government clarify the LOE distribution according to location so that any reference made in the technical proposal matches the cost proposal.
