EMSWeb Functionality
The following is a list of the major existing functions of EMSWeb.

Organization
Organizations are created in a hierarchy.  Organizations higher in the hierarchy can view all the data from the lower organizations.  Organizations can be created, edited, deleted and moved by EMSWeb administrators (user accounts with Administrator permissions can perform these functions from within EMSWeb and does not require programmer intervention).  In addition to the original hierarchy,  alternate hierarchies can also be created.
User Accounts
User accounts can be created by EMSWeb administrators.  User accounts have a very fine granularity of permissions for read/write/add/edit for each tab within EMSWeb.  User accounts are tied to a specific organization.  Users can have multiple accounts within EMSWeb.
Automated Emails
Automated emails go out for a variety of functions (i.e. task assignment, data calls, etc).   The text of the automated emails can be updated by EMSWeb administrators.  Users can stop automated emails from going out by editing their user account profile.
Custom Content
EMSWeb administrators can create tabs and sub-tabs in the main menu system that is populated with web pages with text, images, and links to other URLs/custom content pages/attachments.  This is specific to the organization that creates the custom content.  Custom content can be shared with organizations below the hierarchy chain, with the option of having the sub-organizations edit and customize that content.
Reference Tables
EMSWeb uses drop down menus wherever possible.  These drop down menus are drive by reference tables.  These tables can be updated by EMSWeb administrators.  The reference tables can contain two levels of values, be sorted, and contain alternate names.

Reasigning Data
EMSWeb allows administrators to move data that is assigned from one user to another user within the same organization.   Administrators can move assigned data, depending upon the type of assigned data (i.e. documents, equipment, findings, etc), or by media type.
Import Data Utilities
EMSWeb can import data from Excel templates, and update the appropriate areas in the EMSWeb database.  Data that can be imported can include Locations, Equipment, Aspects, Permits, and ListBuilder questions.
This same data (with the exception of ListBuilder) can be exported by the Administrator into Excel, for a single Organization.
Tasks
 Tasks can be generated by users, or from EMSWeb functions such as documents, findings, inspections, etc.  Tasks are closed when the user completes the action specified by the task.    Tasks can be made recurring (occurring on a periodicity, such as monthly). 
Documents
Each organization can create folders, subfolders, and add/edit/update Document profiles.  Document profiles contain metadata for the document (any type), including media and category.  Documents contain version control.  Document folders can be shared, meaning that any sub-organization can view/add to the shared folder.   Multiple documents can be uploaded or downloaded at once.
Audits/Inspections
Audits and Inspections can be created.  There are separate rules, including user permissions, for external audits/inspections and internal audits/inspections.  Checklists can be created, and attached to an audit/inspection.  Tasks are created for personnel that need to respond to an audit/inspection.  For each audit/inspection, findings and observations can be created (either from the audit/inspection itself, or from a filled out checklist belonging to that audit/inspection).  
Regulatory Inspections 
This is a special type of inspection.  These are tracked and rolled up for end-of year reporting.
Findings and Observations
Findings and Observations can be created as part of an audit/inspection, or be independent.  All Findings and Observations can be assigned to personnel (and tasks created).  Findings/Observations can have a Plan of Action and Milestones (POAM) created.  Each POAM can have multiple milestones, each of which are individually tracked and tasked to personnel.  Findings and Observations can go through a closure process, involving an approval process.
Checklist Creator
Checklists can be created with header fields and individual questions.  The checklist questions can be grouped.  Checklist questions can contain additional information/fields.  Checklists can be shared among organizations.  Any created checklist can be used in an audit/inspection.
EMS Data
Information for environmental Locations (e.g. buildings or areas), Practices (processes that occur at that location), Aspects (environmental effects of the Practices), Equipment (physical equipment at a Location), and Permits (environmental permits for the organization; may belong to a Location or Equipment).
For Aspects, users can fill out a Worksheet Category which numerically scores each individual Aspect.
All EMS data can be exported into a single Excel worksheet, which users can make mass updates to, and can be re-imported into EMSWeb.
Objectives and Targets
Objectives and Targets are tracked for the Organization, and may have POAMs created.
EMS Tools
These include information tracking tools for Communication Logs, EMS Audit/Review, Emergency Response and Training.
My Media
Most data is tracked by media .  From My Media, media managers can select a media which only shows information for that media.  Specific media programs have specific functionality created for them under My Media.  For example, uploading documents through a Conservation media has a Conservation-specific document form.
Compliance
Monitoring information is tracked here.  A Monitoring Profile can be created, and the monitoring data stored inside of the Profile.  If the monitoring data exceeds regulatory limits, a finding or observation can be created (and then tracked to closure, with a POAM created if needed).
Queries
All information in EMSWeb is broken out into data classes.  Each data class can be queried upon with the results in HTML or Excel.  Queries can be saved.  Saved queries are shown on tables that are relevant to that data class.
Templates
Saved queries can be outputted in Excel, using a template.  These templates are created in EMSWeb, specifying the fields, order and alternate name for any fields within that data class.
Charts and Tables
 Simple charts and tables can be created and saved utilizing the created queries and templates.  Charts and tables can be exported as images (to be inserted into powerpoint).
