CONTRACT  CLIN NOTES:
General
1. Offerors shall enter unit prices and/or extended totals in spaces provided.  If there is a mathematical discrepancy between the unit price and the total, the unit price will be held to be the intended price and the total recomputed accordingly.  If an Offeror provides the total amount but fails to enter the unit price, the total divided by the specified quantity will be held to be the Offeror’s intended price.  
2. FAR 52.217-5, Evaluation of Options (Jul 1990) – Except when it is determined in accordance with FAR 17.206 (b) not to be in the Government's best interest, the Government will evaluate offers for award purposes by adding the total price for all options to the total price for the basic requirement.  Evaluation of options will not obligate the Government to exercise the option(s).
For purposes of award, the Government will evaluate offers based on the Grand Total Price (the sum of CLINs 0001-0006).
3. In accordance with FAR 52.215-1, the Government may determine that a proposal is unacceptable if the prices proposed are materially unbalanced between line items or subline items.  Unbalanced pricing exists when, despite an acceptable total evaluated price, the price of one or more contract line items is sufficiently overstated or understated as indicated by the application of cost or price analysis techniques.  A proposal may be rejected if the Contracting Officer determines that a lack of balance poses an unacceptable risk to the Government.  
4. The Government reserves the unilateral right to award CLINs 0002, 0003, 0004, 0005 and 0006 to the contractor at the proposed price within 180 calendar days after contract award. A firm fixed proposed price is required for CLINs 0001, 0002, 0003, 0004, 0005, and 0006.  No provision is made for economic price adjustment.  If Options are exercised, the contract completion date remains the same.
5. Unit Prices:  The unit prices provided will be the basis for the adjustment in accordance with FAR 52.211-18, Variation in Estimated Quantity.

6. Failure to enter a price for any of the CLINs will result in the proposal being rejected as unacceptable.
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
