Discussions are negotiations that occur after establishment of the competitive range that may, at the Contracting Officer's discretion, result in the offeror being allowed to revise its proposal.


In writing, writing, or written means any worded or numbered expression that can be read, reproduced, and later communicated, and includes electronically transmitted and stored information.

Failure to address each of the areas identified in Section L Part B Specific Information in the proposal may impact the resulting evaluation rating.
3.0 EVALUATION FACTORS FOR AWARD

Proposals shall be evaluated using the factors listed below.  Technical will be evaluated on an acceptable/unacceptable basis.

For the Technical Factor, the Technical Rating reflects the Offeror’s ability to meet the solicitation requirements.  The Government will evaluate proposals utilizing the Requirements Checklist in Paragraph M.C.2.0 of the solicitation using an “acceptable/unacceptable” technically acceptable evaluation approach.  

If the offeror with the lowest reasonable evaluated price receives an acceptable Technical Rating, that offer represents the best value to the Government and will be awarded the contract. Offerors are advised that a Technical Factor with an “Unacceptable” Technical Rating will result in the entire proposal being found unacceptable and ineligible for award on initial proposals. (a) Total Evaluated Price:  The total evaluated price for award purposes is comprised of the total value of the FFP line items, plus the additional six-month “Evaluation of Option” price stated in Section 3.4 below.  The unit price for each contract line item will be multiplied by its quantity to arrive at the line item price for each line item.  The total evaluated price will be the sum of all CLINs as listed in Section B except for CLINs for DOL/CBA Adjustments.

(b) Reasonableness:  Reasonableness of an offeror’s proposal is evaluated through price analysis techniques as described in FAR section 15.305(a) (1). The offeror will not be permitted to submit a revised proposal or increase its proposed price as part of its price support information.  Even if the government needs the price support information to determine whether that offeror’s proposal is acceptable for award, the exchange of information is not “discussions” and does not provide a basis for protest that the government did not conduct “discussions” with other offerors.

If the government rejects the lowest-price, technically-acceptable proposal after receipt of the price support information, the government’s determination to reject the proposal is not a responsibility determination that the offeror cannot perform the effort at that price.  It is an evaluated assessment of the offeror’s understanding of the solicitation’s technical requirements, thus rendering the proposal technically unacceptable.  Thus, the government will not seek a certificate of competency from the Small Business Administration if it rejects that offeror for award after receipt of the price support information.

(c) Unbalanced Pricing:  Proposals will be analyzed to determine if the prices are materially unbalanced.  Unbalanced pricing exists when, despite an acceptable total evaluated price, the price of one or more contract line items is significantly over or understated as indicated by the application of price analysis techniques.  An unbalanced offer may pose an unacceptable risk to the Government and may be unacceptable for award.

3.2  The government is not conducting a price realism analysis.  Accordingly, as part of the government’s evaluation of price the government will not verify that an offeror’s proposed prices include or cover proper wages for its workforce under the Service Contract Act.
