MINIMUM REQUIREMENTS / SPECIFICATIONS:

Specifications for Subsurface Buoyancy:

1) Ellipsoid shaped Low Drag Buoy for subsurface oceanographic moorings.  This buoy has a net buoyancy of 110 lbs. (50 kg.), is rated to 300 meters depth and has a single strength member with eyes for shackles on both ends.  The buoy is 33” diameter and is 16” tall with internal plastic floats for depths to 300 meters.  The ellipsoid shape provides a significantly lower Drag Coefficient (less than half of a spherical buoy) which improves mooring performance by reducing “lay-down” caused by water currents.  These buoys will be deployed in shallow water, approx. 50 meters deep, in a region with very active currents and the low drag feature is of critcal importance to reduce mooirng “blow-over” or lay-down.   Also of critcal importance is the internal plastic floats which makes the unit  light-weight and easier to deploy and recover from smaller vessels.  For deeper water, syntactic foam units can be used  but this is costly, much heavier, and not needed for this application.    Eight of these units will be required.

2) Ellispsoid shaped Acoustic Doppler Current Profiler (ADCP) Low Drag Buoy for subsurface ADCP moorings.  This buoy is designed to house a Teledyne RD Instruments (TRDI) ADCP Model WHS-300kHz in a plastic housing.  The buoy and frame are separate items incoporated at the vendor to become an ellipsoid shaped low drag ADCP buoy with an in-line frame that has bails on both ends and can accept shackles.  The in-line frame is specifically made to house a TRDI ADCP Model WHS-300kHz in a plastic housing.  The ellipsoid ADCP buoy has a net buoyancy of 80 lbs. (36 kg.) and is rated to 300 meters depth. The buoy itself is 33” diameter and is 16” tall with internal plastic floats for depths to 300 meters.  With the ADCP installed, the entire package will have      ~ 55 lbs. net buoyancy.  The ellipsoid shape provides a significantly lower Drag Coefficient (less than half of a spherical buoy) which improves mooring performance by reducing “lay-down” caused by water currents.  These ADCP buoys will be deployed in shallow water, approx. 50 meters deep, in a region with very active currents and the low drag feature is of critcal importance to reduce mooirng “blow-over” or lay-down.  Also of critcal importance is the internal plastic floats which makes the unit  light-weight and easier to deploy and recover from smaller vessels.  For deeper water, syntactic foam units can be used  but this is costly, much heavier, and not needed for this application.   Eight of these units will be required.

3) Plastic Trawl Net Floats, 11” diameter, spherical, with strength member and ends that can accept shackles, orange in color, with 19 lbs. buoyancy (not including strength member).   These floats will be used at about 4 meters below the surface for recovery of the ADCP moorings and provide the proper buoyancy and have ends for connecting other mooring components.   The critical feature is the buoyancy and the low-cost of these floats with the strength member incorporated.   Nine of these units will be required.
