1. Background
HW generated at NSA Naples is received on an as needed basis from all the generators’

Accumulation Points (AP’s). APs are allowed to store only one container per waste stream. As soon as one waste stream container is full, it needs to be turned in to one of the two Temporary Deposit of Waste (TDWs), one located at Capodichino-Bldg 402 and one at Support Site-Bldg 2075, and managed by PW Environmental. 

PW Environmental provides assistance at the point of generation as needed and assists in waste identification, packaging, labeling, etc. 

AP’s personnel arrange for waste delivery to the TDW in coordination with PW Environmental.

NSA Naples generated HW is staged at one of the three TDWs (Capo-Bldg. 402, Support Site-Bldg. 2075, Support Site Hospital) for up to 60 days prior to disposal.

Most of the HW generated at NSA Naples is disposed of through a DRMO contractor. 
Specific HW such as lead acid batteries and used lubricating oil are recycled at no cost, via PW Environmental, though local consortiums.
2. Waste Classification

Known Waste: Installation Generators are responsible to classify their known waste streams. PW Environmental provides the Waste CLIN List (Enclosure 1) as a general orientation tool to help the waste generators to identify and classify their waste.

It is the ultimate responsibility of the waste generator to identify and classify their own generated waste, and this process is based on their knowledge of their waste generating processes. 
Each drum storing Haz Waste must be labeled by the generator with the Hazardous Waste Label (Enclosure 2) using the information provided in the Waste List. 
Unknown Waste: PW Environmental coordinates waste sampling and laboratory analysis in order to identify the chemical constituents of unknown wastes. After the constituents have been identified, the appropriate waste code from European Waste Catalog is assigned to the waste.

In any case PW Environmental provides assistance to the generators for waste identification, packaging, labeling
3. Haz Waste Turn In 

The APs are allowed to store only one container per waste stream. As soon as one waste container is full, the generators need to turn it in, closed and labeled, to PW Environmental.
The turn in documentation, DD form 1348 (Enclosure 3) and Haz Waste Profile Sheet (HWPS) (Enclosure 4), will be filled in by the generators (only the yellow highlighted blocks) using also the information provided in the Waste CLIN List.
The complete turn-in documentation to give PW Environmental consists of:

• DD form 1348
• Haz Waste Profile Sheet (HWPS)
• Material Safety Data Sheet (MSDS) of the Hazmat generating the HazWaste
