Directed Solicitations

Directed solicitations are solicitations that are intended for specific vendor(s).  There are two different methods employed depending if you are using ITIMP or SPS to forward your solicitations to NECO.

If you are using ITIMP, this functionality allows you to direct solicitation notices to certain vendors, instead of having a public showing.  There are a few prerequisites that must be met.  First, the vendor(s) must be registered in NECO.  Second, the vendor(s) must also be recognized in ITIMP.  In the ITIMP process the intended vendor(s) must be labelled as P (Paper & Electronic, which is EDI with paper back up) or E (Electronic, which is full EDI). 

If you are using SPS, the solicitation(s) can be directed to designated vendors, but will still also be issued as "public" solicitations.  After receiving the PR in SPS, create an SML (Solicitation Mailing List), and identify the desired sources within the SPS database.  Create the RFQ, release the RFQ, and flag the RFQ for EDI transmission.  Please note, buyers must verify that intended vendors are registered with NECO prior to implementing this procedure.  Also, when the PR is initially entered, NECO_P (or public) should be identified as the first source in order to have the RFQ go out public via EDI.

Attachments In EDI Solicitations

Attachments, such as Statements of Work, etc., can now accompany your EDI solicitations.  The steps are outlined as follows:

1. Create the file (what you want the attachment to be) in a common format, such as .doc, .xls, .pdf, .bmp, .zip, etc.

2. Name the file the same as the solicitation number with additional characters for each file to differentiate between all files (i.e. N00XXX01T0001a.zip, N00XXX0001b.pdf, N00XXX0001c.pdf, etc.)

3. Save this/these file(s) in the same directory as the solicitation UDF.

The NECOFTP program will pick up each file and relate all similar files with the solicitation (thus the reason to use the solicitation number in the name of the file).  This is all there is to it.  When the solicitation is posted to NECO, the applicable files can be accessed by the potential vendors simply by clicking on the "Click here to check for additional documents" link on either the summary or detail screens in the NECO business opportunities screens.
