



Subj:  Request for Information Synopsis for US Marine Corps’ Staff Non-Commissioned Officer Professional Military Education Program
PURPOSE: 
The purpose of this Request for Information (RFI) is to conduct market research which will be used to formulate an acquisition strategy to support the USMC Staff NCO Professional Military Education program of instruction.  The Regional Contracting Office, National Capital Region, (RCO-NCR) is seeking responses from all size business concerns holding GSA 874 MOBIS, or 69 (Training) Schedules, capable of delivering the objective solution.
The Marine Corps University, Training and Education Command (TECOM), is seeking companies with experience and capabilities developing, instructing and enhancing professional military education curricula focused on senior Marine Corps Staff Non-Commissioned Officers.  Firms possessing such qualifications should submit responses addressing the following core objectives in terms of customer experience and relevant capabilities:   a) Ability to assess the current curriculum and baseline effectiveness measures; b) Ability to modify, enhance, or to originate new curriculum modules tailored to a five-week program; c) Ability to comprehensively instruct and maintain currency of the materials to support five annual instruction periods; d)  Ability to capture measures of performance through surveys and related methods; and e) Ability to turn communications and feedback in to intelligent artifacts for improving the curriculum content and method of instruction.  The curriculum will be taught at the Marine Corps University, Quantico, Virginia.
Responses to this RFI shall not exceed ten (10) pages, including cover letter, discussion and contact information.  Subject response must contain:  (1) Capability statement sufficient to demonstrate performance acumen directly related to the objectives stated; (2) Specific customers and descriptions of the referenced instruction provided; (3) Link to the respondent’s appropriate GSA Schedule, or attached file of same; and (4) Other material relevant to establishing core competencies of the firm.
