STATEMENT OF OBJECTIVES
1.0  
PURPOSE.  In accordance with USC Title 10, MCOTEA independently plans, executes, evaluates and reports on the operational test & evaluation (OT&E) and live fire test and evaluation (LFT&E) of material solutions against warfighter's required capabilities, under prescribed realistic conditions and doctrine, to determine operational effectiveness (OE), suitability (OS), and survivability, and report the system’s acceptability to the Assistant Commandant of the Marine Corps (ACMC).  MCOTEA is structured to perform OT&E of all ACAT I through IV Programs, in the areas of Ground Combat, Combat Service Support, C4ISR, and Expeditionary Systems.  In order to accomplish its mission MCOTEA requires contracted support. 

2.0  
SCOPE.  The scope of this effort is to provide OT&E and LFT&E Managerial and Technical Support resources required by the Marine Corps Operational Test and Evaluation Activity (MCOTEA).  The contractor shall provide labor, management, supervision, supplies, materials, equipment, and tools, otherwise not provided as government furnished property (GFP), to perform the tasks assigned to support the operational test mission of MCOTEA.  The contractor may be required to perform testing, data collection and experimentation in support of combined Developmental and Operational Test, Joint and Multi-Service tests, training activities and other DoD required activities.  Primary location of performance is Quantico, Virginia.  Other locations for additional and surge efforts may include sea and land locations within the continental United States (CONUS) and outside the continental United States (OCONUS). Limited operations may be required in areas currently considered as combat zones.  Subsequent paragraphs in this document address current required support and anticipated efforts within the scope of this contract that have not yet been clearly defined.

4.0
Tasks and Deliverables


4.1. Mine Resistant Ambush Protected (MRAP) Program.  The contractor shall support development of OT&E and LFT&E related to MRAP.  The operational test and LFT&E documentation will be consistent with the progress of the program, as well as monitoring MRAP developmental testing.  Work under this task will require close coordination with government representatives.  The contractor shall observe designated developmental test events as directed.  Additionally, the contractor shall supply the necessary personnel, expertise, equipment and materials (except as furnished by the Government) to accomplish the work described below to include electronic and hard copy processing, storage, and conference areas for unclassified and classified Secret material.  Performance in current combat zones is not currently anticipated in support of this task.  

4.2. Joint Light Tactical Vehicle (JLTV) Program.  The contractor shall support development of all OT and LFT&E related JLTV program documentation, consistent with the progress of the program.  Work under this task will require close coordination with government representatives.  The contractor shall observe designated developmental test events and LFT&E events as directed.  Additionally, the contractor shall supply the necessary personnel, expertise, equipment and materials (except as furnished by the Government) to accomplish the work described below to include electronic and hard copy processing, storage, and conference areas for unclassified and classified Secret material.  ATEC is the lead OTA and has established an ATEC System Team (AST).  This team, as well as MCOTEA Government personnel and Contractors, will be referred to as a Joint System Evaluation Team (JSET).  Operational Mission Profiles will be defined for the three payload categories, and will require interaction with the Combat Developer to create an operationally realistic test structure.  This effort will be conducted under the recently implemented Mission Based Test and Evaluation (MBT&E) construct.
