6. Amount of Funds Obligated

7. Date of Delivery

8. Name of individual who placed the call

Upon delivery, it is the responsibility of the receiving activity to electronically submit to DFAS through WAWF-RA the DD-250, receipt/inspection and acceptance of supplies and /or services. 

Electronic submission shall be initiated no later than 7 days after receipt.

4. TIME AND PLACE OF DELIVERY / PERFORMANCE OF SERVICES

Delivery Schedule.  To be addressed on the individual orders issued hereunder.

The time of delivery/performance of services shall be established at the time each call is placed.  All deliveries, except as provided below, shall be made FOB Destination, all transportation charges paid by the supplier, to the destination specified in the call.

When it is deemed in the best interest of the Government, arrangements may be made at the time of the call for the Government to effect direct pick-up o the material from the supplier’s place of business.  Under such circumstances the supplier will be advised of the designated individual’s name to which the material shall be released.

5. INSTRUCTION TO SUPPLIES

By accepting a BPA call, you guarantee delivery of the items within the required delivery time quoted to the authorized person that place the call.

6. NO PARTIAL SHIPMENT WILL BE ACCEPTED

Unless specifically authorized by the Contracting Officer prior to the order actually being placed.

Failure of a Contractor to comply with delivery time or shipping instruction on a repetitive basis may result in the termination of this agreement.

If, for any reason, a vendor determines that he is unable to supply all the items on an individual call number within the required delivery time, he should immediately notify the individual who placed the call.

4. E-Commerce Site.  It is the intention of the Government to use existing and future capability of the OD Standard Procurement System, Electronic data Interchange (EDI) capability, government procurement card, and vendor electronic ordering capability to create a paper-less ordering, invoicing and payment process.  During the term of the BPA, the contractor shall participate to achieve this objective.

D.   INVOICING AND PAYMENT

1.    Invoicing.   See Invoicing Instructions of the BPA for invoicing instructions

2. Precedence.  The terms and conditions included in this BPA apply to all purchases made pursuant to it.
