The Regional Contracting Office MCI-WEST is publicizing this REQUEST FOR INFORMATION (RFI) in order to gather industry information and input from qualified and interested sources with respect to a potential award at Camp Pendleton, CA. No solicitation is being issued at this time. This is not a Request for Quote (RFQ), Request for Proposal (RFP) or Invitation for Bid (IFB), and shall not be construed as a commitment by the Government to issue a solicitation or ultimately award a contract. Responses will not be considered as proposals/quotes/bids, nor will any award be made as a result. The USMC will not be responsible for any costs incurred by interested parties in responding to this notice. Any future solicitation, including specifications and/or drawings, will be made available only on the Federal Business Opportunities website (https://www.fbo.gov/). Interested Parties are solely responsible for monitoring the aforementioned website for the release of a solicitation package and/or any updates and/or amendments.

The Government is seeking to identify qualified, experienced, and interested potential businesses capable of performing the type of work as described herein. The Marine Corps Base (MCB) provides laundry services by means of providing washers and dryers for Marines who reside in barracks located in Marine Corps Base and Marine Corps Air Station at Camp Pendleton, California.  The washers and dryers are more specifically located in close proximity to the actual barracks facilities in various areas on the base. 
The purpose of this RFI is to gather information from qualified and interested sources with experience relative to the anticipated North American Industrial Classification System (NAICS) code is 532210/ Consumer Electronics and Appliances Rental, with a size standard of $7M. The Government is conducting a “lease v. purchase” analysis to determine the most economical way forward for providing laundry services to individual Marines residing in the barracks at Camp Pendleton. Currently, there are 180 barracks with appliances which are NOT coin operated.  The appliances are 1650 electric commercial heavy duty washers (minimum 18 lb capacity) and 1900 commercial heavy duty dryers (7 cubic feet)   collocated with each.  There are a variety of dryers:  Gas Stackable – 1200, Gas Single – 300, Electric Stackable – 100 and Electric Single – 300.  

The Government currently owns the washers and dryers and has a service contract to provide maintenance. Upon expiration of the current contract, the Government is considering converting to a lease arrangement.  In order to make an informed decision, the Government is soliciting lease pricing from industry to conduct the lease (to include maintenance) versus purchase (with a service maintenance contract) analysis.  Pricing should reflect the combination of appliances listed above.
All interested parties are invited to respond and must be currently registered in the Central Contractor Registration (CCR) database (http://www.ccr.gov/).

The information requested by this RFI will be used within the USMC to facilitate decision making and will not be disclosed outside the agency. Should a future requirement evolve from this preliminary planning process, it is anticipated for a term consisting of one base year plus four, 1-year option periods. The overall program value is still under consideration.
