The Marine Corps Police Department has recently acquired new EMERGENCY RESPONSE VEHICLES.  These vehicles must be outfitted in accordance with MCO 5580.2B, federal and state regulationS.
Objectives

Purchase equipment necessary to outfit base model Chevy Impalas and Jeep Grand Cherokees for installation security and enforcement operations.
Scope


Purchase and install the following Items:
CHEVROLET IMPALAS X 2
1. EMERGENCY LIGHT BAR:
· All colors allowed under California Title 13 (red, blue, and yellow)
meet or exceed the Class B requirements with any of the four reflectors used in the lightbar. All colors (red, blue, yellow, and white) meet or exceed the SAE J595 Class 1 REQUIREMENT for directional lights with any of the four reflectors used in the lightbar. Yellow meets or exceeds the SAE J845 Class 1 REQUIREMENT for selective coverage devices with any of the four reflectors used in the lightbar. Red, blue, and white meet or exceed the SAE J845 Class 1 requirements for selective coverage devices with the spread or angled reflectors used in the lightbar. Red, blue, and white meet or exceed the SAE J845 Class 2 requirements for selective coverage devices with the narrow reflector used in the lightbar.

· install license plate LED red/blue LED emergency lighting

· Install user selectable dome light for red/white light

· Install LED 5.5 in dome lighting 195 lumens led on trunk door illuminating downward when trunk is open

7. Safety equipment
· Install five pound A,B,C fire extinguisher in trunk space

· Install es100 watt police siren speaker and connect to siren and light controller in console, with speaker kit for impala 2011
· Install lockable DRAWER TYPE box in trunk space for road emergency equipment compatible with a full size spare tire in trunk space OF 2012 CHEVROLET IMPALA.  Top mountable, sliding drawer type.
· Install 20% factory grade window tint on rear windshield and rear side doors

· Install stalker 2 radar unit with front and rear facing radar system

· Install police wrap around brush guard and push bumper capable of protecting the headlight area compatible with 2012 chevy impala.
· INSTALL  ANTENNEA COMPATIBLE WITH ERICCSON MOBILE RADIO MODEL DTGMTX
· install 150 amp breaker

· install fuse block stblade 12 circuit with ground and cover

· install 250 amp relay with built in power tamer (top H.A.T)

3. SAFETY EQUIPMENT

· INSTALL A METAL CONSTRUCTION DUAL DRAWER SYSTEM WITH PARTITION AND MOUNTED 5 POUND A,B,C FIRE EXINGUISHER WITH ROLL OUT FEATURE AND LOCKABLE DRAWERS IN THE REAR CARGO AREA.
· INSTALL BRUSH GUARD WITH BUILT IN RED/BLUE LED LIGHTING.
· INSTALL STROBE LIGHTS IN HEADLIGHT HOUSING, AND TAILLIGHT HOUSING

· install high visibility red/blue led emergency lights on the forward facing surface of the side mirrors

· INSTALL HIGH VISIBILITY LED LIGHTING IN REAR CARGO AREA

· INSTALL RED/WHITE SELECTABLE LIGHT DOME LIGHT

· INSTALL 100 WATT SIREN 

· INSTALL LICENSE PLATE RED/BLUE LED LIGHTING

· INSTALL REAR FACING LED RUNNER RED/BLUE LIGHTING ON BODY OF VEHICLE BELOW THE DOOR.  CAN ILLUMINATE WITH THE DOOR OPEN OR CLOSED.

· INSTALL 18 INCH OFFROAD WHITE LED LIGHT BAR TO BRUSHGAURD AND CONNECT TO LIGHT/SIREN CONTROLLER. INDIVIDUALLY OPERATED BY USER AND NOT PROGRAMMED TO CODE 1,2,3

· INSTALL M1014 BENELLI SHOTGUN RACK ON REAR CARGO AREA DRAWER SYSTEM

· INSTALL ANTENNEA FOR RADIO

· INSTALL 10,000LB WINCH TO FRONT OF VEHICLE
· INSTALL AMBER LED DIRECTIONAL LIGHT BAR IN REAR GARGO DOOR FOR USE DURING OPEN DOOR USE.
Tasks

· Provide unlimited support via-email or telephone
· PROPERLY INSTALL ALL EQUIPMENT IN ACCORDANCE WITH MANUFACTURE guidelines BY CERTIFIED TECHNICIANS.

· PROVIDE CLEAR DOCUMENTATION OF WARRANTIED ITEMS, LIMITIATIONS, COVERAGE, AND WARRANTY SERVICE PROCESS

· USE APPROVED INDUSTRY STANDARD METHODS FOR THE INSTALLATION, PLACEMENT, AND FUNCTION OF ALL EQUIPMENT INSTALLED

· ASSEMBLE, MANUFACTURE, MODIFY, CONSTRUCT, AND FABRICATE MOUNTS, CONNECTORS, JOINTS, AND SUPPORT STRUCURES IN ACCORDANCE WITH INDUSTRY SAFETY STANDARDS.
Delivery

Vendor is responsible for the transport, travel, movement costs of required equipment and personnel to complete installation/inspections of equipment.  Removal of equipment will be at no additional cost to the government in accordance with installation/inspection requirements.

THE VENDOR ASSUMES RESPONSIBILITY FOR DAMAGE CAUSED TO PREEXISTING EQUIPMENT FROM INSTALLATION PROCESS OR DUE TO INSTALLATION OF REQUESTED EQUIPMENT.
Place of Performance

vehicles may be removed from the installation, under written authorization, and at the cost of the vendor to complete necessary work.
