This requirement does not relieve the contractor of the requirements contained in CLIN 14.   

004 Hydrostatic Test of Cylinders (beginning in May 2013 and on an as needed basis thereafter): Service for hydrostatic testing shall be conducted onsite with a DOT approved portable hydrostatic testing unit. Hydrostatic testing will be performed by a qualified/certified technician in accordance with the DOT and EFIC recommendations for the hydrostatic testing of cylinders manufactured under DOT exemption. Proof of certification/qualification shall be provided to the government prior to any work being started. All hydrostatic testing procedures shall complete in accordance with the current applicable DOT & NFPA Standards. 

At the time of Hydrostatic testing an internal visual inspection of the cylinder will be completed. This will be carried out utilizing a borroscope in order to detect minor defects not visible to the naked eye. 

The contractor shall, at the time of completion of work prior to departure, ensure that a representative of the government has been provided a copy of a complete, individualized and accurate report of all test / inspections records and a spreadsheet of all test / inspection results. The government’s representative shall have 10 working days to review and accept the report as complete and accurate.  This requirement does not relieve the contractor of the requirements contained in CLIN 14.   

005 Air Source Cart (SABA Cart) & Air Hoses (beginning in May 2013 and every twelve months thereafter): Inspection, testing, maintenance, repairs and recertification of Air Cart & Air Hoses will be performed by a qualified/certified technician. Proof of certification/qualification shall be provided to the government prior to any work being started. Service & Repairs shall be conducted on-site. Tools & equipment required for successful annual inspection, repairs and servicing must be provided by the Contractor.  A representative of the government shall witness a functional operational test after each service or repair.

Services shall include batteries, full electronic testing of pressure sensitive alarm system, pressure gauges are tested and refilled (glycol) or replaced if necessary, all valves are operationally tested and serviced, hoses HP 6000 psi are checked for damage and replaced  / repaired if necessary and regulators are performance tested per manufacturers specifications. The wheeled frame, pneumatic HP/LP system, mainframe structure and electrical unit will be inspected and repaired per manufacturers specifications.

Performance tests will be performed and documented. The following tests will be completed:  leak, static HP/LP manifold pressure, flow rate, and relief valve set point.  A representative of the government shall witness a functional operational test after each service or repair.

Inspection, testing, maintenance, repair and recertification of air hoses will be tested by a qualified/certified technician. All air hose tests will be completed according to the applicable mandated testing procedures.

The contractor shall, at the time of completion of work prior to departure, ensure that a representative of the government has been provided a copy of a complete, individualized and accurate report of all test / inspections records and a spreadsheet of all test / inspection results. The government’s representative shall have 10 working days to review and accept the report as complete and accurate.  This requirement does not relieve the contractor of the requirements contained in CLIN 14.   

006 Breathing Air Compressor Servicing (beginning in May 2013 and as needed thereafter): All breathing air compressors shall be inspected, serviced, repaired and tested by a Bauer certified technician, in accordance with the manufacturer’s requirements and specifications.  Proof of Bauer technician certification shall be provided to the government prior to any work being started. The inspection, servicing, repair and testing shall be done on–site. 

The service includes:  the recording of fill station preliminary data, pre-test data, check list, test check list, labels, instructions and appearance as well as the compressor preliminary data, pre-test data, check list tests, check list normal operational readings, accessories, monitors, compressor CO2 monitors, air test, labels and instructions and appearance. All servicing, repairs, calibrations and testing of compressors, refill stations, storage trailers and gas boosters or decanting systems shall be performed and carried out by a Bauer certified high pressure and ultra-high pressure breathing air compressor technician. Proof of technician certification shall be provided to the government prior to any work being started. A representative of the government shall witness a functional operational test after each service or repair.

The contractor shall, at the time of completion of work prior to departure, ensure that a representative of the government has been provided a copy of a complete, individualized and accurate report of all test / inspections records and a spreadsheet of all test / inspection results. The government’s representative shall have 10 working days to review and accept the report as complete and accurate.  This requirement does not relieve the contractor of the requirements contained in CLIN 14.   

007 Air Sampling / Testing (beginning in May 2013 and quarterly thereafter): The contractor will provide air sampling services of all Bauer compressor units to the client. All air sampling shall be completed by a qualified technician in the presence of a representative of the government.  Proof of technician’s qualification shall be provided prior to the samples being taken.

It will be the responsibility of the Contractor to process all samples collected and provide the test result records to the government.   

The contractor shall, at the time of completion of work prior to departure, ensure that a representative of the government has been provided a copy of a complete, individualized and accurate report of all test / inspections records and a spreadsheet of all test / inspection results. The government’s representative shall have 10 working days to review and accept the report as complete and accurate.  This requirement does not relieve the contractor of the requirements contained in CLIN 14.   

008 A-Level and B-Level Suit Testing (beginning in May 2013 and every twelve months thereafter): Inspection, testing, maintenance, and recertification of level A and Level B suits. Contractor will inspect, test, service in accordance with the applicable sections of the current edition of NFPA Standard 1991, and certify the condition of the material, zipper, face piece, gloves, exhalation valve and seams. Leak test will be conducted utilizing the operational system as supplied by the government, the contractor will calibrate and recertify the magnahelic tester at no cost to the government and results will be documented. A data log will be completed indicating the serial number, identification number, manufacturer, manufacture date, style and size of each suit tested. All suits shall be restored in provided carrying cases with the logs attached.  All bags/cases or storage containers shall be tag sealed to prevent tampering and allows for quick visual indication of possible usage.  A-B Level suits shall repaired in accordance with the manufacture specification.   

The contractor shall, at the time of completion of work prior to departure, ensure that a representative of the government has been provided a copy of a complete, individualized and accurate report of all test / inspections records and a spreadsheet of all test / inspection results. To include tracking of suits that failed a continuous status update provided weekly, until the return. The government’s representative shall have 10 working days to review and accept the report as complete and accurate.  This requirement does not relieve the contractor of the requirements contained in CLIN 14.   

009 Equipment Calibration / Testing (beginning in May 2013 and as needed thereafter):  Technicians will calibrate equipment to a standard that meets or exceeds all published specifications or manufacture requirements. Contractor’s calibration equipment shall be in compliance with ISO 10012-1 and ANSI/NCSL Z540-1 standards. Equipment to be calibrated / tested includes: 2- SCBA Torque Wrenches, 1-Biosystems Posi Check unit, 2 – SCBA Decibel Meter Readers, 2-Magnahelic level A suit tester, 1-Draft Commander Pump Test Trailer, 1- Set Portable Pump Test Gauges, Grounding Bonding Meger Meter, Haz Mat ID, TIC’s, (2) Air Bag Controls, 2- Hose Testing Units moisture analyzers, fire finders (Thermal Imaging Cameras if applicable), temperature probes, pressure and vacuum gauges. Prices will be determined by the complexity of the calibration.  A representative of the government shall witness a functional operational test of all equipment that is calibrated. 

The contractor shall, at the time of completion of work prior to departure, ensure that a representative of the government has been provided a copy of a complete, individualized and accurate report of all test / inspections records and a spreadsheet of all test / inspection results. The government’s representative shall have 10 working days to review and accept the report as complete and accurate.  This requirement does not relieve the contractor of the requirements contained in CLIN 14.   

010 Ladder / Aerial Testing; (beginning in May 2013 and every twelve months thereafter): Inspection, testing, maintenance, repair and recertification of ladders will be tested by a qualified/certified technician.  Proof of technician   certification/qualification shall be provided to the government prior to any work being started. All applicable NFPA regulations and manufacture requirements will be utilized during ground ladder / aerial apparatus testing and repair.  Prior to service testing, all ground ladders shall be visually inspected in accordance with the current edition NFPA Standard 1932 and in the case of aerial apparatus, the current edition of NFPA Standard 1911.  7- 35’ Extension Ladders will be inspected, tested, all manufacture’s recommended preventive maintenance completed and repairs as needed. 1- 28’ Extension Ladder will be inspected, tested, all manufacture’s recommended preventive maintenance completed and repairs as needed.  2- 24’ Extension Ladders will be inspected, tested, all manufacture’s recommended preventive maintenance completed and repairs as needed.  2- 16’ Roof Ladders will be inspected, tested, all manufacture’s recommended preventive maintenance completed and repairs as needed.  7- 14’ Roof Ladders will be inspected, tested, all manufacture’s recommended preventive maintenance completed and repairs as needed.  1- 12’ Roof Ladder will be inspected, tested, all manufacture’s recommended preventive maintenance completed and repairs as needed. 2- 12’ Folding Ladders will be inspected, tested, all manufacture’s recommended preventive maintenance completed and repairs as needed.  7- 10’ Folding Ladders will be inspected, tested, all manufacture’s recommended preventive maintenance completed and repairs as needed.  2- Aerial Apparatus will be inspected and tested, on an annual basis by a certified aerial apparatus technician in accordance with NFPA 1911. 

All deficiencies shall be recorded and those ladders failing to meet the set requirements shall be removed from service, repaired and then retested. All required labels will be inspected and replaced if necessary.  All reports, repairs and results shall be documented and recorded. In the case of the 2- Aerial Apparatus, a representative of the government shall witness a functional operational test of aerial apparatus after all testing or servicing.

The contractor shall, at the time of completion of work prior to departure, ensure that a representative of the government has been provided a copy of a complete, individualized and accurate report of all test / inspections records and a spreadsheet of all test / inspection results. The government’s representative shall have 10 working days to review and accept the report as complete and accurate.  This requirement does not relieve the contractor of the requirements contained in CLIN 14.   

011 Hose Testing (beginning in May 2013 and every twelve months thereafter): Inspection, testing, maintenance, and recertification of 43,000’ of fire hose. Contractor shall inspect, test, service in accordance with the current edition of NFPA Standard 1962 and certify the condition of the hoses. In-service hose shall be unloaded, unracked, unreeled or unrolled and physically inspected.  Hoses shall be reloaded, re-racked, re-reeled, or re-rolled so that any folds do not occur at the same position on the hose. Physical inspection shall determine that the hose and couplings are free of physical damage and debris, do not exhibit evidence of mildew or rot, any signs of chemical damage, burns, cuts, abrasion, and vermin.  Accurate hose records shall be established and maintained in accordance with the Standard. All hose identification numbers shall be re-stenciled on to the jacket or cover using ink or paint if necessary. The contractor will utilize a computer generated reporting system for recording all hose data.  This information covers the following (where applicable): assigned identification number, manufacturer, part number, vendor, size i.e. internal diameter of water way, length, type of hose, construction, date received, date put in service, the date of each service test, the serviced test pressure, repairs and new length if shortened, actual damage, exposure to possible damage, reason removed from service, indication that the hose has been removed from service or condemned within the warranty.  Pressure tests are performed utilizing calibrated digital gauges and documented for accountability.

The contractor shall, at the time of completion of work prior to departure, ensure that a representative of the government has been provided a copy of a complete, individualized and accurate report of all test / inspections records and a spreadsheet of all test / inspection results. The government’s representative shall have 10 working days to review and accept the report as complete and accurate.  This requirement does not relieve the contractor of the requirements contained in CLIN 14.   

012 Pump Testing: (beginning in May 2013 and every twelve months thereafter, plus or minus one month).  Testing of fire pump systems on vehicles and apparatus will be conducted to the standards and procedures as outlined in the current edition of NFPA Standard 1911. These tests are to be conducted on an annual basis or when repairs or modifications to the pumps have been carried out.  Technicians shall ensure that the test site is as outlined in the Standard.  Should this not be the case and a testing pit is not available for use, then use of the government’s Draft Commander Trailer is an acceptable alternate option.  All environmental conditions shall be within required parameters. Contractor can provide intake hoses, strainers, suction hoses if required (usually these are already on hand), and a determination must be made that the intake gauge pressure is a minimum 20 psi. Discharge hose can be provided if required. This hose is to allow the correct flow to the measuring devices. Contractor will ensure that this does not exceed 35 ft. per second (approximately 500 gallons per minute for 2.5 in. hose) as a safety precaution. Technicians will ensure that hoses are marked to prevent coupling-hose separation going unnoticed. All flow measuring devices shall meet NFPA requirements and all gauges shall be grade A as defined in ASME B 40.1, or calibrated digital gauges shall be utilized. All test results shall be recorded along with ambient air temperatures, water temperatures, vertical lift, the elevation of test site and the atmospheric pressure at test site (converted to sea level). These readings shall also be recorded in increments of two hours to ensure uniformity and accuracy in test results. Vacuum tests shall also be conducted on all pumping units. Pressure control tests on all pumps shall also be conducted. Pressure gauges, vacuum gauges and flow meters on board pumping units, vehicles and fire apparatus shall be checked for accuracy and can be calibrated on site utilizing the dead weight testing system. Should any of the gauges require repair they can either be replaced or repaired. All apparatus equipped with a water tank, then the tank to pump flow rate shall be checked as per the current Standard.  Contractor will also ensure that the engines, pumps and transmissions on all vehicles and all pumping apparatus do not over heat or perform poorly, in any way during the period of time required to conduct these tests. Testing of the pump at draft is a preferable method and utilization of the Draft Commander trailer is preferable.  However if this is not possible these tests can be performed from a hydrant or alternate sources. It is important due to the variables and parameters required for this kind of testing that communications be established between the contractor’s technicians and the government to the commencement of testing.  A representative of the government shall witness a functional operational test of all apparatus after testing or servicing.

The contractor shall, prior to submitting a request for payment, ensure that a representative of the government has been provided a copy of a complete and accurate report of the test results.  The government’s representative shall have 10 working days to review and accept the report as complete and accurate.  This requirement does not relieve the contractor of the requirements contained in CLIN 14.   

013 Parts and Labor for Repairs (beginning in May 2013 and as needed for repairs): Contractor shall make an effort to utilize parts currently in the government’s inventory. All repairs are charged at list price, plus the reasonable cost to transport such parts to the work site in a timely manner, plus the appropriate per hour rate for on-site labor. Should actual cost exceed the estimated costs for Parts and Labor, a contract modification will be made. All costs are subject to change relative to changes in work performed. 

014 Contract Data Requirements (beginning in May 2013 and every twelve months thereafter): Contractor shall provide a final report in a binder  and a electronic version to the government containing : Annual Visual Inspection Certificate, Hydrostatic Test Certificate and results, Survivair Test Results, SCBA Mask History and Maintenance Report, Backpack History and Maintenance Report, Air Bottle History Maintenance Report, Cylinder Failure Form, Cylinder Spec Sheet, Cylinder Visual Defects Report, SCBA Compressor and Refill Station Operational Inspection and Test Certificates, Fit Test Results, Air Test Results, Ladder Test Results, Pump Test Results, Suit Test Results, Hose Test Results, Air Cart Certificates and Results, Calibration Certificates for each device identified in CLIN 009, and a complete report of all repairs that were accomplished during the contract year. As the complexity of the report varies according to the scope of work and due to the ever increasing reporting requirements, reports shall be compiled in-house in order to reduce the number of days that the team is on site and shall be submitted to the Government for final review and acceptance prior to full payment of the final invoice for the services rendered

Terms of Warranty The Contractor guarantees that all items will be serviced and maintained in accordance with the specifications of the manufacturer and certification requirements as set forth by the OSHA, NIOSH, MSHA, and NFPA. In the event that the damage is due to misusing, tampering, actual fire damage or normal wear-and-tear, the contractor will not be held responsible for any costs incurred. Parts and labor shall be charged out at list price. Contractor shall guarantee service and workmanship for a period of one year, or until the next service provided that no attempts are made to service or repair the contractor guaranteed units. All units will be marked where any tampering will be evident to contractor agents. If at any time throughout the year, certified units need re-calibration (for any reason); these units can be shipped to the contractor for FREE servicing and FREE re-certification. Damaged units will be repaired at contractor’s in-house rates and returned to the department.

Requirement of the Government: 
As communication with the contractors office is critical, the Government shall provide fax, telephone and internet facilities while the team is on-site in order to expedite service and reporting. 

Modifications to the Contract: Any modifications or additions to this contract will be handled through a contract modification with base contracting and purchasing department within 30 days of the submission of the invoice(s).

CLAUSES INCORPORATED BY FULL TEXT

52.212-3     OFFEROR REPRESENTATIONS AND CERTIFICATIONS--COMMERCIAL ITEMS (DEC 2012)

An offeror shall complete only paragraph (b) of this provision if the offeror has completed the annual representations and certifications electronically via https://www.acquisition.gov. If an offeror has not completed  the annual representations and certifications electronically at the ORCA website, the offeror shall complete only paragraphs (c) through (o) of this provision.

(1) FSC 5510, Lumber and Related Basic Wood Materials;

(2) Federal Supply Group (FSG) 87, Agricultural Supplies;

(3) FSG 88, Live Animals;

(4) FSG 89, Food and Related Consumables;

(5) FSC 9410, Crude Grades of Plant Materials;

(6) FSC 9430, Miscellaneous Crude Animal Products, Inedible;

(7) FSC 9440, Miscellaneous Crude Agricultural and Forestry Products;

(8) FSC 9610, Ores;

(9) FSC 9620, Minerals, Natural and Synthetic; and

(10) FSC 9630, Additive Metal Materials.

Place of manufacture means the place where an end product is assembled out of components, or otherwise made or processed from raw materials into the finished product that is to be provided to the Government. If a product is disassembled and reassembled, the place of reassembly is not the place of manufacture.

Restricted business operations means business operations in Sudan that include power production activities, mineral extraction activities, oil-related activities, or the production of military equipment, as those terms are defined in the Sudan Accountability and Divestment Act of 2007 (Pub. L. 110-174). Restricted business operations do not include business operations that the person (as that term is defined in Section 2 of the Sudan Accountability and Divestment Act of 2007) conducting the business can demonstrate--

(1) Are conducted under contract directly and exclusively with the regional government of southern Sudan;
