STATEMENT OF REQUIREMENT  
For The Purchase Of An 

A-40 Minimizer/Distiller
1.  Description of equipment to be procured:
Solvent Minimizer/Distillation Reclaim System
Note:  The manufacturer of the Minimizer/Distiller system, as stated within this Statement of Requirements, shall at a minimum, supply to the government the system requested. 
2. Equipment Salient Characteristics or Specifications

A.  Solvent Minimizer/Distillation Reclaim System Characteristics:


(1)   Shall be capable of distilling different types of solvents at a recovery rate of 

85-100%.

(2)  Shall be provided with an automatic vacuum system with an electrical 

Certification, ETL rated, ATEX II 2 G, Class 1, Division 1, Group D, T2B-260

degrees C.
(3)  The electrical system shall be rated at 480V, 60 Hz.



(4)  Shall have a 40 gallon (180 liters) 304 stainless steel distillation chamber with 
a working capacity of 40 USG.


(5)   Shall have a distillation rate of 6-10 GPH or better.


(6)  The system shall be fully automated utilizing a one-button operation with user 
interface.



(7)  All sequences of the operation shall be controlled by a microprocessor.

(8)  Shall have a built-in systematic fail-safe shutdown procedure operation included in the faults.

(9)  Shall have tamper proof over temperature settings that are controlled by the program for optimum safety in any condition.

(10) Shall have a double diaphragm discharge port installed.  





(11) Shall be a closed system operation utilizing all 304 stainless steel
components in the condenser, collection container and boiler.



(12) Shall have an input port waste system with discharge.



(13) Shall have a vapor management system installed.



(14) Shall have an anti-pressure system installed.


(15) Shall be capable of producing, at a minimum of 2 batches per day with
vacuum assistance. 



(16) Shall have, at a minimum, a 15kW electric oil heater with an ultra safe 

thermic oil heating system.

(17) Shall be provided with an RTD in vapor, oil and sludge area.

(18) A full function control module shall be provided to include a temperature display and adjustment, fault condition message and process message display.  

(19) The working temperature of the system shall be from 40 degrees C – 200 degrees C (100 degrees F – 390 degrees F).
A.  Optional items that shall be provided with the Solvent Minimizer/Distillation Reclaim System:


(1)  A heavy duty bag reducer with lifting hooks.

(2)  A discharge pump for the stainless steel collection container.


(3)  An anti-foam grill.

(4)  A nitrocellulose & quenching capability.

3.  Installation.
A.   Manufacturer Responsibilities:

(1)  Shall provide a fully operational system delivered within the terms and 

conditions of the contract within the time requirements of contracted delivery 

date.

(2)  Shall be responsible for performing the final installation the system after the government has initially installed per the manufacturers requirements.

(3)  Shall be responsible for insuring the system is fully functional at the completion of the installation.

(4)  Shall provide training for 25-30 people in three (3) separate training sessions for two (2) days, day shift, night shift and second training day for personnel who were not able to attend the first training day sessions at the Marine Corps Logisitcs Base, Maintenance Center, Albany, Ga.
(5)  Shall provide a one (1) year warranty on all parts and labor with an additional 

three (3) year warranty to include parts and labor.

(6)  Shall provide four (4) sets each of operator manuals and maintenance 
manuals with drawings.  

(7)  Shall be responsible for removing all items from Maintenance Center not 

used in the installation.

(8)  Shall be responsible for unpacking system when installation is performed.

(9)  Shall provide necessary equipment to install.


B.  Government responsibilities



(1)  Shall provide a clear work area to install new Minimizer/Distiller system.
(2)  Shall provide and install electrical wiring to new disconnect panel to the 

system and wire system to panel. 

(3)  Shall provide technical assistance as required.

(4)  Shall provide maintenance help as required during the installation.

(5)  Shall inspect system after installation while contractor is on site.

(6)  Shall coordinate installation with the Environmental Shop.
4.  Equipment Acceptance Plan:
The acceptance of this Minimizer/Distiller system shall be at the completion of the installation and after all training has been performed per the Statement of Requirements with intervention free operation. 
5.  Period of Performance
Period of performance shall be within 45 days after receipt of the contract.
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
