MODULAR ARMORED GUARD POSTS (MAGP)
COMBINED SYNOPSIS/SOLICITATION

The Marine Corps Systems Command has a requirement for Modular Armored Guard Posts (MAGP).  This is a combined synopsis/solicitation for MAGPs in accordance with FAR 12.6 for commercial items as defined in FAR Part 2.1, and as supplemented with additional information included in this notice.  This announcement constitutes the only solicitation; proposals are being requested and a written solicitation will not be issued.  The NAICS code for this procurement is 332312. The subject Request for Proposals (RFP), M67854-09-R-5065 incorporates provisions and clauses that are in effect through Federal Acquisition Circular 2005-33 and Defense Acquisition Regulations Supplement Change Notice 2009115. 

Description of Procurement: 
1. The United States Marine Corps wishes to purchase up to14 Modular Armored Guard Posts (MAGP) able to provide scalable ballistic protection, on the sides and top, up to Standardization Agreement (STANAG) Level 2 , rapidly transportable via M105 trailer and completely re-useable. The MAGP will be able to provide 180 degrees of ballistic and fragmentation protection, provide 180 degrees of viewing from inside the guard post using ballistic glass windows and provide weapons firing ports on each side that can be used to engage the enemy using small arms.  The MAGP shall be able to be assembled/disassembled to/from its initial level of ballistic protection without hand tools in less than 20 minutes by three individuals of average build.  The MAGP shall have no individual component requiring more than three individuals, each of average size, to lift and shall not require material handling equipment to assemble or load.  The MAGP shall have a roof with an internal overhead clearance with a minimum of 6.5 feet. The system shall include a M105 trailer with storage racks optimally positioned to easily transport the system. The MAGP will be a commercial item that is tested and ready for operations.   
 2. The contractor shall provide a training package in accordance with MIL-PRF 29612B within 60 days after contract award.  The training courses will consist of lectures, demonstrations, and practical application.  Operator training shall be structured to provide no more than 30% classroom and no less than 70% practical application (hands-on) on equipment.  Training course class sizes shall be no more than 20 students.  The Contractor shall propose to the government a recommended course length for deploying and utilizing the MAGP. The Contractor shall provide an instructor to conduct New Equipment Training (NET) at designated CONUS units which will be scheduled following delivery of the MAGP.  Normally, contractor provided training courses will be conducted on Mondays through Fridays, beginning at 8:00 A.M and not to exceed more than 8 hours per day.  The contractor may be required to provide training on weekends. Government approval shall be required to extend the class length(s).  The Student Guides/Handouts shall contain information that enhances the students’ mastery of tasks and skills, and shall provide information and summaries relevant to each period of instruction to include training objectives and technical references.  
3.  The contractor shall provide commercial manual(s) for the MAGP at the Point of Contact (POC) with copyright release. The manual(s) shall contain all technical information on the assembly, installation, operation, parts, troubleshooting and maintenance of commercial equipment.  The manual(s) shall include a complete repair parts list (including exploded views of all assemblies and subassemblies) and special tools list.  Two complete sets of electronic manuals will be provided to the Program Office in Adobe format, and the *.PDF files shall be searchable, capable of having links added, capable of being edited, and have fonts embedded.  The contractor shall provide a Validation Certification Letter for Commercial Manuals.  The manuals shall be in accordance with MIL-PRF-32216.  
Packaging: Best commercial practices.     

Commercial Warranty: Warranty provisions or exclusions shall be clearly stated in the Offerors' proposal submission.     

The Government anticipates issuing a Firm Fixed Price (FFP) commercial contract to the successful Offeror.

Award:  Award will be made to the Offeror whos proposal provides the lowest priced – technically acceptable solution.  A written notice of award or acceptance of an offer, mailed or otherwise furnished to the successful Offeror within the time for acceptance specified in the offer, shall result in a binding contract without further action by either party.  Before the offer's specified expiration time, the Government may accept an offer (or part of an offer), whether or not there are negotiations.
FAR Clauses: 52-212-1, Instructions to Offerors – Commercial Items.52.121-2, Evaluation – Commercial Items. 52.212-3, Offeror Representations and Certifications (JUN 2008) with Alt 1 (April 2002) , (Beginning January 1, 2005, the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) will require the use of the Online Representations and Certifications Application (ORCA) in Federal solicitations as a part of the proposal submission process.  ORCA is a web-based system that centralizes and standardizes the collection, storage and viewing of many of the FAR required representations and certifications previously found in solicitations.  With ORCA, you now have the ability to enter and maintain your representation and certification information, at your convenience, via the Internet at http://orca.bpn.gov. In addition, rather than receiving and reviewing paper submissions, government contracting officials can access ORCA and review your information online as a part of the proposal evaluation process.  You will no longer have to submit representations and certifications completed in ORCA with each offer.
