II.      DESCRIPTION/SPECIFICATION/WORK STATEMENT
Marine Corps Base, Camp Lejeune, NC has a requirement to add addition Targets and Training Devices at an existing live firing range (SR-6). This need stems from additional capabilities requirements requested by Range Management Branch (RMB) on behalf of the Range Development Division (RDD). Additional requirements for the procurement and installation of new Stationary Infantry Targets (SITs), Stationary Armor Targets (SATs), Moving Infantry Targets (MITs), Moving Armored Target (MAT), Battle Effects Simulator (BES), and Sound Effects Simulator (SES). 

This effort shall provide Range SR-6 with target enhancements to create a realistic environment with sufficient detail to adequately immerse Marines in a combat environment as part of their ongoing and contingency Infantry Platoon Battle Course training. These targets and training devices shall greatly enhance the execution of Training and Readiness (T&R) tasks and training of Tactics, Techniques, and Procedures (TTPs) at the individual, fire team, squad, and platoon levels.  Range SR-6 is currently operating with Meggitt targets and training devices controlled by a Range Master 9000 controller. Therefore, all new targets and training devices shall be compatible in functionality with the existing Range Master 9000 controller and Targetry Systems and Training Devices. Range SR-6: All Targets and Training Devices new or existing shall be compatible with and controlled by the Range Master 9000 controller (form, fit, and function). 

Government Furnished Equipment (GFE): The Government shall provide an Omega 36 Training Device as described below for installation.

Target Lifting Device (TLD): The Contractor shall incorporate a TLD on all SITs, SATs, MITs, and MAT System.
The TLD system shall be capable of indoor or outdoor use and operate in a temperature range of -20° to +130° F.
The contractor shall provide:

·  Target Lifting Devices with rotation and pop-up capability for SITs. The friendly/foe pop-up presentations shall occur in less than (3) three seconds
· The contractor shall provide Target Lifting Devices with pop-up capabilities for SATs, MIT, and MAT. 
· The MAT shall support a minimum of 300lbs lift in less than 12 seconds. The arm shall be stopped at any angle between zero and 90 degrees. The MAT shall be capable of four speeds between 4kph and 32kph. The MAT shall accelerate to commanded speed within 30 meters and stops within 20 meters. The MAT shall be capable of negotiation 10 percent grades. The MAT shall withstand wind gusts in excess of 35 mph.

· No hydraulics or pneumatics shall be used. Externally connected radios shall not be permitted.  The target lifting device shall be no larger than 20” x 20” x 8”.

SITs: The Contractor shall install the following targets, target arms and target mechanisms as listed below:
· All SITs shall be configured to operate using commercial power and hardwired data/fiber lines.
·  (12) SITs, of which (12) shall provide a swivel Friend/Foe (F/F) presentation capability targets. 

SATs: The Contractor shall provide and install (3) Stationary Armor Targets (SATs) with (3) frontal SAT targets.
MITs: The Contractor shall provide and install (2) Moving Infantry Targets (MITs) with 100 feet in track travel length each with (2) 2.5D targets. The MIT shall provide battery charging built-in to one of the end sections (cradle).
MAT: The Contractor shall provide and install (1) Moving Armored Target (MAT) with 500 feet in track travel length with (1) flank MAT target. The MAT shall provide an onboard generator for battery charging and to power the Omega 36.
BES: The Contractor shall install, power, and configure (1) Omega 36 which shall be furnished by the Government upon request (GFE). The Omega 36 shall be securely attached to the Moving Armored Target (MAT) mover in order to travel the 500 feet track, as required. The Contractor shall provide an interface BES cable from the MAT to the BES.
SES: The Contractor shall provide and install (2) Sound Effects Simulator and (6) Speakers.
Installation: 

· The Contractor shall provide, connect, and install all Targets, SES, and BES with main-line data from the nearest NEMA panel. All data/fiber wiring shall be securely attached and protected IAW United States Army Corps of Engineer (USACE) Installation Standards and North Carolina State codes. 

· The Contractor shall connect power to all Targets, SES, and BES with main-line Electrical Power from the nearest Electrical Power source. All electrical wiring shall be securely attached and protected IAW USACE Installation Standards and North Carolina State codes.  

Existing Range Control System: The Contractor shall provide all new Targets and Training Devices to be compatible with the existing Range Master 9000 control system located inside the control ops tower. The Targets and Training Devices shall have the following features:  Shall be able to communicate with the existing Range Control System (RCS). Shall allow the existing RCS to control, monitor, record Targetry data, and store the Targetry data for later use.  The MIT, MAT, SES, and BES shall be capable for wireless interfaces and shall operate in the frequency range of 138MHz to 150 MHz with a narrow band mode (12.5 KHz spacing). It shall have adjustable/field programmable operating frequency and shall be able to communicate with various range equipment at a minimum distance of 2 Kilometers. The new Targetry and Training Devices shall allow the RCS to store scenarios and allow the operator to enter, edit, store in memory, recall from memory, delete from memory, and execute a program. The new Targets and Training Devices shall permit the Range Master 9000 controller a selection of individual targets, groups of targets, or all targets in manual or programmed mode. The Contractor shall have current DD Form 1494 J/F 12 Application for Equipment Frequency Allocation.  

Drawings: The Contractor shall present to the Government for approval a complete infrastructure drawing solution drawing that meets the requirements of the SOW.  
Operational and Maintenance Manuals: The Contractor shall present to the Government for approval a complete set of commercial O&M manuals for all targets, training devices, and systems.  The Contractor shall provide manuals in accordance with the SOW.  

New Equipment Training (NET): The Contractor shall provide NET training to Government designated operators and maintainers for Range SR-6. The Contractor shall provide familiarization training utilizing operator and maintenance manuals. The NET shall be taught with a hands-on practical training approach.  The NET shall contain all the necessary instruction for the calibration, operation, and organizational maintenance of the Targets and Training Devices. 
Item Unique Identification (IUID): The Contractor shall implement specific Item Unique Identification (IUID) marking, as defined in MIL-STD-130N.  The two-dimensional IUID marking shall be incorporated with existing data plates, shall be machine-readable with common optical scanning devices and be accompanied by the corresponding human readable markings when practical.  All principal end items and spare parts that exceed $5,000 when purchased separately prior to delivery to the Government shall be marked.  The contractor shall be permanently and legibly mark on a corrosion-resisting metal plate securely attached to each target or training device the manufacturer’s model and serial number, name and trademark.  The principal end items shall be marked with the IUID/data plate in a position that allows scanning in an installed position.  
Training: The Contractor shall provide New Equipment Training (NET) to designated operators and maintainers for all Human Form Targets and Target Lifting Devices. The course shall be taught with a hands-on practical training approach.  The course shall contain all the necessary instruction for the calibration, operation, and organizational maintenance of the Human Form Targets and Lifters. The training course shall be conducted and delivered at the delivery site designated area for a maximum number of ten participants of at least one day.   The Contractor shall furnish all required material for the training course. 
Frequency: The Contractor shall provide a copy of an approved DD Form 1494 J/F-12 s for the internal transmitter component within the targetry system. The Contractor shall provide equipment frequency assignment within a tuning range of 138-150MHz and frequencies within 138.0 – 144.0, 148.0-149.9, and 150.05-150.8. Additionally, the JF-12 must be approved by Military Communications Electronics Board (MCEB). The approval must identify operational use at Department of Defense (DOD) Test and Training Ranges in the United States and Possessions (US&P).  Note:  The DD Form 1494 J/F-12 documents the spectrum-related technical and performance characteristics of an acquisition item to ensure compliance with the applicable DoD spectrum management policies and regulation.
Documentation: The contractor shall provide one (2) set of documentation in the form of an Operations and Maintenance Manual (O&M) containing instructions on how to set-up, operate and perform preventative maintenance on these targets and training devices. The manuals shall include but not limited to the following information on Operation and Maintenance.  
Operation: installation/set-up procedure, start-up procedure, shut down procedure, all operational error messages and the resulting remedial action, all safety procedures to operate the TLDs, reference to any other procedure needed for safe and correct operation, trouble shooting procedures.  
Maintenance: Preventive maintenance/items to be maintained, type of maintenance required i.e. lubrication, inspection etc., intervals of maintenance action, required parts, consumables and tools, required personnel with estimated man-hours and skill level required for each maintenance tasks.  The Manuals shall incorporate assembly drawings with instructions on assembly of the Targets and Training Devices.  The Contractor shall also provide a list of spare parts needed to maintain the Targets and Training Devices.
Contract Data Requirements List (CDRL) Specs for Commercial Manual, New Equipment Training and Unique Identification IUID shall be included in the Statement of Work and will be due upon delivery of equipment.
III. LINE ITEM DESCRIPTIONS

CLIN 0001-0017   Service support shall include an initial warranty period of 365 days. During this period the vendor shall respond immediately to technical questions via phone or e-mail, and/or if necessary send a technician/installer to the appropriate site within 48 hours.

CONTRACT PERIOD OF PERFORMANCE

The period of performance of this Contract Shall be for a period of 90 days from date of execution

V. DELIVERY REQUIREMENTS
Delivery of CLIN 0001-0017 shall begin no later than 90 days after contract award.
The contractor shall be responsible for the delivery and offloading of the Target Lifters and Human form Targets to Range 111 under the supervision of the Range Management Personnel Point of Contact.  Delivery shall be made no later than 90 days after contract award. The contractor is not responsible for installation of these HFTs and TLDs. There is no installation requirement with this contract. These targets shall be mounted on flat surfaces by base personnel. The contractor is responsible for all personnel and equipment to include forklift as needed for the off loading of the trucks. The Contractor shall deliver all equipment packaged in accordance with best commercial practices.

The contractor shall implement specific Item Unique Identification (IUID) marking, as defined in MIL-STD-130L (or latest version per delivery order) and in accordance with DFARS 252.211-7003.  The two-dimensional IUID marking shall be incorporated with existing data plates, shall be machine-readable with common optical scanning devices and be accompanied by the corresponding human readable markings when practical.  The following principal end items shall be marked with the IUID/data plate in a position that allows scanning in an installed position:  All five (5) Target lifting Devices and the two (2) hand-held controllers shall be marked with the IUID labels.  
All spare parts, secondary repairable and consumables that exceed $5,000 when purchased separately will also be marked with the IUID prior to delivery to the Government.
