USMC Common Aviation Command and Control System (CAC2S) Increment I Phase 2 Statement of Objectives

1.
Introduction

The Common Aviation Command and Control System (CAC2S) acquisition approach is structured to ensure the CAC2S Program fields ready and proven technologies at the earliest opportunity with acceptable risks to enable effective command and control (C2) of all aviation assets in support of the Marine Air-Ground Task Force (MAGTF).  To achieve this, CAC2S Increment I requirements are being developed, integrated, tested and fielded in two phases.  

The CAC2S Program Management Office (PMO) has initiated Phase 1 to accommodate rapid fielding of operationally relevant capabilities to include mobility, situational awareness, tactical communications, information dissemination and operational flexibility that will establish the baseline CAC2S capabilities for the Marine Air Command and Control System (MACCS) and initial AC2 capability. This is being accomplished by upgrading fielded MACCS equipment with mature, ready technologies and will establish an initial product baseline to include the Processor Display Subsystem (PDS) and Communication Subsystem (CS).  A Government field activity In-Service Engineering Agent (ISEA) will oversee the integration and upgrades of the previously developed AN/TSQ-239 (V) Combat Operations Center (COC) and AN/MRQ-12, currently produced under previously competed contracts.     

Phase 2 has been structured to accommodate the integration of technologies necessary for the CAC2S Sensor/Data Subsystem (SDS) to meet remaining Common Aviation Command and Control System (CAC2S) Capability Production Document (CPD) requirements. Phase 2 will implement CAC2S Increment I capabilities by leveraging Phase 1 to the maximum extent possible and by creating an integrated SDS with relevant Phase 1 PDS and CS, thereby fully meeting CAC2S Increment I requirements.  The Phase 2 effort will produce a complete CAC2S Increment I capability by integrating Technology Readiness Level (TRL) 8 components and interfacing with the Phase 1 PDS to the maximum extent possible and providing the smallest PDS/SDS transportability footprint possible.

Objectives

This CAC2S Phase 2 contract objectives are:

1. Integrate TRL 8 or higher components to demonstrate a CAC2S Increment I Phase 2 prototype and the potential of the Offerors Phase 2 prototype to meet Increment I requirements, which integrate/interface with and leverages the PDS Phase 1 baseline to the maximum extent possible.  

2. Provide an analysis and rationale of the Offeror’s architecture to include the identification of replaced or modified Phase 1 PDS software/components, proposed new software/components and allocation of functionality to meet full CAC2S Increment I capability in contractor format. 

3. Provide an analysis to physically integrate the PDS/SDS into a single transportability platform to meet CAC2S Increment I modularity and transportability requirements in contractor format to include detail technical drawings.

1.1.1 Programmatic Objectives:

The Offeror shall have a management approach with a seamless organized team to successfully provide an integrated Phase 2 prototype to include: conduct of Interim Program Reviews (IPR) and Demonstration Readiness Review (DRR) to ensure readiness to meet the Phase 2 demonstration objectives.

Shall conduct an initial IPR within one (1) month (objective)/three (3) months (threshold) after contract award to update the CAC2S Program Office on the CPD & SSS requirements that will be demonstrated as part of the Phase 2 prototype demonstration, approach, schedule and to integrate the prototype TRL 8 components within the CAC2S System Integration Lab (SIL) located at NSWC Dahlgren and the initial status on the development of the PDS/SDS Single Transportability Platform and Software/Component Architecture Analysis.

Shall conduct a second IPR within four (4) months (objective)/eight (8) months (threshold) after contract award to provide evidence that the Offeror’s will be ready to integrate their prototype at the MCTSSA CAC2S System Test and Integration Lab (STIL) in preparation for the Phase 2 demonstration and an update on the status on the development of the PDS/SDS Single Transportability Platform and Software/Component Architecture Analysis.

Immediately preceding the Demonstration the Offeror Shall integrate their prototype at MCTSSA STIL Upon completion of the prototype integration in the MCTSSACAC2S STIL and prior to conducting the Demonstration the Offeror shall conduct a DRR to provide evidence that the Offeror is ready to conduct the Phase 2 Demonstration. The Offeror shall conduct the Phase 2 demonstration within five (5) months objective)/eleven (11) months (threshold) after contract award
1.1.2 Demonstration Objectives  

The CAC2S Phase 2 demonstration objective is to integrate TRL 8 or higher components, to demonstrate a CAC2S Increment I Phase 2 prototype and the potential of the Offeror’s Phase 2 prototype to achieve Increment I requirements in the MCTSSA CAC2S STIL.  Provide Data Recording, Extraction, Reduction (DX/DR) capabilities to record and extract the Phase 2 prototype internal system track database (i.e. data needed to reconstruct the fused, local and remote, track picture as presented to the operator) in a standard format (JITC-JIEO TDL Data Extraction and Reduction Guide (DERG)) or in any machine readable format along with the associated field definitions documentation.  The DX/DR capability will be used to verify performance of the Phase 2 prototype internal system and shall be utilized to develop the Government assessment of the Phase 2 Demonstration.  The Offeror’s Phase 2 prototype shall be demonstrated utilizing the Offeror’s operators and evaluated against Government developed scenarios to stress the inherent CAC2S Increment I Phase 2 capabilities.  In accordance with Government site IA regulations the Offeror shall provide “DISA Gold Disk Scan” and “Eye Retina Scan” by the Offeror prior to any installation of Phase 2 prototype software/component at the Dahlgren CAC2S SIL and the demonstration at MCTSSA CAC2S STIL.

The Dahlgren CAC2S SIL will provide opportunity for the Offeror to mature test bed interfaces and self-assess capabilities prior to the demonstration period. 

The MCTSSA CAC2S STIL will provide the opportunity for the Offeror’s Phase 2 prototype to demonstrate the following capabilities: 

· Multi-source integration of real-time, near-real and non-real time tracks/data, measured against the classified CPD Annex in building a Situational Awareness (SA) picture.  The following external interfaces will be available:  

· TPS-59 Tracks/IFF

· CTN Local/Remote Track

· Multi-Functional Information Distribution System (MIDS) Link 16 tracks and Command & Control functions

· Tactical Data Link (TDL) A/B Link 11 tracks and Command & Control functions

· Joint Range Extension Application Protocols (JREAP) A/B/C

· AFATDS/GCCS Tracks/data via IOS V1 

· Modern Intelligence Data Base Tracks/data via IOS V3 

· TBMCS

· System Track Management functionality at various track loading to include: 

· Track number assignment, processing and management

· Correlation & association capability

· Identification (ID) of tracks and ID conflict resolution

· Track continuity

· Track capacities/track load 

· Composite Track Network (CTN) and sensor control of the local TPS-59 sensor via CTN and utilization of CTN Combat ID doctrine results in determining the ID of local tracks. 

· Human Computer Interface (HCI) that meet HSI standards for display, ergonomics and ease of use.

· Integration of Administrative Tools (Microsoft Office, etc…) and Command Tool application(s) (Airspace Control Measures, Air Tasking Orders, collaborative tools, etc…). 

· System Built in Test (BIT) capability that runs at System startup and during System’s operations so system operators/maintainers are alerted by BIT for Lowest Replaceable Units (LRU) fault detection and isolation.

· System Training capability that provides the ability to train individual operators and maintainers, as well as crews, in order to increase operator and maintainer proficiency.  Simulated scenarios are adequately diverse and robust to provide from simple garrison training scenarios to complex exercise training adequate for Marine Expeditionary Force (MEF) level work-ups.  

The Government will utilize the Phase 2 Demonstration results in conjunction with the Offeror’s proposal when evaluating for the follow-on contract award.

1.1.3 PDS/SDS Preliminary Software/Component Architecture Analysis Objectives

The objective of the analysis is to provide technical description and rationale of the Offeror’s PDS/SDS software/component architecture and shall be delivered within six (6) months (objective)/twelve (12) months (threshold) in contractor format to include:

· A preliminary software architecture identifying functional allocation between PDS/SDS, Computer Software Configuration Items (CSCI) and functional flow between the components to meet CAC2S Increment I capability.

· A preliminary trace of the CAC2S Increment I CPD & SSS requirements to the proposed CSCIs to meet full CAC2S Increment I capability. 

· A preliminary security requirements traceability matrix to the Information Assurance Control Identification Document.

· Identify and provide rationale/assumptions for replaced, modified or new proposed Phase 1 PDS software/components.

· Provide existing documentation to include: commercial/contractor manuals, training material, etc…

The Government will utilize the Offeror’s PDS/SDS Software/Component Architecture Analysis in conjunction with the Offeror’s proposal when evaluating for the follow-on contract award.

1.1.1.4 PDS/SDS Single Transportability Platform Analysis Objectives

The objective of the analysis is to provide an analysis on the Offeror’s solution to physically integrate the PDS/SDS into a single transportability platform to meet CAC2S Increment I modularity and transportability requirements in contractor format and shall be delivered within six (6) (objective)/twelve (12) months (threshold) after contract award.

· Provide a technical description to include: detailed characteristic and technical drawings as well as other supporting data to document the proposed solution, with dimensions (e.g. height, width, depth, weight), power requirements, physical interfaces, module/component layout (e.g. Offeror’s TRL 8 product & GFE) and how it would be either integrated on a HMMWV or within a trailer meeting the mandated Force Protection KPP.

· How the Offeror’s solution will meet all the CAC2S Increment I SSS requirements for transportability, environmental, size, weight and power. 

· Provide a predictive analysis on the ability of the Offeror’s solution to meet environmental CAC2S Increment I CPD & SSS requirements.

· Provide logistics support analysis of the Offeror’s solution.

The Government will utilize the Offeror’s PDS/SDS Single Transportability Platform Analysis in conjunction with the Offeror’s proposal when evaluating for the follow-on contract award.

52.243-7     NOTIFICATION OF CHANGES (APR 1984)

(a) Definitions. 

"Contracting Officer," as used in this clause, does not include any representative of the Contracting Officer. 

"Specifically authorized representative (SAR),"  as used in this clause, means any person the Contracting Officer has so designated by written notice (a copy of which shall be provided to the Contractor) which shall refer to this subparagraph and shall be issued to the designated representative before the SAR exercises such authority.

(b) Notice. The primary purpose of this clause is to obtain prompt reporting of Government conduct that the Contractor considers to constitute a change to this contract.  Except for changes identified as such in writing and signed by the Contracting Officer, the Contractor shall notify the Administrative Contracting Officer in writing, within 10 calendar days from the date that the Contractor identifies any Government conduct (including actions, inactions, and written or oral communications) that the Contractor regards as a change to the contract terms and conditions. On the basis of the most accurate information available to the Contractor, the notice shall state--

(1) The date, nature, and circumstances of the conduct regarded as a change;

(2) The name, function, and activity of each Government individual and Contractor official or employee involved in or knowledgeable about such conduct;

(3) The identification of any documents and the substance of any oral communication involved in such conduct;

(4) In the instance of alleged acceleration of scheduled performance or delivery, the basis upon which it arose;

(5) The particular elements of contract performance for which the Contractor may seek an equitable adjustment under this clause, including--

(i) What contract line items have been or may be affected by the alleged change;

(ii) What labor or materials or both have been or may be added, deleted, or wasted by the alleged change;

(iii) To the extent practicable, what delay and disruption in the manner and sequence of performance and effect on continued performance have been or may be caused by the alleged change;

(iv) What adjustments to contract price, delivery schedule, and other provisions affected by the alleged change are estimated; and

(6) The Contractor's estimate of the time by which the Government must respond to the Contractor's notice to minimize cost, delay or disruption of performance.

(c) Continued performance.  Following submission of the notice required by (b) above, the Contractor shall diligently continue performance of this contract to the maximum extent possible in accordance with its terms and conditions as construed by the Contractor, unless the notice reports a direction of the Contracting Officer or a communication from a SAR of the Contracting Officer, in either of which events the Contractor shall continue performance; provided, however, that if the Contractor regards the direction or communication as a change as described in (b) above, notice shall be given in the manner provided.  All directions, communications, interpretations, orders and similar actions of the SAR shall be reduced to writing and copies furnished to the Contractor and to the Contracting Officer.  The Contracting Officer shall countermand any action which exceeds the authority of the SAR.

(d) Government response.  The Contracting Officer shall promptly, within 10 calendar days after receipt of notice, respond to the notice in writing.  In responding, the Contracting Officer shall either--

(1) Confirm that the conduct of which the Contractor gave notice constitutes a change and when necessary direct the mode of further performance;

(2) Countermand any communication regarded as a change;

(3) Deny that the conduct of which the Contractor gave notice constitutes a change and when necessary direct the mode of further performance; or

(4) In the event the Contractor's notice information is inadequate to make a decision under (1), (2), or (3) above, advise the Contractor what additional information is required, and establish the date by which it should be furnished and the date thereafter by which the Government will respond.

(e) Equitable adjustments.

(1) If the Contracting Officer confirms that Government conduct effected a change as alleged by the Contractor, and the conduct causes an increase or decrease in the Contractor's cost of, or the time required for, performance of any part of the work under this contract, whether changed or not changed by such conduct, an equitable adjustment shall be made--

(i) In the contract price or delivery schedule or both; and

(ii) In such other provisions of the contract as may be affected.

(2) The contract shall be modified in writing accordingly.  In the case of drawings, designs or specifications which are defective and for which the Government is responsible, the equitable adjustment shall include the cost and time extension for delay reasonably incurred by the Contractor in attempting to comply with the defective drawings, designs or specifications before the Contractor identified, or reasonably should have identified, such defect.  When the cost of property made obsolete or excess as a result of a change confirmed by the Contracting Officer under this clause is included in the equitable adjustment, the Contracting Officer shall have the right to prescribe the manner of disposition of the property.  The equitable adjustment shall not include increased costs or time extensions for delay resulting from the Contractor's failure to provide notice or to continue performance as provided, respectively, in (b) and (c) above.

Note:  The phrases “contract price” and “cost” wherever they appear in the clause, may be appropriately modified to apply to cost-reimbursement or incentive contracts, or to combinations thereof.

Margins shall be 1 inch on all sides.  All material submitted may be single-spaced.  Offerors should ensure that each page provides identification of the submitting Offeror in the header or footer.  All Pages shall be numbered sequentially. 

Offeror shall include one electronic “soft” copy (one copy of the business volume and one copy of the technical volume on separate CD-ROM discs) of the full proposal using the Microsoft Office for Windows suite of applications, submitted on CD-ROM, formatted for a personal computer.  Price breakdown shall be in a format compatible with the MS Excel spreadsheets with formulae intact.  Delivery of process flows may be in hard copy if not compatible with the above software.

* NOTE:  In the event that there is a conflict between the written hard copy of the proposal and the electronic “soft” copy of the proposal, the written hard copy will take precedence.

L-2.1 Organization of the Proposal

Each Offeror must submit their proposal materials in three-hole, loose-leaf binders, with each section of information under a separate tab divider.  Business and Technical Volumes shall be submitted in separate binders.  An original and seven (7) copies of the Technical Volume, as well as an original and four (4) copies of the Business Volume, shall be provided.

This part shall contain the Offeror’s understanding of and approach to the contract technical requirements.

L-2.2 Content of the Proposal

The following instructions are provided for the proposal:

Part I.  Model Contract. This section shall describe the overall programmatic approach and provide organizational chart(s) that diagram the Offeror’s organization structure and the relationships and relative ranks of its parts and positions/jobs to include the identification of key personnel, relationship to subcontractors.
D. System Engineering Capability.  This section shall describe the Offeror’s System Engineering capability to be able to meet the objectives of the Section C, SOO.  Include: engineering organization, level of experience and engineering processes.

System Engineering Capability is slightly more important than Program Management Approach.  Past Performance is less important than Prototype Capability and Maturity, IMS, System Engineering Capability and Program Management Approach.  Combined, Prototype Capability and Maturity, IMS, System Engineering Capability and Program Management Approach and Past Performance are slightly more important than Price.
