REQUEST FOR INFORMATION.  NO SOLICITATION DOCUMENT EXISTS.
INTRODUCTION AND BACKGROUND
Marine Corps Systems Command (MARCORSYSCOM), Ground Transportation and Engineering Systems (GTES) Product Group Directorate, Engineer Systems Program Office (GTES-ES) is examining the feasibility of using an independent Contractor to manage the procurement of tactical fuel and water systems.  These systems receive, store, transfer, and distribute bulk fuel and bulk water to operating forces in the Marine Air Ground Task Force (MAGTF).  
MARCORSYSCOM seeks industry input on Contractor capabilities, competencies and approaches to perform tactical fuel and water systems procurement activities that satisfy Marine Corps requirements.  Currently it is not possible to procure complete systems as a whole.  The current approach requires procurement of each individual component within the system.  MARCORSYSCOM seeks Contractors with an approach to expedite this process.  MARCORSYSCOM procures roughly $15-20 million of tactical fuel and water systems and components each year and is seeking Contractors that will decrease procurement lead time, reduce administrative burdens, and improve kitting of systems.  The intent is to award a five year ID/IQ contract to procure tactical fuel and water systems and components on an as needed basis.  The majority of items procured will be shipped to Marine Corps Logistics Base Albany, GA.
PROCUREMENT ACTIVITIES
The Contractor would be responsible for the purchase and transportation of tactical fuel and water systems/components, to include the following activities:
· Procurement of new systems/components and replacement systems/repair components from suppliers and manufacturers; track transportation of those new and replacement systems/repair components to the operating forces
· Packaging/kitting, handling, shipping, and transportation of complete systems/components from suppliers and manufacturers to the desired locations

RESPONSES

Responses should incorporate as much detailed information as possible to include, but not limited to:

· Contractor Capabilities and Past/Current Experience Information

· Provide company name, proposed team members (if applicable) and description of related competencies.
· Describe the operations concept for the procurement process (e.g., how would the support be provided; describe roles, responsibilities and quantity of staff).
· Identify and describe past and/or current performances where comparable management support has been provided, in-house, or to other organizations; description should identify the supported systems and minimally cover the items identified in the activities section above.
· Cost Information

· Procurement Costs
· Provide a range of anticipated price discounts from direct contracts with suppliers for system components.  Specify what these discounts might be based on, for instance, preferred customer, long-term relationship with a supplier, quantity buys, and specify if any of these discount drivers would give priority in delivery time.  Quantify (if possible) and/or describe this priority.  
· Describe if the units are warranted, and if so, describe the coverage (e.g., labor, parts, and shipping), the duration of the warranty in months, and what triggers the warranty.  
· Management Costs (in the role of a single integrator)
· Describe capabilities and ROM costs for providing single integrator support, such as requirements for support staff, necessary to establish and maintain supply chain (e.g., PM, contracting, etc). 

· Describe requirements for coordination efforts in order to maintain an efficient supply chain and expected time lag between request for systems and/or parts and date of delivery.
· Point of Contact Information

· Contractor corporate and technical points of contact

· Indicate willingness to answer follow-up questions

There is no page restriction associated with this RFI; however, an executive summary, not to exceed five pages, should accompany each submission.

MARCORSYSCOM will not pay nor provide reimbursement for any costs incurred in the preparation or delivery of responses to the RFI. 
Interested Contractors are requested to submit their responses no later than 2:00pm EST, 12 February 2010.
