CLAUSES INCORPORATED BY FULL TEXT

52.212-1      INSTRUCTIONS TO OFFERORS--COMMERCIAL ITEMS (JUN 2008) 

(a) North American Industry Classification System (NAICS) code and small business size standard. The NAICS code and small business size standard for this acquisition appear in Block 10 of the solicitation cover sheet (SF 1449). However, the small business size standard for a concern which submits an offer in its own name, but which proposes to furnish an item which it did not itself manufacture, is 500 employees.

(b) Submission of offers. Submit signed and dated offers to the office specified in this solicitation at or before the exact time specified in this solicitation. Offers may be submitted on the SF 1449, letterhead stationery, or as otherwise specified in the solicitation. As a minimum, offers must show-- 

(1) The solicitation number; 

(2) The time specified in the solicitation for receipt of offers; 

(3) The name, address, and telephone number of the offeror; 

(4) A technical description of the items being offered in sufficient detail to evaluate compliance with the requirements in the solicitation. This may include product literature, or other documents, if necessary; 

(5) Terms of any express warranty; 

(6) Price and any discount terms; 

(7) "Remit to" address, if different than mailing address; 

(8) A completed copy of the representations and certifications at FAR 52.212-3 (see FAR 52.212-3(b) for those representations and certifications that the offeror shall complete electronically); 

(9) Acknowledgment of Solicitation Amendments; 

(10) Past performance information, when included as an evaluation factor, to include recent and relevant contracts for the same or similar items and other references (including contract numbers, points of contact with telephone numbers and other relevant information); and 

(11) If the offer is not submitted on the SF 1449, include a statement specifying the extent of agreement with all terms, conditions, and provisions included in the solicitation. Offers that fail to furnish required representations or information, or reject the terms and conditions of the solicitation may be excluded from consideration. 

(c) Period for acceptance of offers. The offeror agrees to hold the prices in its offer firm for 30 calendar days from the date specified for receipt of offers, unless another time period is specified in an addendum to the solicitation. 

(d) Product samples. When required by the solicitation, product samples shall be submitted at or prior to the time specified for receipt of offers. Unless otherwise specified in this solicitation, these samples shall be submitted at no expense to the Government, and returned at the sender's request and expense, unless they are destroyed during preaward testing. 

(e) Multiple offers. Offerors are encouraged to submit multiple offers presenting alternative terms and conditions or commercial items for satisfying the requirements of this solicitation. Each offer submitted will be evaluated separately. 

(f) Late submissions, modifications, revisions, and withdrawals of offers:

(1) Offerors are responsible for submitting offers, and any modifications, revisions, or withdrawals, so as to reach the Government office designated in the solicitation by the time specified in the solicitation. If no time is specified in the solicitation, the time for receipt is 4:30 p.m., local time, for the designated Government office on the date that offers or revisions are due.

(2)(i) Any offer, modification, revision, or withdrawal of an offer received at the Government office designated in the solicitation after the exact time specified for receipt of offers is “late” and will not be considered unless it is received before award is made, the Contracting Officer determines that accepting the late offer would not unduly delay the acquisition; and--

(A) If it was transmitted through an electronic commerce method authorized by the solicitation, it was received at the initial point of entry to the Government infrastructure not later than 5:00 p.m. one working day prior to the date specified for receipt of offers; or

(B) There is acceptable evidence to establish that it was received at the Government installation designated for receipt of offers and was under the Government's control prior to the time set for receipt of offers; or

(C) If this solicitation is a request for proposals, it was the only proposal received.

(ii) However, a late modification of an otherwise successful offer, that makes its terms more favorable to the Government, will be considered at any time it is received and may be accepted.

EVALUATION FACTORS

Factor 1: Technical 
Sub-factor 1 - Understanding of technical requirement and ability to complete follow on prototype
As part of Task Understanding, the offeror shall describe their knowledge and understanding of the requirements as outlined in the Statement of Work (SOW
). The offeror’s understanding of the SOW shall be apparent.  Strengths/Weaknesses/Deficiencies

· Acceptable: Meets the minimum performance or capability requirements.  There may be minor but correctable weaknesses.  No deficiencies noted from proposal.

· Marginal: May meet the performance or capability requirements.  There are apparent or moderate weaknesses and deficiencies that are correctable.
· Unacceptable: Fails to meet the performance or capability requirements.  There are unacceptable weaknesses and deficiencies.
In assessing confidence in Technical Factor and subfactors, the Government will consider the risks associated with the approaches proposed by the Offeror, as well as the Government's confidence that the Offeror's view of its relationship with the Government will produce behaviors and results necessary to ensure the success of the project.  

The following confidence ratings will be used to rate the confidence portion:

· High Confidence: Evaluated that virtually no doubt exists that the Offeror will successfully perform the proposed effort. The Offeror’s understanding of the project and soundness of approach are such that virtually no Government intervention is expected to be required in achieving the proposed level of performance.

· Significant Confidence: Evaluated with a certainty, that the Offeror will successfully perform the proposed effort. The Offeror’s understanding of the project and soundness of approach are such that little Government intervention is expected to be required in achieving the proposed level of performance.

· Confidence:  The Offeror should be able to successfully perform the proposed effort. The Offeror’s understanding of the project and soundness of approach are such that some Government intervention is expected to be required to meet the proposed level of performance.

 Cost/PRICE Analysis

Cost/Price proposals will be evaluated for realism, reasonableness and completeness.

Realism.  The Government will evaluate the realism of proposed cost/price by assessing the compatibility of proposed cost/price with proposal scope and effort.  For the cost to be realistic, it must reflect what it would cost the Offeror to perform the effort, if performed with reasonable economy and efficiency.  Cost realism evaluation includes a review of the overall costs in the Offeror's proposal to determine:

· If costs are realistic for the work proposed;

· If costs reflect a clear understanding of the requirements; and

· If costs are consistent with the various elements of the Offeror's management proposal.

Reasonableness.  The Government will evaluate the reasonableness of proposed cost/price by assessing the acceptability of the Offeror's methodology used in developing the cost/price estimates.  For the cost to be reasonable, in its nature and amount, it should not exceed that which would be incurred by a prudent person in the conduct of a competitive business.  This represents a compromise between the seller's and the buyer's opinion of what constitutes a fair price.  Reasonableness takes into account the context of a given source selection, including current market conditions and other factors that affect the ability of an Offeror to perform the contract requirements.  What is reasonable depends upon a variety of considerations and circumstances, including:

· Whether it is the type of cost generally recognized as ordinary and necessary for the conduct of the Offeror's business or of the contract performance;

· Generally accepted sound business practices, Federal and State laws and regulations, etc.; and

· Any significant deviations from the Offeror's established practices.

Completeness.  Cost/price proposals shall be evaluated for completeness by assessing the responsiveness of the proposed cost/price by assessing the level of detail the Offeror provided cost data for all requirements, and assessing the traceability of estimates.  For the cost data to be complete, the Offeror, or their subcontractors or vendors, must provide all the data necessary to support the offer.  The amount of data needed may vary depending on the requirements.

(b) Options. The Government will evaluate offers for award purposes by adding the total price for all options to the total price for the basic requirement. The Government may determine that an offer is unacceptable if the option prices are significantly unbalanced. Evaluation of options shall not obligate the Government to exercise the option(s).

(c) A written notice of award or acceptance of an offer, mailed or otherwise furnished to the successful offeror within the time for acceptance specified in the offer, shall result in a binding contract without further action by either party. Before the offer's specified expiration time, the Government may accept an offer (or part of an offer), whether or not there are negotiations after its receipt, unless a written notice of withdrawal is received before award.

Introduction

CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION

The Freedom of Information Act (FOIA) and its amendments have resulted in an increasing number of requests from outside the Government for copies of contract qualifications and proposals submitted to federal agencies. In its evaluation the Government will consider the degree of substantiation of the proposed approaches in the proposal and in response to any discussions.  Nonetheless, the Government is seeking substance, not gloss.

The Contractor shall substantiate vouchers (including any subcontractor hours reimbursed at the hourly rate in the schedule) by evidence of actual payment and by--

(iii) Other substantiation approved by the Contracting Officer.

(6) Promptly after receipt of each substantiated voucher, the Government shall, except as otherwise provided in this contract, and subject to the terms of paragraph (e) of this clause, pay the voucher as approved by the Contracting Officer or authorized representative.

(8) Unless the Schedule prescribes otherwise, the hourly rates in the Schedule shall not be varied by virtue of the Contractor having performed work on an overtime basis. If no overtime rates are provided in the Schedule and overtime work is approved in advance by the Contracting Officer, overtime rates shall be negotiated. Failure to agree upon these overtime rates shall be treated as a dispute under the Disputes clause of this contract. If the Schedule provides rates for overtime, the premium portion of those rates will be reimbursable only to the extent the overtime is approved by the Contracting Officer.

(b) Materials. (1) For the purposes of this clause--

(i) Direct materials means those materials that enter directly into the end product, or that are used or consumed directly in connection with the furnishing of the end product or service.

(ii) Materials means--

(A) Direct materials, including supplies transferred between divisions, subsidiaries, or affiliates of the Contractor under a common control;

(B) Subcontracts for supplies and incidental services for which there is not a labor category specified in the contract;

(C) Other direct costs (e.g., incidental services for which there is not a labor category specified in the contract, travel, computer usage charges, etc.); and

(D) Applicable indirect costs.

(2) If the Contractor furnishes its own materials that meet the definition of a commercial item at 2.101, the price to be paid for such materials shall not exceed the Contractor's established catalog or market price, adjusted to reflect the--

(i) Quantities being acquired; and

(ii) Actual cost of any modifications necessary because of contract requirements.

(3) Except as provided for in paragraph (b)(2) of this clause, the Government will reimburse the Contractor for allowable cost of materials provided the Contractor--

(i) Has made payments for materials in accordance with the terms and conditions of the agreement or invoice; or

(ii) Ordinarily makes these payments within 30 days of the submission of the Contractor's payment request to the Government and such payment is in accordance with the terms and conditions of the agreement or invoice.

(4) Payment for materials is subject to the Allowable Cost and Payment clause of this contract. The Contracting Officer will determine allowable costs of materials in accordance with Subpart 31.2 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) in effect on the date of this contract.

(5) The Contractor may include allocable indirect costs and other direct costs to the extent they are--

(i) Comprised only of costs that are clearly excluded from the hourly rate;

(ii) Allocated in accordance with the Contractor's written or established accounting practices; and

(iii) Indirect costs are not applied to subcontracts that are paid at the hourly rates.

(6) To the extent able, the Contractor shall--

(i) Obtain materials at the most advantageous prices available with due regard to securing prompt delivery of satisfactory materials; and 

(ii) Take all cash and trade discounts, rebates, allowances, credits, salvage, commissions, and other benefits. When unable to take advantage of the benefits, the Contractor shall promptly notify the Contracting Officer and give the reasons. The Contractor shall give credit to the Government for cash and trade discounts, rebates, scrap, commissions, and other amounts that have accrued to the benefit of the Contractor, or would have accrued except for the fault or neglect of the Contractor. The Contractor shall not deduct from gross costs the benefits lost without fault or neglect on the part of the Contractor, or lost through fault of the Government.

(7) Except as provided for in 31.205-26(e) and (f), the Government will not pay profit or fee to the prime Contractor on materials.

(c) If the Contractor enters into any subcontract that requires consent under the clause at 52.244-2, Subcontracts, without obtaining such consent, the Government is not required to reimburse the Contractor for any costs incurred under the subcontract prior to the date the Contractor obtains the required consent. Any reimbursement of subcontract costs incurred prior to the date the consent was obtained shall be at the sole discretion of the Government.

(d) Total cost. It is estimated that the total cost to the Government for the performance of this contract shall not exceed the ceiling price set forth in the Schedule, and the Contractor agrees to use its best efforts to perform the work specified in the Schedule and all obligations under this contract within such ceiling price. If at any time the Contractor has reason to believe that the hourly rate payments and material costs that will accrue in performing this contract in the next succeeding 30 days, if added to all other payments and costs previously accrued, will exceed 85 percent of the ceiling price in the Schedule, the Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer giving a revised estimate of the total price to the Government for performing this contract with supporting reasons and documentation. If at any time during performing this contract, the Contractor has reason to believe that the total price to the Government for performing this contract will be substantially greater or less than the then stated ceiling price, the Contractor shall so notify the Contracting Officer, giving a revised estimate of the total price for performing this contract, with supporting reasons and documentation. If at any time during performing this contract, the Government has reason to believe that the work to be required in performing this contract will be substantially greater or less than the stated ceiling price, the Contracting Officer will so advise the Contractor, giving the then revised estimate of the total amount of effort to be required under the contract.

(e) Ceiling price. The Government will not be obligated to pay the Contractor any amount in excess of the ceiling price in the Schedule, and the Contractor shall not be obligated to continue performance if to do so would exceed the ceiling price set forth in the Schedule, unless and until the Contracting Officer notifies the Contractor in writing that the ceiling price has been increased and specifies in the notice a revised ceiling that shall constitute the ceiling price for performance under this contract. When and to the extent that the ceiling price set forth in the Schedule has been increased, any hours expended and material costs incurred by the Contractor in excess of the ceiling price before the increase shall be allowable to the same extent as if the hours expended and material costs had been incurred after the increase in the ceiling price.

(f) Audit. At any time before final payment under this contract, the Contracting Officer may request audit of the vouchers and supporting documentation. Each payment previously made shall be subject to reduction to the extent of amounts, on preceding vouchers, that are found by the Contracting Officer or authorized representative not to have been properly payable and shall also be subject to reduction for overpayments or to increase for underpayments. Upon receipt and approval of the voucher designated by the Contractor as the ``completion voucher'' and supporting documentation, and upon compliance by the Contractor with all terms of this contract (including, without limitation, terms relating to patents and the terms of paragraph (g) of this clause), the Government shall promptly pay any balance due the Contractor. The completion voucher, and supporting documentation, shall be submitted by the Contractor as promptly as practicable following completion of the work under this contract, but in no event later than 1 year (or such longer period as the Contracting Officer may approve in writing) from the date of completion.

(g) Assignment and Release of Claims. The Contractor, and each assignee under an assignment entered into under this contract and in effect at the time of final payment under this contract, shall execute and deliver, at the time of and as a condition precedent to final payment under this contract, a release discharging the Government, its officers, agents, and employees of and from all liabilities, obligations, and claims arising out of or under this contract, subject only to the following exceptions:
(1) Specified claims in stated amounts, or in estimated amounts if the amounts are not susceptible of exact statement by the Contractor.

(2) Claims, together with reasonable incidental expenses, based upon the liabilities of the Contractor to third parties arising out of performing this contract, that are not known to the Contractor on the date of the execution of the release, and of which the Contractor gives notice in writing to the Contracting Officer not more than 6 years after the date of the release or the date of any notice to the Contractor that the Government is prepared to make final payment, whichever is earlier.

(3) Claims for reimbursement of costs (other than expenses of the Contractor by reason of its indemnification of the Government against patent liability), including reasonable incidental expenses, incurred by the Contractor under the terms of this contract relating to patents.

(h) Interim payments on contracts for other than services. 
(1) Interim payments made prior to the final payment under the contract are contract financing payments. Contract financing payments are not subject to the interest penalty provisions of the Prompt Payment Act.

(2) The designated payment office will make interim payments for contract financing on the 30th [Contracting Officer insert day as prescribed by agency head; if not prescribed, insert ``30th''] day after the designated billing office receives a proper payment request. In the event that the Government requires an audit or other review of a specific payment request to ensure compliance with the terms and conditions of the contract, the designated payment office is not compelled to make payment by the specified due date.
(i) Interim payments on contracts for services. For interim payments made prior to the final payment under this contract, the Government will make payment in accordance with the Prompt Payment Act (31 U.S.C. 3903) and prompt payment regulations at 5 CFR part 1315.

(End of Clause)

52.243-4     CHANGES (JUN 2007)

(a) The Contracting Officer may, at any time, without notice to the sureties, if any, by written order designated or indicated to be a change order, make changes in the work within the general scope of the contract, including changes--

(1) In the specifications (including drawings and designs);

(2) In the method or manner of performance of the work;

(3) In the Government-furnished property or services; or

(4) Directing acceleration in the performance of the work.

(b) Any other written or oral order (which, as used in this paragraph (b), includes direction, instruction, interpretation, or determination) from the Contracting Officer that causes a change shall be treated as a change order under this clause; provided, that the Contractor gives the Contracting Officer written notice stating

(1) the date, circumstances, and source of the order and

(2) that the Contractor regards the order as a change order.

(c) Except as provided in this clause, no order, statement, or conduct of the Contracting Officer shall be treated as a change under this clause or entitle the Contractor to an equitable adjustment.

(d) If any change under this clause causes an increase or decrease in the Contractor's cost of, or the time required for, the performance of any part of the work under this contract, whether or not changed by any such order, the Contracting Officer shall make an equitable adjustment and modify the contract in writing.  However, except for an adjustment based on defective specifications, no adjustment for any change under paragraph (b) of this clause shall be made for any costs incurred more than 20 days before the Contractor gives written notice as required.  In the case of defective specifications for which the Government is responsible, the equitable adjustment shall include any increased cost reasonably incurred by the Contractor in attempting to comply with the defective specifications.

(e) The Contractor must assert its right to an adjustment under this clause within 30 days after

(1) receipt of a written change order under paragraph (a) of this clause or (2) the furnishing of a written notice under paragraph (b) of this clause, by submitting to the Contracting Officer a written statement describing the general nature and amount of the proposal, unless this period is extended by the Government.  The statement of proposal for adjustment may be included in the notice under paragraph (b) above.

(f) No proposal by the Contractor for an equitable adjustment shall be allowed if asserted after final payment under this contract.

PERFORMANCE BASED STATEMENT OF WORK TO PROVIDE ACADEMIC RESEARCH SERVICES FOR COMMERCIAL HUNTER EXERCISES

1.0
SCOPE.  Based on recommendations from the Naval Research Advisory Council (NRAC) panel and previously conducted experiments, using web-savvy, unconventional thinkers the Marine Corps Warfighting Laboratory (MCWL) requires academia support to provide functional and technical research to include project management planning and analysis, operation and maintenance, and other technical support for the MCWL's Commercial Hunter Exercises.  The most readily available source for young, web-savvy, unconventional thinkers without military experience just happens to be college campuses.
1.1
BACKGROUND.   The NRAC 2008 summer study on Disruptive Commercial Technologies found that credible threats to Marine capabilities can be developed from imaginative combinations of commercial products that can be acquired via the Web and distributed by the global supply network such as, but not limited to, United States Postal service (USPS), Federal Express (FEDEX), United Parcel Service (UPS), DHL Aviation (DHL). They also determined that the Marine Corps has no effective methods for anticipating these unconventional threats nor access to a proactive and rapid response system for threats without identified solutions. The NRAC recommended that the Marine Corps form a “Commercial Hunter” cell whose mission is: “…to explore and anticipate the uses of readily available commercial technologies by irregular adversaries to attack key USMC capabilities or vulnerabilities.”

The Marine Corps Warfighting Laboratory (MCWL) seeks institutions to provide functional and technical research to include project management planning and analysis, operation and maintenance, and other technical support for the MCWL’s Commercial Hunter exercises.  This exercise will focus on threats that may be encountered by allied forces during Operation New Dawn.

TASK DESCRIPTIONS.  

2.1
TASKS 

2.1.1 - For research purposes, the research teams shall not procure anything -- everything is to be done constructively. Because of the mass of communications that are present on the Internet, surfing the web to find "stuff" and using credit cards to pay for it would not normally raise the suspicions of intelligence activities if "bad guys" were doing this and did not want to be discovered. Thus, to replicate what a clever enemy might do, part of the exercise parameters is to limit "suspicious" activity that could threaten the cell. 

2.1.2 – Use the Internet as the sole source of research

2.1.3 – Restraints: Researchers shall utilize no technology more than 5 years in the future, preferably available now; No non-commercial sources, e.g., arms merchants, governments.



2.1.4 – Restraints: Researchers shall use the Internet; ensure all items are commercially available; Track websites visited to include useful links that provided further useful information; Focus on capabilities listed in the mission.



2.1.5 – Recommendations: Researchers shall delineate any vulnerability or technological capabilities discovered for which action should be taken NOW; Provide recommendations to make Commercial Hunter better.



2.1.6 – Researchers shall identify readily available technology from the internet; conceptually integrate prototype for future proof of technical feasibility.  Ensure information and data collected are organized and appropriately prepared for presentation to senior leaders and commanders.



2.1.7-Research shall be forty (40) hours in length.

3.0 DELIVERABLES

3.1-Provide written operational assessments, analysis and reports in accordance with DD 1423, Contract Data Requirements List (CDRL) Exhibit A, Commercial Hunter CTA Report.




3.1.1-Report shall assure clear understanding of methodologies, technologies, research process, findings and assessments. 




3.1.2 –Report shall include a log or database of web sites visited, identifying those that were of use in the research and those that led to further discovery.




3.1.3-Report shall include work breakdown structure and costs.


3.2-OPTION PROTOTYPE- Provide written report of Countermeasures that will be utilized against the prototype in accordance with DD1423, Contract Data Requirements List (CDRL) Exhibit B.

RESEARCHER QUALIFICATIONS.   

4.1-The researchers shall be provided from solid Engineering and Computer Sciences Technology or Art based institutions.

COMMERCIAL HUNTER SCENARIO
7.0-Scenario-Scenario only applies to CLINS 0001-0004 
Situation/Scenario: We are operating in country Yellow conducting Counterinsurgency (COIN)/Irregular Warfare (IW) operations against a fairly well-trained, aggressive, tenacious, and extremist enemy. They have analyzed our reliance on extended lines of communications, particularly for Command and Control (C2), fires, and navigation. Through mission analysis, the enemy has determined that if they can disrupt our communications, they can inflict heavy casualties and damage against our forces by denying us the ability to effectively command and control our forces or call for fires, particularly aviation fires.

The enemy knows the locations of our Forward Operating Bases (FOBs) and Combat Outposts (COPs).  The enemy understands the importance we place on sharing electronically a Common Operating Picture (COP).   They are familiar with how we conduct operations to include our reliance on GPS for navigation and precision fire support. They believe that if they can deny us our communications, then they can mass their forces, while negating our ability to employ effectively our Unmanned Aerial Vehicles (UAVs), space reconnaissance assets, and precision fires, and then continue the fight by exploiting our vulnerabilities with their own fires. They also believe that similar Tactics, Techniques and Procedures (TTPs) would be effective against our road convoys used in sustaining our forward forces.

Research question: Can you jam/disrupt U.S. communications for discrete periods, particularly those for COPs, FOBs, UAVs and convoys?  How about GPS?
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
