CLAUSES INCORPORATED BY FULL TEXT

52.212-2     EVALUATION--COMMERCIAL ITEMS (JAN 1999)

(a) The Government will award a contract resulting from this solicitation to the responsible offeror whose offer conforming to the solicitation is determined to be the most beneficial to the Government, with appropriate consideration given to the three (3) evaluation factors:  (1) Technical ability to meet the Government’s needs, (2) Delivery Schedule, and (3) Price.  Factors One (1) and Two (2) are more important than Factor Three (3).  The Government may pay more to the vendor whose offer provides the greatest overall benefit and represents the best value to the Government.  
The following factors shall be used to evaluate offers:
Factor (1) - Technical ability to meet the Government’s needs in maintenance of the Automated Wash Racks;

Factor (2) -  Delivery Schedule– Required Completion Schedule is 30 days from date of contract award and every month thereafter on the 5th day; and
Factor (3) -  Price.
A thorough and comprehensive technical review will be performed by the Government.  

Factor (1) shall be rated as follows: 

 
(1) Exceptional – Proposal exceeds Government needs, has many significant strengths and no significant weaknesses;

 
(2) Acceptable – Proposal meets Government needs; and

(3) Unacceptable – Proposal fails to meet minimum Government needs.

Factor (2) shall be rated as follows:


(1) Exceptional – Proposal indicates vendor will complete delivery prior to required delivery date (RDD);

 
(2) Acceptable – Proposal indicates vendor will complete delivery no later than (NLT) RDD; and

 
(3) Unacceptable – Proposal fails to meet RDD.  

Factor (3) shall be evaluated, but not rated as follows:

Acceptable – Price is reasonable for the effort included in the solicitation.

Unacceptable – Price is not reasonable and/or unbalanced for the effort included in the solicitation.

Any offer that receives an unacceptable in any factor MAY NOT be considered for award.  

Past performance shall be evaluated, but not rated as follows:
To determine if past and or present performance are essentially the same magnitude of effort, and complexities of the required CLS preventive and corrective maintenance support services as detailed in the PWS.
As defined in FAR Part 15.001 – Definitions, a weakness means a flaw in the proposal that increases the risk of unsuccessful contract performance.  A significant weakness in the proposal is a flaw that appreciably increases the risk of unsuccessful contract performance.

Technical ability to meet the Government’s needs and the delivery schedule, when combined, are more important than price.  

(b) Options. The Government will evaluate offers for award purposes by adding the total price for all options to the total price for the basic requirement. The Government may determine that an offer is unacceptable if the option prices are significantly unbalanced. Evaluation of options shall not obligate the Government to exercise the option(s).

(c) A written notice of award or acceptance of an offer, mailed or otherwise furnished to the successful offeror within the time for acceptance specified in the offer, shall result in a binding contract without further action by either party. Before the offer's specified expiration time, the Government may accept an offer (or part of an offer), whether or not there are negotiations after its receipt, unless a written notice of withdrawal is received before award.

(End of provision)

52.212-4      CONTRACT TERMS AND CONDITIONS-- COMMERCIAL ITEMS (JUN 2010) 

(a) Inspection/Acceptance. The Contractor shall only tender for acceptance those items that conform to the requirements of this contract. The Government reserves the right to inspect or test any supplies or services that have been tendered for acceptance. The Government may require repair or replacement of nonconforming supplies or reperformance of nonconforming services at no increase in contract price. If repair/replacement or reperformance will not correct the defects or is not possible, the Government may seek an equitable price reduction or adequate consideration for acceptance of nonconforming supplies or services. The Government must exercise its post-acceptance rights (1) within a reasonable time after the defect was discovered or should have been discovered; and (2) before any substantial change occurs in the condition of the item, unless the change is due to the defect in the item. 

(b) Assignment. The Contractor or its assignee may assign its rights to receive payment due as a result of performance of this contract to a bank, trust company, or other financing institution, including any Federal lending agency in accordance with the Assignment of Claims Act (31 U.S.C. 3727). However, when a third party makes payment (e.g., use of the Governmentwide commercial purchase card), the Contractor may not assign its rights to receive payment under this contract.

(c) Changes. Changes in the terms and conditions of this contract may be made only by written agreement of the parties. 

(d) Disputes. This contract is subject to the Contract Disputes Act of 1978, as amended (41 U.S.C. 601-613). Failure of the parties to this contract to reach agreement on any request for equitable adjustment, claim, appeal or action arising under or relating to this contract shall be a dispute to be resolved in accordance with the clause at FAR 52.233-1, Disputes, which is incorporated herein by reference. The Contractor shall proceed diligently with performance of this contract, pending final resolution of any dispute arising under the contract. 

(e) Definitions. The clause at FAR 52.202-1, Definitions, is incorporated herein by reference. 

(f) Excusable delays. The Contractor shall be liable for default unless nonperformance is caused by an occurrence beyond the reasonable control of the Contractor and without its fault or negligence such as, acts of God or the public enemy, acts of the Government in either its sovereign or contractual capacity, fires, floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, strikes, unusually severe weather, and delays of common carriers. The Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer in writing as soon as it is reasonably possible after the commencement or any excusable delay, setting forth the full particulars in connection therewith, shall remedy such occurrence with all reasonable dispatch and shall promptly give written notice to the Contracting Officer of the cessation of such occurrence.

(g) Invoice. 
(1) The Contractor shall submit an original invoice and three copies (or electronic invoice, if authorized) to the address designated in the contract to receive invoices. An invoice must include--

(i) Name and address of the Contractor;

(ii) Invoice date and number;

(iii) Contract number, contract line item number and, if applicable, the order number;

(iv) Description, quantity, unit of measure, unit price and extended price of the items delivered;

(v) Shipping number and date of shipment, including the bill of lading number and weight of shipment if shipped on Government bill of lading;

(vi) Terms of any discount for prompt payment offered;

(vii) Name and address of official to whom payment is to be sent;

(viii) Name, title, and phone number of person to notify in event of defective invoice; and

(ix) Taxpayer Identification Number (TIN). The Contractor shall include its TIN on the invoice only if required elsewhere in this contract.

(x) Electronic funds transfer (EFT) banking information.

(A) The Contractor shall include EFT banking information on the invoice only if required elsewhere in this contract.

(B) If EFT banking information is not required to be on the invoice, in order for the invoice to be a proper invoice, the Contractor shall have submitted correct EFT banking information in accordance with the applicable solicitation provision, contract clause (e.g., 52.232-33, Payment by Electronic Funds Transfer--Central Contractor Registration, or 52.232-34, Payment by Electronic 

Funds Transfer--Other Than Central Contractor Registration), or applicable agency procedures.

(C) EFT banking information is not required if the Government waived the requirement to pay by EFT.

(2) Invoices will be handled in accordance with the Prompt Payment Act (31 U.S.C. 3903) and Office of Management and Budget (OMB) prompt payment regulations at 5 CFR part 1315.

(h) Patent indemnity. The Contractor shall indemnify the Government and its officers, employees and agents against liability, including costs, for actual or alleged direct or contributory infringement of, or inducement to infringe, any United States or foreign patent, trademark or copyright, arising out of the performance of this contract, provided the Contractor is reasonably notified of such claims and proceedings. 

(i) Payment.--

(1) Items accepted. Payment shall be made for items accepted by the Government that have been delivered to the delivery destinations set forth in this contract.

(2) Prompt payment. The Government will make payment in accordance with the Prompt Payment Act (31 U.S.C. 3903) and prompt payment regulations at 5 CFR part 1315.

(3) Electronic Funds Transfer (EFT). If the Government makes payment by EFT, see 52.212-5(b) for the appropriate EFT clause.

(4) Discount. In connection with any discount offered for early payment, time shall be computed from the date of the invoice. For the purpose of computing the discount earned, payment shall be considered to have been made on the date which appears on the payment check or the specified payment date if an electronic funds transfer payment is made.

(5) Overpayments. If the Contractor becomes aware of a duplicate contract financing or invoice payment or that the Government has otherwise overpaid on a contract financing or invoice payment, the Contractor shall--

(i) Remit the overpayment amount to the payment office cited in the contract along with a description of the overpayment including the--

(A) Circumstances of the overpayment (e.g., duplicate payment, erroneous payment, liquidation errors, date(s) of overpayment);

(B) Affected contract number and delivery order number, if applicable;

(C) Affected contract line item or subline item, if applicable; and

(D) Contractor point of contact.

(ii) Provide a copy of the remittance and supporting documentation to the Contracting Officer.

(6) Interest. 

(i) All amounts that become payable by the Contractor to the Government under this contract shall bear simple interest from the date due until paid unless paid within 30 days of becoming due. The interest rate shall be the interest rate established by the Secretary of the Treasury as provided in Section 611 of the Contract Disputes Act of 1978 (Public Law 95-563), which is applicable to the period in which the amount becomes due, as provided in (i)(6)(v) of this clause, and then at the rate applicable for each six-month period as fixed by the Secretary until the amount is paid.

(ii) The Government may issue a demand for payment to the Contractor upon finding a debt is due under the contract.

(iii) Final decisions. The Contracting Officer will issue a final decision as required by 33.211 if--

(A) The Contracting Officer and the Contractor are unable to reach agreement on the existence or amount of a debt within 30 days;

(B) The Contractor fails to liquidate a debt previously demanded by the Contracting Officer within the timeline specified in the demand for payment unless the amounts were not repaid because the Contractor has requested an installment payment agreement; or

(C) The Contractor requests a deferment of collection on a debt previously demanded by the Contracting Officer (see 32.607-2).

(iv) If a demand for payment was previously issued for the debt, the demand for payment included in the final decision shall identify the same due date as the original demand for payment.

(v) Amounts shall be due at the earliest of the following dates:

(A) The date fixed under this contract.

(B) The date of the first written demand for payment, including any demand for payment resulting from a default termination.

(vi) The interest charge shall be computed for the actual number of calendar days involved beginning on the due date and ending on--

(A) The date on which the designated office receives payment from the Contractor;

(B) The date of issuance of a Government check to the Contractor from which an amount otherwise payable has been withheld as a credit against the contract debt; or

(C) The date on which an amount withheld and applied to the contract debt would otherwise have become payable to the Contractor.

(vii) The interest charge made under this clause may be reduced under the procedures prescribed in 32.608-2 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation in effect on the date of this contract.

(j) Risk of loss. Unless the contract specifically provides otherwise, risk of loss or damage to the supplies provided under this contract shall remain with the Contractor until, and shall pass to the Government upon: 

(1) Delivery of the supplies to a carrier, if transportation is f.o.b. origin; or 

(2) Delivery of the supplies to the Government at the destination specified in the contract, if transportation is f.o.b. destination. 

(k) Taxes. The contract price includes all applicable Federal, State, and local taxes and duties. 

(l) Termination for the Government's convenience. The Government reserves the right to terminate this contract, or any part hereof, for its sole convenience. In the event of such termination, the Contractor shall immediately stop all work hereunder and shall immediately cause any and all of its suppliers and subcontractors to cease work. Subject to the terms of this contract, the Contractor shall be paid a percentage of the contract price reflecting the percentage of the work performed prior to the notice of termination, plus reasonable charges the Contractor can demonstrate to the satisfaction of the Government using its standard record keeping system, have resulted from the termination. The Contractor shall not be required to comply with the cost accounting standards or contract cost principles for this purpose. This paragraph does not give the Government any right to audit the Contractor's records. The Contractor shall not be paid for any work performed or costs incurred which reasonably could have been avoided. 

(m) Termination for cause. The Government may terminate this contract, or any part hereof, for cause in the event of any default by the Contractor, or if the Contractor fails to comply with any contract terms and conditions, or fails to provide the Government, upon request, with adequate assurances of future performance. In the event of termination for cause, the Government shall not be liable to the Contractor for any amount for supplies or services not accepted, and the Contractor shall be liable to the Government for any and all rights and remedies provided by law. If it is determined that the Government improperly terminated this contract for default, such termination shall be deemed a termination for convenience. 

(n) Title. Unless specified elsewhere in this contract, title to items furnished under this contract shall pass to the Government upon acceptance, regardless of when or where the Government takes physical possession. 

(o) Warranty. The Contractor warrants and implies that the items delivered hereunder are merchantable and fit for use for the particular purpose described in this contract. 

(p) Limitation of liability. Except as otherwise provided by an express warranty, the Contractor will not be liable to the Government for consequential damages resulting from any defect or deficiencies in accepted items. 

(q) Other compliances. The Contractor shall comply with all applicable Federal, State and local laws, executive orders, rules and regulations applicable to its performance under this contract. 

(r) Compliance with laws unique to Government contracts. The Contractor agrees to comply with 31 U.S.C. 1352 relating to limitations on the use of appropriated funds to influence certain Federal contracts; 18 U.S.C. 431 relating to officials not to benefit; 40 U.S.C. 3701, et seq., Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards Act; 41 U.S.C. 51-58, Anti-Kickback Act of 1986; 41 U.S.C. 265 and 10 U.S.C. 2409 relating to whistleblower protections; 49 U.S.C. 40118, Fly American; and 41 U.S.C. 423 relating to procurement integrity. 

(s) Order of precedence. Any inconsistencies in this solicitation or contract shall be resolved by giving precedence in the following order: (1) the schedule of supplies/services; (2) the Assignments, Disputes, Payments, Invoice, Other Compliances, and Compliance with Laws Unique to Government Contracts paragraphs of this clause; (3) the clause at 52.212-5; (4) addenda to this solicitation or contract, including any license agreements for computer software; (5) solicitation provisions if this is a solicitation; (6) other paragraphs of this clause; (7) the Standard Form 1449; (8) other documents, exhibits, and attachments; and (9) the specification. 

(t) Central Contractor Registration (CCR). SECTION I


DESCRIPTION OF SERVICES


U.S. Marine Corps combat systems and logistic equipment are exposed to littoral seawater splash and spray and open ocean atmosphere during deployment and home basing. The Marine Expeditionary Forces (MEFs) are based near and on various ocean coasts (Okinawa, Hawaii, California, North Carolina) where most equipment is stored outside.  As a result, corrosion of USMC gear occurs at a higher rate than for any other service with similar equipment.  

The combination of the effects of vehicle design and construction with the corrosive operating environments and reduced or deferred maintenance due to lower manning levels and environmental restrictions has created a heavy Total Ownership Cost burden on the Marine Corps. 


The objective of the USMC Corrosion Prevention and Control (CPAC) Program is to decrease the Total Ownership Cost by mitigating the high costs associated with corrosion of USMC assets. For existing assets, the focus will be on identifying and implementing new corrosion control products and maintenance processes.  An important maintenance process that prevents corrosion on equipment is the ability to perform regular equipment wash-downs to remove corrosive contaminants.  To assist in reducing Total Ownership Costs in maintaining equipment, the Government requires Contractor Logistics Support on Automated Wash Racks located at MCB, Kaneohe Bay, Hawaii.

CONTRACTOR LOGISTICS SUPPORT (CLS).  The installed Automated Wash Rack Systems must be well maintained to provide the maximum benefit of corrosion control, and operational availability to the user. Maintenance Program


2.2.1  General.  The contractor shall establish a maintenance program on the premise that all maintenance actions performed on the systems fall into one of two basic categories: Scheduled Preventive Maintenance or Unscheduled Corrective Maintenance. All maintenance actions, scheduled or unscheduled, shall be performed at the lowest level possible by trained technicians to ensure equipment is maintained in a safe and cost efficient manner.  The contractor shall provide all tools and equipment required to perform the CLS. All maintenance actions performed on equipment shall be documented and reported on the Monthly Preventive Maintenance Report by site and retained for analysis and trend evaluation.

Resolution of Issues. The contractor shall initiate corrective action for unscheduled maintenance actions within two working days of identification by the CPAC Program Site Representative.  Cause for exceeding this goal is usually the direct result of restricted or lack of access to systems due to user absence, established security requirements or unavailability of parts required to return the system into service.  Repairs taking longer than five days shall be reported to the CPAC Program Office.


2.2.3
System Monitoring.  The contractor shall monitor active sites and systems for proper operation and to identify potential system malfunctions. The contractor shall initiate the necessary actions with the on-site equipment owner or other designated point of contact for assistance in analyzing anomalies in system performance, reducing overall cost of maintenance. In cases where the identified malfunction is determined to be beyond the expertise of the equipment owner or other designated point of contact, the contractor shall resolve all Preventive Maintenance malfunctions and return the system to operation.  Any malfunction resulting in an unscheduled Corrective Maintenance requirement shall be completed as provided in para 2.4 of this PWS.

Preventative Maintenance (PM).  The contractor shall provide scheduled PM services based upon the recommendations of the equipment manufacturer which are designed to extend the useful service life of the equipment and maintain the equipment in an operational state. These scheduled maintenance actions (i.e., high pressure pump inspections, filter cleaning, belt adjustments/replacements, oils and greases, tank inspections, water pressure adjustments, motor and seal inspections, calibrations, clearing/replacement of clogged spray nozzles, and fuses) are generally based on either hourly or calendar timeframes. 2.2.4.1   Active Sites.  Each site with an active system being monitored and maintained, will receive a minimum of one visit per calendar month by the technician capable to perform the required scheduled Preventive Maintenance by the 5th day of each month. The contractor shall document all site visits on the Preventive Maintenance Checklist for each site visited. The contractor shall retain all documentation by site for inspection by the CPAC Program Office. The contractor shall report the completion of the Scheduled Preventive Maintenance activity for each site/system on a monthly basis and the operational condition of each site/system and system utilization on the Preventive Maintenance Checklist by the 10th day of each month.

2.3.1
Preventive Maintenance.  Preventive Maintenance is a single level activity associated with performing periodic maintenance on the systems. This level is performed through on-site evaluations by field service technicians with checklists designed to evaluate, check, adjust, and maintain a systems level of performance.  The contractor shall provide Preventive Maintenance Checks and Services on a monthly basis.

 On-Site Evaluation. The contractor shall perform on-site system checks beginning with a visual walk-through to identify apparent system anomalies. These visual checks shall include inspection of the Wash Rack Systems components, and principle operating equipment.  Systems identified as having damage resulting from user neglect or acts of God shall be reported on a damage report. 2.3.3   Damaged Systems.  If, during the monthly on-site inspection, the contractor identifies damaged system components, he will evaluate the damage to determine the severity and impact on system operation and if the damaged component can be repaired during the visit or whether it will require another visit. Minor damage such as torn hoses, broken nozzles, and minor repairs shall be repaired by the contractor. Severe damage due to acts of God, damage caused by the customer and damage to the system due to customer neglect are considered Unscheduled Corrective Maintenance and require approval by the CPAC Program Office prior to conducting the repairs. When an unscheduled CM requirement is identified, the contractor shall initiate the corrective action necessary to return the system to operation along with the scheduled Preventive Maintenance Services, and shall document all actions taken for future reference.  Corrective Maintenance that exceeds the monthly scheduled Preventive Maintenance service shall be approved in advance by the CPAC Program Office.  Damage to the systems shall not be considered as routine corrective maintenance activities and shall be reported to the CPAC Program Office as described in paragraph 2.3.3 of this PWS.  The contractor shall use Appendix A (Historical Corrective Maintenance Estimate), as a guide in determining future Corrective Maintenance parts and materials.

Report Requirements. The contractor shall report the completion of monthly site visits for each site/system on a monthly basis to the CPAC Program Office. The monthly report shall contain information detailing the performance of each Wash Rack system against the stated system performance standards. The report shall address each out-of-performance condition, identify the known or probable cause and advise the user of all actions taken to return the system to performance standard.  The report shall include information on damaged systems; runtimes for each system; system utilization comments; water usage rates; dates of contractor site visits explanations for gaps in data due to equipment failure; and identification and explanation for inactive systems. The reports shall be delivered to the CPAC Program Office by the 10th day of the month for the scheduled service.
