Title:  MRAP Cougar Family of Vehicles – Modifications for Increased Survivability and Ease of Vehicle Egress.

DESCRIPTION.  THIS IS A REQUEST FOR INFORMATION (RFI) ONLY. The Government will not pay for any information or administrative costs incurred in response to this RFI.  All costs associated with responding to this RFI will be solely at the interested parties’ expense.  This request is for planning purposes only, and does not constitute an Invitation for Bids, a Request for Proposals, a Solicitation, a Request for Quotes, or an indication the Government will contract for the items contained within the RFI.
Information is being gathered to identify potential sources with the capability to fully meet the Government's stated requirements.  If a solicitation is released at a later date, it will be synopsized on the Federal Business Opportunities (FedBizOpps) website.  It is the responsibility of the potential offerors to monitor FedBizOps for additional information pertaining to this requirement.  All comments shall be directed to the POC identified within this RFI. 
BACKGROUND.  The United States Marine Corps (USMC) is seeking interested sources capable of designing, developing, and producing vehicle egress and seat survivability modifications which shall increase the vehicle passenger survivability and ease of vehicle egress for the Mine Resistant Ambush Protected (MRAP) Cougar Family of Vehicles (FoV).  The MRAP vehicles are a family of armored fighting vehicles designed to survive Improvised Explosive Device (IED) attacks and ambushes.  Potential sources either alone or with appropriate teaming partners shall demonstrate expertise/capability with large systems integration on Department of Defense programs, experience with armored vehicles, and experience with military wheeled vehicles.  MRAP specific experience is desirable, but is not a requirement. The offeror must have, or be partnered with others that have, at a minimum, facilities to prototype, manufacture, and test components and/or systems.  Responders are encouraged to utilize non-developmental items/products to the greatest extent possible.
Vehicle Egress. 
The Vehicle Egress Modifications this RFI seeks information on are: Front Door Upgrade, Emergency Egress Window (EEW), Quick Release Steering Wheel, Rear Door with Rear Step Upgrade, Exhaust Re-Route, Roof Escape Hatch Modification, Emergency Egress Lighting.
Seat Survivability:

This RFI also seeks information on a Seat Survivability Modification. 
The Vehicle Egress and Seat Survivability Modifications is anticipated to be a Two-Phased effort; Phase-One: Design, Development, and Delivery of a Level III Technical Data Package (TDP), with Government Purpose Rights, within 6 months from the date of a contract award, and Phase-Two: Production and delivery of a quantity of 2004 of each type of Vehicle Egress Modification and 695 Seat Survivability Modification within 18 months from the date of a contract award.  Production quantities are subject to change in accordance with User operational and fiscal requirements.
Modifications shall be delivered as a Block Upgrade kit.  One complete Block Upgrade kit shall include one of each of the seven Vehicle Egress Modifications listed above. The Seat Modification shall be a separate deliverable.  

In addition to the design, development and production, potential sources must be able to provide the required systems engineering and integrated logistics support services for the Egress and Seat Modifications.  
RESPONSE SUBMISSION INSTRUCTIONS, DATE, AND FORMAT.  Offerors who believe that they possess the expertise and experience to fulfill all of the stated requirements stated within this RFI are invited to submit technical and management capabilities addressing each of these areas in writing.  At this time the place of performance has been identified at offerors’ site.  Offerors responding to this RFI shall be registered in Central Offeror Registration (CCR) and Online Representations and Certifications Application (ORCA). Format specifications include Times New Roman 12 point font, double spaced, single sided, on 8.5 by 11 inch paper, with 1 inch margins in either Microsoft Word or Adobe PDF Format.  Please limit your response to no more than 15 pages, not including the Cover Page. The Cover Page shall be limited to the following information: Title, Organization’s Name, and Offeror’s technical and administrative points of contact (names, addresses, phone and fax numbers, and e-mail addresses).  Offerors’ responses shall include information such as: Company name, address, email, telephone number, points of contact, Commercial and Government Entity (CAGE) Code, size of business pursuant to North American Industrial Classification System (NAICS) and respond to the following questions: (1) Is your business a large or small business (2) If small, does your firm qualify as a small, emergent business, or a small, disadvantaged business (3) If disadvantaged, specify under which disadvantaged group and whether your firm is certified under Section 8(a) of the Small Business Act. (4) Is your firm a certified HUBZone firm (5) Is your firm a woman-owned or operated business (6) Is your firm a certified Service-Disabled Veteran-Owned and (6) What your company’s core competencies are. To the maximum extent possible, please submit non-proprietary information. Do not include, attach, or send brochures in addition to your response.
