Description

The Marine Corps Systems Command, Quantico, Virginia seeks sources and information for a Joint Modular Intermodal Container (JMIC).

The JMICs of particular interest are those that provide a compatible system with the current NSN’d JMIC item in the military inventory.

The JMIC shall be dimensionally, functionally, and materially equivalent with the JMIC NSN 8145-01-564-5795, Collapsible Joint Modular Intermodal Container, P/N 7516510-T, Color TAN per Fed-Std-595B/33446 (Tan 686).  The sheet metal shall be 5052-H32 aluminum alloy.

The interface fittings shall be 17-4 PH stainless steel.  The extrusions shall be 6061-T6 aluminum alloy.  The pins and latches shall be 300 series and 17-4 PH stainless steel.  The plastic components shall be UHMW-PE, nylon and polyurethane.  The JMIC and subcomponents shall meet the following weight requirements (+/-2%): Tare-327lbs, Cover-36.75lbs, Front/Rear Panels-26.5lbs.  The JMIC shall be able to interlock with another JMIC.  The JMIC shall be able to be locked with a standard military padlock that will not interfere with the collapsibility and storage mechanisms.  The JMIC shall be lifted with forklift tines, measuring a Thickness-1.4”-2.25”, Width 3.9”-6.09”, and Length 43.3”-72”, that go inside the pocket on the JMIC.  The paint shall be required to adhere to panel when subjected to temperatures below 32 degrees and above 100 degrees in ambient light.  The JMIC shall be the following dimensions (+/-1%) in 70-90 degree Fahrenheit conditions- Overall Height 43”, Stacking Height 40.75”, Width 51.75”, Depth 43.75”, Collapsed Height 15.81”, Collapsed Stacking Height 13.56”.
This sources sought notice is to seek information from prospective offerors to:

· gain a better understanding of the capabilities in the commercial marketplace, to include applicability for use of Federal Supply Schedule, small-business set-aside, small disadvantaged businesses, and/or HUB ZONE

· determine whether small businesses can meet the Government's requirements at fair market prices 
· understand appropriate period of time for delivery of proposals 

· understand implications of solicitation requirement for a bid sample to be submitted alongside business and technical proposal

· understand appropriate period of time for delivery of production articles

· Applicability of Federal Acquisition Regulation Subpart 12.6 for commercial items 
· Utilize an Indefinite Delivery, Indefinite Quantity (ID/IQ) Firm Fixed Price (FFP) commercial contract

Notional quantities, across multiple years, could be up to 8000 units.
