STATEMENT OF WORK

CATHOLIC DIRECTOR OF MUSIC

1. GENERAL. This is a firm fixed-price, requirement type contract utilizing simplified acquisition procedures. A service provided by this contract is for the Director of the Catholic Music Program located at Marine Corps Air Station Miramar, California. The period of performance is for a base year period of 12 months, with a two 1-year option period.

2. DESCRIPTION. The contractor shall provide a comprehensive music program for Catholic worship as well as occasional events such as Memorial Services, National Prayer Breakfast, and Vacation Bible School located onboard MCAS Miramar, California.

2.1. Basic Services. The Director of the Catholic Music Program shall:

2.1.1. Plan and select instrumental and choral music to accompany the Catholic liturgies and various programs of the MCAS Miramar Chaplain’s Office. In a timely manner and subject to the Command Chaplain’s review, the contractor will create a “Worship Folder” of music selections for use at all Catholic liturgies.

2.1.2. Provide for a competent “Leader of Song” to lead vocal solo music and give strong support to

congregational singing at all Sunday liturgies and Holy Day of Obligations.

2.1.3. Provide choral direction to the adult Catholic choir, to include leading weekly rehearsals.

2.1.4. Provide four times per year, Christmas, Easter, 4th of July and Marine Corps Birthday weekend,

additional instrumental accompaniment on appropriate string/brass/woodwind/percussion instruments for Catholic liturgies.

2.1.5. Rehearse sung responses and new music with the congregation prior to the Sunday liturgy.

2.1.6. Provide appropriate instrumental prelude/postlude music at Sunday and Holy Day of Obligation liturgy.

2.1.7. Provide musical direction to the religious education program by preparing children to sing age appropriate choral music for five scheduled Children’s liturgies.

2.2. Government Equipment. Using government provided equipment, provide the following:

2.2.1 Organ and / or piano accompaniment for congregational singing at the Sunday Catholic liturgy, and

other occasional worship services or memorial services as directed by the Catholic Chaplain or Command Chaplain.

2.2.1 Choral direction for the choir at the Sunday Catholic liturgies, and weekly rehearsals. The choral music will include anthems, introits, calls to worship, responses, benediction, and such other musical elements which are traditional in Catholic liturgy. Music compositions will be provided, in part, by either government hymnals and / or chapel music files.

3. QUALIFICATIONS. The following qualifications will be required of the contractor or any employee

performing the specific function mentioned:

3.1 General qualification is familiarity with Catholic liturgy and knowledge of the norms for liturgical music as promulgated by the Roman Catholic Church in various published documents, such as, Music in Catholic Worship, NCCB 1967.

3.1.1 Some written evidence of education in the field of Pastoral Liturgical Music, through coursework,

workshops, in-services, etc.

3.2 Bachelor of Arts degree or higher in music or a music related field or equivalent.

3.3 Qualification for organist / pianist:

3.3.1 Demonstrated competency on the organ and piano.

3.3.2 Written evidence of at least one year of experience playing the organ as an employee of a military chapel or civilian church with an adult choir.

3.3.3 Familiarity with and demonstrated ability to play the government-provided equipment (organ and piano).

3.3.4 Demonstrated ability to sight read music and play hymns upon request without prior rehearsal, including impromptu modulating between keys, and providing hymn tune variations.

3.3.5 Ability to adapt to the preferred style of worship music of the Catholic Chaplain.

3.3.6 Interview with the Catholic Chaplain and the Command Chaplain to validate qualifications.

3.4 Qualification for choir director:

3.4.1 Demonstrated competency leading a choir in a variety of musical styles including polyphonic (multiple voice parts) music.

3.4.2 Written evidence of practical experience directing a Catholic chapel choir, or equivalent church choir.

3.4.3 Demonstrated knowledge of sacred vocal music to include both recent compositions and the traditional repertoire of the Catholic tradition, including also choral music for a variety of age groups such as pre-school children and adolescents.

3.5. Qualification for “Leader of Song:”

3.5.1 Demonstrated ability to sing solo and use gestures to facilitate congregational singing.

4. GENERAL INFORMATION

4.1 Quality Assurance. The government will periodically evaluate the contractor’s performance.

4.2 Government Remedies. The contracting officer shall follow the requirements of FAR 52.212-4, Contract Terms and Conditions for Commercial Items (FEB 2002), for contractor failure to correct non-conforming services.

4.3 Hours of Operation. A minimum of ten hours per week, to increase during important liturgical seasons such as Advent, Christmas, Lent and Easter.

4.3.1 The Director should arrive a minimum of 1/2 hour prior to any scheduled service or event.

4.3.2 Attendance at weekly staff meetings and periodic liturgy planning meetings.

4.3.3 Weekly choir rehearsal and rehearsals as needed.

4.3.4 Weekly music rehearsals with children during the time when the religious education program is in

session.

4.4 Holidays. No time will be taken off during the Advent, Christmas, Lent and Easter seasons except in an

emergency situation with approval from the Command Chaplain and Contracting Officer, MCAS Miramar,

California.

4.5 Contractor Personnel.

4.5.1 The Contractor subcontracts and pays a satisfactory and qualified “Leader of Song” as described in.

2.1.2.

4.5.2 The Contactor subcontracts and pays satisfactory and qualified occasional instrumentalists as described in 2.1.4.

4.5.3 The contractor must notify the Command Chaplain when unable to provide services as outlined in this

statement of work. The contractor shall provide a sufficient and well trained /certified workforce to satisfactorily fulfill the services required by this contract.

4.6 Contract Employees. Contract employees shall either be a citizen of the United States or shall carry a valid U.S. Immigration/Registration Card. It shall be the contractor’s responsibility to require such proof before each worker becomes an official employee of the contractor. Contract’s employees shall observe and comply with all installation rules and regulations applicable to contract personnel (including those applicable to the safe operation of equipment and vehicles). Copies of pertinent installation rules and regulations may be requested from the Contracting Officer prior to the contract start.

5. Background

5.1 The provision of organ, piano, solo and choral music has long been recognized as an integral part of Catholic Church worship. Such service includes organ music in the form of preludes, introits, responses, hymns, anthems, and postludes and choir direction. Catholic liturgy strives for full, conscious, and active participation by the congregation, especially manifested through singing. The Director of the Catholic Music Program works toward the goal of 100% participation by the congregation in singing both the traditional “parts of the Mass” and other choral music that accompanies worship.

6. Objectives and Tasks

6.1. The contractor will provide a general music program for Catholic Worship at Airman Memorial Chapel, MCAS Miramar, California for the period of 1 July 2010 to 30 June 2011.  Specifically, the contractor will:

SECURITY REQUIREMENTS

Contractor and subcontractor employees must comply with installation rules and regulations.  The Contractor is responsible for ensuring that each of its subcontractors fully complies with the following provisions, and shall flow down to subcontracts a clause to satisfy this contractual obligation.

The Contractor is responsible for providing information required to obtain clearances, permits, passes, or security badges that are required for Contractor personnel or equipment access.  This includes information required for police or background checks or investigations.

The Contractor is responsible for ensuring such clearances, permits, passes, or security badges are promptly returned to the issuing activity upon termination of an employee, completion of a project, or termination of a contract or subcontract.

i. Is listed on the National Terrorist Watch List.

ii. Is not a U.S. Citizen and is illegally present in the U.S. or whose U.S. citizenship, immigration status, or Social Security Number (SSN) cannot be verified.

iii. Is subject to an outstanding criminal warrant.

iv. Whose business pass application contains false or fraudulent information.

v. Has obtained a felony conviction within the last 10 years. 

vi. Has obtained a total of three criminal misdemeanor convictions within the last 10 years.

vii. Who is a registered sex offender regardless of the date of the criminal offense. 

viii. Has obtained a criminal misdemeanor or felony conviction for the following types of criminal offenses:

1. Offenses of a sexual nature;

2. Offenses of violence;

3. Offenses related to gang related activity, supremacist, or extremist behavior; i.e., hate crimes;

4. Crimes resulting from the possession, use, manufacturer, introduction, or distribution of any illegal drug listed in the Comprehensive Drug Abuse Prevention & Control Act of 1970, Schedules I through IV;

ix. Offenses in which weapon instrumentality (e.g., firearm, knife, or other bladed instrument, club, brass knuckles) was used either as a means of violence, or threat of violence

x. Whose military active duty was terminated by the receipt of a dishonorable discharge or bad conduct discharge.

xi. Has been issued a debarment order and is currently banned from any military installation.

xii. Who has exhibited characteristics, traits, or other indications that cause concern for the safety or welfare of personnel and/or residents aboard the base; or that causes concern for the physical security of the base.

3. Application for Common Access Card (CAC):  For personnel that require access to any government computers, the following procedures are required:

Such temporary access will not exceed 90 days. 

b.  Upon the return of the Investigation Schedule Notice and Certificate of Investigation from OPM, the Contractor shall provide a copy to the security manager that has overall responsibility for the customer supported by the Contractor’s employees.

(b) All contractor personnel are to be familiar with the MCAS Miramar Contracting Fire Danger Rating System (FDRS).  Personnel are required to observe all restrictions applicable under the FDRS pertaining to permit activities while on the Base.  In particular, vehicles shall be parked only on bar soli/rock.  Smoking is restricted to areas of bare soil.  Fires of any nature are prohibited.

(c) Do not pickup, remove, or disturb any ordnance (spent or live ammunition, brass, pyrotechnics, etc) found while on MCAS Miramar.

(d) Some areas of the MCAS Miramar may be inaccessible due to road conditions following heavy and/or prolonged rainfall.  Adjustments to work schedules due to road/weather conditions shall be coordinated with the POC.  If your vehicles gets stuck or breaks down, military personnel cannot pull or tow your vehicle.  Call information (411) for assistance.  

DISCONTINUATION OF WORK/SERVICE

THIS CONTRACT EXPIRES ON 30 SEP 2010.  THE CONTRACTOR IS NOT TO ASSUME THAT IT WILL BE RENEWED.  The Contractor SHALL NOT perform any service/maintenance past 30 SEP 2010 unless a new order or letter of intent has been issued by the Contracting Officer, MCAS Miramar, Ca.

DISCONTINUANCE OF SERVICE UNDER THIS ORDER.

The Government reserves the right to discontinue any service covered under this contract at any time prior to the expiration date.  The Government SHALL notify the Contractor in writing by a modification, at least thirty (30) days in advance of its intention to DISCONTINUE SERVICE.  The charges for maintenance SHALL cease on the effective date of the modification.
