CLAUSES INCORPORATED BY FULL TEXT

EXPEDITING CONTRACT CLOSEOUT (NAVSEA) (DEC 1995)

(a)  As part of the negotiated fixed price or total estimated amount of this contact, both the Government and the Contractor have agreed to waive any entitlement that otherwise might accrue to either party in any residual dollar amount of $500 or less at the time of final contract closeout.  The term “residual dollar amount” shall include all money that would otherwise be owed to either party at the end of the contract, except that, amounts connected in any way with taxation, allegations of fraud and/or antitrust violations shall be excluded.  For purposes of determining residual dollar amounts, offsets of money owed by one party against money that would otherwise be paid by that party may be considered to the extent permitted by law. 

(b)  This agreement to waive entitlement to residual dollar amounts has been considered by both parties.  It is agreed that the administrative costs for either party associated with collecting such small dollar amounts could exceed the amount to be recovered.

LIMITATION OF COST/LIMITATION OF FUNDS (NAVSEA) (SEP 1990)

The clause entitled "LIMITATION OF COST" (FAR 52.232-20) or "LIMITATION OF FUNDS" (FAR 52.232-22), as appropriate, shall apply separately and independently to each separately identified estimated cost.

PAYMENT FOR ENGINEERING SERVICES AND SUPPORT (NAVSEA) (JAN 2008)PRIVATE 

(a) Invoices for engineering services and overtime shall contain the name(s) of engineer(s), date(s) and place(s) of performance, and a brief description of the services performed.  This information may be included in the Comments tab of the applicable WAWF document.  Each invoice shall be accompanied by a copy of the authorization for services and the original certification of performance.  These documents may be attached to the invoice as described in the Invoice Instructions in Section G.  A copy of each invoice shall be furnished to the applicable NAVSEA/DRPM/PEO code identified in Section C under Engineering Services.

(b) Invoices for subsistence and transportation shall be supported by a statement of actual costs incurred by the Contractor and claimed to be reimbursable and shall be in such form and reasonable detail as required by the cognizant Defense Contract Audit Agency (DCAA).  The Government shall make provisional payment after submission of each invoice and statement of costs.  At any time prior to final payment, DCAA may audit the invoice(s) and statement(s) of costs, as appropriate.

(c) Each provisional payment for subsistence and transportation costs shall be subject to reduction to the extent any amount included in the related invoice and statement of costs is found not to be reimbursable under the support item(s) and shall also be subject to reduction for overpayment or to increase for underpayment on preceding invoices.  Any disputes under this requirement shall be determined in accordance with the clause of this contract entitled "DISPUTES" (FAR 52.233-1).

PAYMENT OF FEES(S) (LEVEL OF EFFORT – ALTERNATE I) (NAVSEA) (MAY 2010) (Applicable to CLINs 0024,,1024,, 2024,, 3024,, and 4024 ). 

(a)  For purposes of this contract, "fee" means "target fee" in cost-plus-incentive-fee type contracts, "base fee" in cost-plus-award-fee type contracts, or "fixed fee" in cost-plus-fixed-fee type contracts for level of effort type contracts.

(b)  The Government shall make payments to the Contractor, subject to and in accordance with the clause in this contract entitled "FIXED FEE" (FAR 52.216-8) or "INCENTIVE FEE", (FAR 52.216-10), as applicable.  Such payments shall be submitted by and payable to the Contractor pursuant to the clause of this contract entitled "ALLOWABLE COST AND PAYMENT" (FAR 52.216-7), subject to the withholding terms and conditions of the "FIXED FEE" or "INCENTIVE FEE" clause, as applicable, and shall be paid at the hourly rate(s) specified above per man-hour performed and invoiced.  Total fee(s) paid to the Contractor shall not exceed the fee amount(s) set forth in this contract.  In no event shall the Government be required to pay the Contractor any amount in excess of the funds obligated under this contract.

TRAVEL COSTS - ALTERNATE I (NAVSEA) (DEC 2005)PRIVATE 

(a)  Except as otherwise provided herein, the Contractor shall be reimbursed for its reasonable actual travel costs in accordance with FAR 31.205-46.  The costs to be reimbursed shall be those costs accepted by the cognizant DCAA.

(b)  Reimbursable travel costs include only that travel performed from the Contractor's facility to the worksite, in and around the worksite, and from the worksite to the Contractor's facility.

(c)  Relocation costs and travel costs incident to relocation are allowable to the extent provided in FAR 31.205-35; however, Contracting Officer approval shall be required prior to incurring relocation expenses and travel costs incident to relocation.

(d)  The Contractor shall not be reimbursed for the following daily local travel costs:


  (i)  travel at U.S. Military Installations where Government transportation is available,


 (ii)  travel performed for personal convenience/errands, including commuting to and from work, and 


(iii) travel costs incurred in the replacement of personnel when such replacement is accomplished for the Contractor's or employee's convenience.

SCOPE.

This Statement of Work (SOW) defines the efforts required for the manufacture, assembly and test of Cooperative Engagement Capability (CEC) Transmission Processing Set (CETPS).  The Contractor shall build these units and spares in accordance with the Technical Data Package (TDP) provided as Government Furnished Information (GFI).  The Contractor shall provide systems consisting of manufactured items and Commercial Off-the-Shelf (COTS) items.  The manufactured items and COTS items to be delivered under this contract shall be tested in accordance with the Government approved Test Plan, Acceptance Test Plan (Contract Data Requirements List (CDRL) A001) and Test Procedure, Acceptance Test Procedure (CDRL A002) prior to assembly and delivery to the Government.  The systems produced under this contract will be tested by the Government, and accepted based on the Government Test Plan, provided as GFI.   

1.1.  
Background.  The Pre-Planned Product Improvement (P3I) CETPS brought CEC in compliance with the U.S. Navy’s Open Architecture Computing Environment (OACE) Category 3 standards.  The CETPS designations are listed below:

· AN/USG-2:  Shipboard designation of CEC deployed aboard the Aegis Guided Missile Cruisers (CG), Aegis Guided Missile Destroyers (DDG), Aircraft Carriers (CVN), and Amphibious Transport Dock (LPD)/Amphibious Assault (LHD) ships.

· AN/USG-3:  Airborne designation of CEC deployed in E-2C and E-2D aircraft.

· AN/USG-4:  USMC ground mobile designation of the CEC CTN.

· AN/USG-6:  United Kingdom (UK) Foreign Military Sales (FMS) designation of the CEC

· AN/USG-7:  Australia FMS designation of the CEC

· AN/USG-8:  Canada FMS designation of the CEC

The AN/USG- 2 and LBTS backfits include a rack, set of interconnect cables, Power Distribution Media Converter (PDMC), Uninterruptable Power Supply (UPS) and battery, Laptops and the fan and muffler assembly as described in the TDP.  The AN/USG-2A backfit includes a set of interconnect cables, PDMC, UPS and battery, and laptops as described in the TDPs.  INCO kits include the PDMC as described in the TDP.

3.2.2  
Physical Configuration Audit.  The Contractor shall conduct a Physical Configuration Audit (PCA).  The PCA shall be conducted on the first production unit delivered and shall be performed using a Contractor established, Government approved, Configuration Audit Plan, PCA Plan (CDRL A005).   During the PCA, the Contractor shall establish a high level of confidence in the physical configuration of the as-built, as-designed, and as-maintained version of the system in order to finalize the product baseline. The Contractor shall ensure that the as-built, as-designed, and as-maintained versions of the configuration items and associated design documentation, as reflected in the TDP, can be built by specified processes during production.  
3.2.3  Quality Assurance.  The Contractor shall maintain a Quality Assurance (QA) system that, at a minimum, meets the requirements of ANSI/ASQC/ISO Q9001:2000, and ensures the product delivered meets the requirements of CEC PIDS.  The Contractor shall be responsible for performance of all quality requirements for the items delivered under this contract.  The quality system shall include provisions conforming to all production requirements including calibration, Sub-Contractor control, failure diagnosis and corrective action, statistical process control, component and environmental screening, testing, and inspection.  The Government does not require registration/certification of the Contractor’s quality system if ANSI/ASQC/ISO Q9001:2000 is chosen as the implemented quality system. The Contractor shall plan for a one day Post Award Kickoff Meeting.

Production Readiness Review (PRR).  The Contractor shall complete a Production Readiness Review prior to the First Production Test.  The Contractor shall identify existing and projected manufacturing problems and areas of risk and shall assess the progress in the Contractor's planning to achieve production rates required under the delivery schedule.  The PRR shall be hosted by the Contractor not later than forty five (45) calendar days after contract award.  The PRR shall be conducted in accordance with Department of Defense (DoD) Instruction 5000.38 and shall address, at a minimum, the following areas:

· Product Design

· Industrial Resources

· Production Engineering and Planning

· Hardware Configuration Management and Baseline Management

· Materials and Purchased Parts

· Quality Assurance Plans and Procedures

· Program Management

· Contract Administration

3.3.2.3
CEC Semi-Annual Program Review.  The Contractor shall participate in the CEC  semi-annual program reviews.  Contractor shall provide a CEC Production status briefing at these reviews.  At a minimum, the Contractor shall address production schedule status and any program risk and mitigation strategies.

3.3.2.4
Monthly Interchange Meetings.  Monthly interchange meetings shall be conducted as requested by the Government.  At a minimum, the Contractor shall address the following: overall contract status; number of failed tests, and corrective actions taken; material, supplier, subcontractor and vendor issues; and, updates to medium and high risk items.

3.3.3
Sub-Contractor Management.  The Contractor shall provide a   Technical Report – Study/Services, Subcontractor List (CDRL A008), a list of all Sub-Contractors with a contract value over $650,000, to the Government Contracting Officer’s Representative (COR).  The Contractor shall be responsible for the performance and quality of Sub-Contractor work governed by this contract.  The Contractor shall flow down the requirements of this SOW to all Sub-Contractors.  The Contractor shall monitor and control performance, quality, cost, and schedule according to the Contractor’s established subcontract management techniques to ensure that CEC program schedules are not adversely impacted.  

3.3.4 
Cost and Software Data Reporting (CSDR).  The Contractor shall establish, maintain, and use in the performance of this contract a CSDR system designed to systematically collect and report actual contract costs to provide DoD cost analysts with needed data to estimate future costs. The Contractor’s CMP shall demonstrate a disciplined approach to identifying and documenting functional and physical characteristics of a material item, change control, reports and records of configuration information. (b) For purposes of this requirement, the following definitions apply:

(c) The engineering services shall be performed within the limits, if any, as to place(s)and period(s)specified therefor, as authorized by technical instructions issued by the COR.

Promptly thereafter, the Contractor and the Contracting Officer shall negotiate the price and delivery schedule for the proposed order.  Upon execution and receipt of the priced order, the Contractor shall promptly commence the work specified in the order.

(c) Undefinitized Orders.  Whenever the Contracting Officer determines that urgent demands or requirements prevent the issuance of a priced order, he/she may issue an unpriced order.  Such order may be unilateral or bilateral and shall establish a limitation of Government liability, a maximum ceiling amount, and a schedule for definitization, as described in subparagraph (e)(2) below.  Upon request the Contractor shall submit a maximum ceiling amount proposal before the undefinitized order is issued.  The maximum ceiling amount is the maximum price at which the order may be definitized.  The Contractor shall begin performing the undefinitized order upon receipt, except as provided in paragraph (d) below.  The clause entitled "CONTRACT DEFINITIZATION" (DFARS 252.217-7027) shall be included in any undefinitized order.

(d) Rejection of Unilateral Orders.  The Contractor may reject any unilateral order if the Contractor determines that it cannot feasibly perform the order, or if the Contractor does not concur with the maximum ceiling amount.  However, each unilateral order shall be deemed to have been accepted by the Contractor unless within fifteen days of issuance of the order, the Contractor notifies the Contracting Officer in writing of its rejection of the order.

(e) Definitization of Undefinitized Orders.  (1)  The Contractor agrees that following the issuance of an undefinitized order, it will promptly begin negotiating with the Contracting Officer the price and terms of a definitive order that will include: (A)  all clauses required by regulation on the date of the order; (B) all clauses required by law on the date of execution of the definitive order; and, (C) any other mutually agreeable clauses, terms and conditions.  No later than sixty (60) days after the undefinitized order is issued, the Contractor agrees to submit a cost proposal with sufficient data to support the accuracy and derivation of its price; and, when required by FAR, cost or pricing data.  If additional cost information is available prior to the conclusion of negotiations, the Contractor shall provide that information to the Contracting Officer.  The price agreed upon shall be set forth in a bilateral modification to the order.  In no event shall the price exceed the maximum ceiling amount specified in the undefinitized order.


(2) Each undefinitized order shall contain a schedule for definitization which shall include a target date for definitization and dates for submission of a qualifying proposal, beginning of negotiations and, if appropriate, submission of make-or-buy and subcontracting plans and cost or pricing data.  Submission of a qualifying proposal in accordance with the definitization schedule is a material element of the order.  The schedule shall provide for definitization of the order by the earlier of:


     (i) a specified target date which is not more than 180 days after the issuance of the undefinitized order.  However, that target date may be extended by the Contracting Officer for up to 180 days after the Contractor submits a qualifying proposal as defined in DFARS 217.7401; or


     (ii) the date on which the amount of funds expended by the Contractor under the undefinitized order exceed fifty percent (50%) of the order's maximum ceiling amount, except as provided in subparagraph (f)(3) below.


(3) If agreement on a definitive order is not reached within the time provided pursuant to subparagraph (e)(2) above, the Contracting Officer may, with the approval of the Head of the Contracting Activity, determine a reasonable price in accordance with Subpart 15.8 and Part 31 of the FAR, and issue a unilateral order subject to Contractor appeal as provided in the "DISPUTES" clause (FAR 52.233-1).  In any event, the Contractor shall proceed with completion of the order, subject to the "LIMITATION OF GOVERNMENT LIABILITY" clause (FAR 52.216-24).

(f) Limitation of Government Liability.  (1) Each undefinitized order shall set forth the limitation of Government liability, which shall be the maximum amount that the Government will be obligated to pay the Contractor for performance of the order until the order is definitized.  The Contractor is not authorized to make expenditures or incur obligations exceeding the limitation of Government liability set forth in the order.  If such expenditures are made, or if such obligations are incurred, they will be at the Contractor's sole risk and expense.  Further, the limitation of Government liability shall be the maximum Government liability if the order is terminated.  The "LIMITATION OF GOVERNMENT LIABILITY" clause shall be included in any undefinitized order.


(2) Except for undefinitized orders for Foreign Military Sales; purchases of less than $25,000; special access programs; and Congressionally-mandated long-lead procurements; and except as otherwise provided in subparagraph (f)(3) below, the limitation of Government liability shall not exceed fifty percent (50%) of the ceiling amount of an undefinitized order.  In the case of orders within these excepted categories, however, the procedures set forth herein shall be followed to the maximum extent practical.


(3) If the Contractor submits a qualifying proposal (as defined in DFARS 217.7401) to definitize an order before the Government has obligated fifty percent (50%) of the ceiling amount, the Contracting Officer may increase the limitation of Government liability to up to seventy-five percent (75%) of the maximum ceiling amount or up to seventy-five percent (75%) of the price proposed by the Contractor, whichever is less.


(4) If at any time the Contractor believes that its expenditure under an undefinitized order will exceed the limitation of Government liability, the Contractor shall so notify the Contracting Officer, in writing, and propose an appropriate increase in the limitation of Government liability of such order.  Within thirty (30) days of such notice, the Contracting Officer will either (i) notify the Contractor in writing of such appropriate increase, or (ii) instruct the Contractor how and to what extent the work shall be continued; provided, however, that in no event shall the Contractor be obligated to proceed with work on an undefinitized order beyond the point where its costs incurred plus a reasonable profit thereon exceed the limitation of Government liability, and provided also that in no event shall the Government be obligated to pay the Contractor any amount in excess of the limitation of Government liability specified in any such order prior to establishment of firm prices.

(g) Initial Spares.  The limitations set forth in paragraph (c) and subparagraphs (e)(2), (f)(2) and (f)(3) do not apply to undefinitized orders for the purchase of initial spares.

(h) Terminal Date for Placement of Orders.  The Contractor shall not be obligated to accept any orders placed hereunder beyond 180 days after delivery of the last end item.

(i) Segregation of Costs.  The Contractor shall segregate the costs of performance of each undefinitized order from the cost of any other work performed by the Contractor.

ACCESS TO PROPRIETARY DATA OR COMPUTER SOFTWARE (NAVSEA) (JUN 1994) 

(a)  Performance under this contract may require that the Contractor have access to technical data, computer software, or other sensitive data of another party who asserts that such data or software is proprietary.  If access to such data or software is required or to be provided, the Contractor shall enter into a written agreement with such party prior to gaining access to such data or software.  The agreement shall address, at a minimum, (1) access to, and use of, the proprietary data or software exclusively for the purposes of performance of the work required by this contract, and (2) safeguards to protect such data or software from unauthorized use or disclosure for so long as the data or software remains proprietary.  In addition, the agreement shall not impose any limitation upon the Government or its employees with respect to such data or software.  A copy of the executed agreement shall be provided to the Contracting Officer.  The Government may unilaterally modify the contract to list those third parties with which the Contractor has agreement(s).

(b)  The Contractor agrees to: (1) indoctrinate its personnel who will have access to the data or software as to the restrictions under which access is granted; (2) not disclose the data or software to another party or other Contractor personnel except as authorized by the Contracting Officer; (3) not engage in any other action, venture, or employment wherein this information will be used, other than under this contract, in any manner inconsistent with the spirit and intent of this requirement; (4) not disclose the data or software to any other party, including, but not limited to, joint venturer, affiliate, successor, or assign of the Contractor; and (5) reproduce the restrictive stamp, marking, or legend on each use of the data or software whether in whole or in part.  

(c)  The restrictions on use and disclosure of the data and software described above also apply to such information received from the Government through any means to which the Contractor has access in the performance of this contract that contains proprietary or other restrictive markings.  

(d) The Contractor agrees that it will promptly notify the Contracting Officer of any attempt by an individual, company, or Government representative not directly involved in the effort to be performed under this contract to gain access to such proprietary information.  Such notification shall include the name and organization of the individual, company, or Government representative seeking access to such information.

(e)  The Contractor shall include this requirement in subcontracts of any tier which involve access to information covered by paragraph (a), substituting "subcontractor" for "Contractor" where appropriate.

(f)  Compliance with this requirement is a material requirement of this contract.

ASSIGNMENT AND USE OF NATIONAL STOCK NUMBERS (NAVSEA) (MAY 1993)PRIVATE 

To the extent that National Stock Numbers (NSNs) or preliminary NSNs are assigned by the Government for the identification of parts, pieces, items, subassemblies or assemblies to be furnished under this contract, the Contractor shall use such NSNs or preliminary NSNs in the preparation of provisioning lists, package labels, packing lists, shipping containers and shipping documents as required by applicable specifications, standards or Data item Descriptions of the contract or as required by orders for spare and repair parts.  The cognizant Government Contract Administration Office shall be responsible for providing the Contractor such NSNs or preliminary NSNs which may be assigned and which are not already in possession of the Contractor. 

ASSIGNMENT OF SERIAL NUMBER(S) (NAVSEA) (SEP 1990)

The Contractor shall request serial number assignment, in writing, from the Cognizant Technical Program Office, with a copy to the cognizant Contract Administration Office.  The request for serial number assignment shall contain the following minimum information:


(a)  Contract number;


(b)  Assigned line item number and description;


(c)  Assigned type designation;


(d)  Assigned model number;


(e)  Top drawing number and ID (List of Drawings) number;


(f)  Exact quantity for which serial numbers are being requested, including preproduction samples required by the contract; and


 (g)  National Stock Number

EXCLUSION OF MERCURY (NAVSEA) (MAY 1998)

Mercury or mercury containing compounds shall not be intentionally added or come in direct contact with hardware or supplies furnished under this contract. 

EXTENSION OF COMMERCIAL WARRANTY (NAVSEA) (NOV 1996)

The Contractor shall extend to the Government the full coverage of any standard commercial warranty normally offered in a similar commercial sale, provided that such warranty is available at no additional cost to the Government.  The Contractor shall provide a copy of the standard commercial warranty with the item.  The standard commercial warranty period shall begin upon the final acceptance of the applicable material or software.  Acceptance of the standard commercial warranty does not waive the Government’s rights under the “Inspection” clause, nor does it limit the Government’s rights with regard to other terms and conditions of the contract.  In the event of a conflict, the terms and conditions of the contract shall take precedence over the standard commercial warranty.

INFORMATION AND DATA FURNISHED BY THE GOVERNMENT - ALTERNATE II (NAVSEA) (SEP 2009) 

(a)  NAVSEA Form 4340/2 or Schedule C, as applicable, Government Furnished Information, attached hereto, incorporates by listing or specific reference, all the data or information which the Government has provided or will provide to the Contractor except for 


(1)  The specifications set forth in Section C, and


(2)  Government specifications, including drawings and other Government technical documentation which are referenced directly or indirectly in the specifications set forth in Section C and which are applicable to this contract as specifications, and which are generally available and provided to Contractors or prospective Contractors upon proper request, such as Federal or Military Specifications, and Standard Drawings, etc.

(b)  Except for the specifications referred to in subparagraphs (a)(1) and (2) above, the Government will not be obligated to provide to the Contractor any specification, drawing, technical documentation or other publication which is not listed or specifically referenced in NAVSEA Form 4340/2 or Schedule C, as applicable, notwithstanding anything to the contrary in the specifications, the publications listed or specifically referenced in NAVSEA Form 4340/2 or Schedule C, as applicable, the clause entitled "GOVERNMENT PROPERTY" (FAR 52.245-1) or "GOVERNMENT PROPERTY INSTALLATION OPERATION  SERVICES " (FAR 52.245-2), as applicable, or any other term or condition of this contract.

(c)(1)  The Contracting Officer may at any time by written order:


       (i)  delete, supersede, or revise, in whole or in part, data listed or specifically referenced in NAVSEA Form 4340/2 or Schedule C, as applicable; or


      (ii)  add items of data or information to NAVSEA Form 4340/2 or Schedule C, as applicable; or


     (iii)  establish or revise due dates for items of data or information in NAVSEA Form 4340/2 or Schedule C, as applicable.


(2)  If any action taken by the Contracting Officer pursuant to subparagraph (c)(1) immediately above causes an increase or decrease in the costs of, or the time required for, performance of any part of the work under this contract, the contractor may be entitled to an equitable adjustment in the contract amount and delivery schedule in accordance with the procedures provided for in the "CHANGES" clause of this contract.

(a)  The printing, duplication, and binding of all technical manuals, books, and other publications, and changes, amendments, and revisions thereto, including all copies and portions of such documents which are required to be prepared and furnished under this contract for review, approval or otherwise, shall be accomplished in accordance with the following:


(1) DOD Instruction 5330.03, Document Automation & Production Service (DAPS) of February 8, 2006
(2) Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) Subparts 8.8 and 17.5, as in effect on the date of this contract and;

(3) "Government Printing and Binding Regulations", published by the Joint Committee on Printing, Congress of the United States, as in effect on the date of this contract.

(b)  Publications and other printed or duplicated material which (1) are prepared and carried by equipment manufacturers for regular commercial sale or use, and (2) require no significant modification for military use or to meet the requirements of this contract, or (3) are normally supplied for commercial equipment, shall be provided by the Contractor.  Except for material falling within (1) through (3) of this paragraph, the printing of technical manuals, publications, changes, revisions, or amendments by the Contractor or subcontractor is prohibited.

(c)  The Contractor shall have the printing and binding of final approved technical manuals, publications, changes, revisions and amendments thereto, as required under this contract (whether prepared by the Contractor or a subcontractor), printed at Government expense by or through the Defense Automation and Production Service (DAPS)in the Naval District in which the Contractor is located, in accordance with the following general procedures:


(1)  Prior to preparation of materials for printing (photolithographic negatives or camera‑ready copies) by the Contractor or a subcontractor, the Contractor shall make arrangements with the DAPS and with the designated Contract Administration Office for printing and binding which shall include:

    (iii)  Establishment of a schedule for printing, including estimated delivery date to DAPS;


    (iv)  Provisions for furnishing photolithographic negatives or camera‑ready copies and art work in the proper sequence for printing;


    (v)  A check‑off list to verify the printing sequence of text pages and foldouts in the form prescribed by DAPS;


    (vi)  Complete printing instructions, which shall specify colors, if required for specific pages, the trim size, including apron, if required, for each foldout/in or chart, or other unique requirements;


    (vii)  Type of binding (side stitch, perfect bound, saddle stitch, glue bound, tape bound plastic comb/wire bound, loose leaf, screw posts, etc.); and

 (2)  If DAPS exceeds the delivery requirements established in accordance with paragraph (c)(1)(iii), for the item(s) specified, the time shall be extended by an equivalent number of working days, provided that the Contractor requests such extension(s), in writing, to the Contracting Officer and submits with its request sufficient evidence to enable the Contracting Officer to determine the validity of the Contractor's request.

(e)  The Contractor shall not be responsible for the quality, or quality control, of printing performed by DAPS or a printer under contract to DAPS; and, the Government shall reimburse the Contractor for any costs incurred for replacement of material lost or damaged by DAPS or a printer under contract to DAPS.

(b) In cases where parts are so small as not to permit identification marking as provided above, such parts shall be appropriately coded so as to permit ready identification.

(c) REFERENCES TO ARMED SERVICES PROCUREMENT REGULATION OR DEFENSE ACQUISITION REGULATION   All references in this document to either the Armed Services Procurement Regulation (ASPR) or the Defense Acquisition Regulation (DAR) shall be deemed to be references to the appropriate sections of the FAR/DFARS.

(d) NATIONAL STOCK NUMBERS   Whenever the term Federal Item Identification Number and its acronym FIIN or the term Federal Stock Number and its acronym FSN appear in the contract, order or their cited specifications and standards, the terms and acronyms shall be interpreted as National Item Identification Number (NIIN) and National Stock Number (NSN) respectively which shall be defined as follows:

(c)  Effort performed in fulfilling the total level of effort obligations specified above shall only include effort performed in direct support of this contract and shall not include time and effort expended on such things as (local travel to and from an employee's usual work location), uncompensated effort while on travel status, truncated lunch periods, work (actual or inferred) at an employee's residence or other non-work locations (except as provided in paragraph (j) below), or other time and effort which does not have a specific and direct contribution to the tasks described in Sections B and C.

(d)  The level of effort for this contract shall be expended at an average rate of approximately  TBD (Offeror to Fill In) hours per week.  It is understood and agreed that the rate of man-hours per month may fluctuate in pursuit of the technical objective, provided such fluctuation does not result in the use of the total man-hours of effort prior to the expiration of the term hereof, except as provided in the following paragraph.

(e)  If, during the term hereof, the Contractor finds it necessary to accelerate the expenditure of direct labor to such an extent that the total man‑hours of effort specified above would be used prior to the expiration of the term, the Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer in writing setting forth the acceleration required, the probable benefits which would result, and an offer to undertake the acceleration at no increase in the estimated cost or fee together with an offer, setting forth a proposed level of effort, cost breakdown, and proposed fee, for continuation of the work until expiration of the term hereof.  The offer shall provide that the work proposed will be subject to the terms and conditions of this contract and any additions or changes required by then current law, regulations, or directives, and that the offer, with a written notice of acceptance by the Contracting Officer, shall constitute a binding contract. or (ii) subject to the provisions of the clause of this contract entitled "LIMITATION OF COST" (FAR 52.232-20) or "LIMITATION OF COST (FACILITIES)" (FAR 52.232-21), as applicable, require the Contractor to continue to perform the work until the total number of man‑hours of direct labor specified in paragraph (a) above shall have been expended, at no increase in the fee of this contract.

(h)  The Contractor shall provide and maintain an accounting system, acceptable to the Administrative Contracting Officer and the Defense Contract Audit Agency (DCAA), which collects costs incurred and effort (compensated and uncompensated, if any) provided in fulfillment of the level of effort obligations of this contract.  The Contractor shall indicate on each invoice the total level of effort claimed during the period covered by the invoice, separately identifying compensated effort and uncompensated effort, if any.

(i)  Within 45 days after completion of the work under each separately identified period of performance hereunder, the Contractor shall submit the following information in writing to the Contracting Officer with copies to the cognizant Contract Administration Office and to the DCAA office to which vouchers are submitted:  (1) the total number of man‑hours of direct labor expended during the applicable period; (2) a breakdown of this total showing the number of man‑hours expended in each direct labor classification and associated direct and indirect costs; (3) a breakdown of other costs incurred; and (4) the Contractor's estimate of the total allowable cost incurred under the contract for the period.  Within 45 days after completion of the work under the contract, the Contractor shall submit, in addition, in the case of a cost underrun; (5) the amount by which the estimated cost of this contract may be reduced to recover excess funds and, in the case of an underrun in hours specified as the total level of effort; and (6) a calculation of the appropriate fee reduction in accordance with this clause. 52.215-19      NOTIFICATION OF OWNERSHIP CHANGES (OCT 1997)

(a) The Contractor shall make the following notifications in writing:

(1) When the Contractor becomes aware that a change in its ownership has occurred, or is certain to occur, that could result in changes in the valuation of its capitalized assets in the accounting records, the Contractor shall notify the Administrative Contracting Officer (ACO) within 30 days.

(2) The Contractor shall also notify the ACO within 30 days whenever changes to asset valuations or any other cost changes have occurred or are certain to occur as a result of a change in ownership.

(b) The Contractor shall--

(1) Maintain current, accurate, and complete inventory records of assets and their costs;

(2) Provide the ACO or designated representative ready access to the records upon request;

(3) Ensure that all individual and grouped assets, their capitalized values, accumulated depreciation or amortization, and remaining useful lives are identified accurately before and after each of the Contractor's ownership changes; and

(4) Retain and continue to maintain depreciation and amortization schedules based on the asset records maintained before each Contractor ownership change.

The Contractor shall include the substance of this clause in all subcontracts under this contract that meet the applicability requirement of FAR 15.408(k).

(2) The name, function, and activity of each Government individual and Contractor official or employee involved in or knowledgeable about such conduct;

(3) The identification of any documents and the substance of any oral communication involved in such conduct;

(4) In the instance of alleged acceleration of scheduled performance or delivery, the basis upon which it arose;

(5) The particular elements of contract performance for which the Contractor may seek an equitable adjustment under this clause, including--

(i) What contract line items have been or may be affected by the alleged change;

(ii) What labor or materials or both have been or may be added, deleted, or wasted by the alleged change;

(iii) To the extent practicable, what delay and disruption in the manner and sequence of performance and effect on continued performance have been or may be caused by the alleged change;

(iv) What adjustments to contract price, delivery schedule, and other provisions affected by the alleged change are estimated; and

(6) The Contractor's estimate of the time by which the Government must respond to the Contractor's notice to minimize cost, delay or disruption of performance.

(c) Continued performance.  Following submission of the notice required by (b) above, the Contractor shall diligently continue performance of this contract to the maximum extent possible in accordance with its terms and conditions as construed by the Contractor, unless the notice reports a direction of the Contracting Officer or a communication from a SAR of the Contracting Officer, in either of which events the Contractor shall continue performance; provided, however, that if the Contractor regards the direction or communication as a change as described in (b) above, notice shall be given in the manner provided.  All directions, communications, interpretations, orders and similar actions of the SAR shall be reduced to writing and copies furnished to the Contractor and to the Contracting Officer.  The Contracting Officer shall countermand any action which exceeds the authority of the SAR.

(d) Government response.  The Contracting Officer shall promptly, within       calendar days after receipt of notice, respond to the notice in writing.  In responding, the Contracting Officer shall either--

(1) Confirm that the conduct of which the Contractor gave notice constitutes a change and when necessary direct the mode of further performance;

(2) Countermand any communication regarded as a change;

(3) Deny that the conduct of which the Contractor gave notice constitutes a change and when necessary direct the mode of further performance; or

(4) In the event the Contractor's notice information is inadequate to make a decision under (1), (2), or (3) above, advise the Contractor what additional information is required, and establish the date by which it should be furnished and the date thereafter by which the Government will respond.

(e) Equitable adjustments.

(1) If the Contracting Officer confirms that Government conduct effected a change as alleged by the Contractor, and the conduct causes an increase or decrease in the Contractor's cost of, or the time required for, performance of any part of the work under this contract, whether changed or not changed by such conduct, an equitable adjustment shall be made--

(i) In the contract price or delivery schedule or both; and

(ii) In such other provisions of the contract as may be affected.

(2) The contract shall be modified in writing accordingly.  In the case of drawings, designs or specifications which are defective and for which the Government is responsible, the equitable adjustment shall include the cost and time extension for delay reasonably incurred by the Contractor in attempting to comply with the defective drawings, designs or specifications before the Contractor identified, or reasonably should have identified, such defect.  When the cost of property made obsolete or excess as a result of a change confirmed by the Contracting Officer under this clause is included in the equitable adjustment, the Contracting Officer shall have the right to prescribe the manner of disposition of the property.  The equitable adjustment shall not include increased costs or time extensions for delay resulting from the Contractor's failure to provide notice or to continue performance as provided, respectively, in (b) and (c) above.

Note:  The phrases “contract price” and “cost” wherever they appear in the clause, may be appropriately modified to apply to cost-reimbursement or incentive contracts, or to combinations thereof.

(2) Under 15 U.S.C. 645(d), any person who misrepresents a firm's status as a business concern that is small, HUBZone small, small disadvantaged, service-disabled veteran-owned small, economically disadvantaged women-owned small, or women-owned small eligible under the WOSB Program in order to obtain a contract to be awarded under the preference programs established pursuant to section 8, 9, 15, 31, and 36 of the Small Business Act or any other provision of Federal law that specifically references section 8(d) for a definition of program eligibility, shall—

(i) Be punished by imposition of fine, imprisonment, or both; 

(ii) Be subject to administrative remedies, including suspension and debarment; and 

(iii) Be ineligible for participation in programs conducted under the authority of the Act.

SECTION L INSTRUCTIONS TO OFFERORS

I. GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS

The Government will evaluate each Offeror's understanding of the Government's requirements and ability to perform the work on the basis of its proposal and in accordance with this RFP. It is the Offeror's responsibility to provide information and evidence that clearly demonstrates its ability to satisfactorily respond to the solicitation requirements.

It is the Offeror’s responsibility to check the web site for any such information.

Although legible, neat, orderly, and comprehensive proposal(s) are required, elaborate brochures or other presentations beyond that sufficient to present a complete and effective explanation are not desired. Elaborate artwork, expensive visual or other presentation aids are neither necessary nor desired. The Proposal shall contain all the pertinent information in sufficient detail to permit evaluation. The proposal should be as detailed and complete as to clearly demonstrate that the Offeror has a thorough comprehension of all technical and other requirements. If an Offeror fails to comply with requirements of proposal content its proposal may be downgraded for failure to follow instructions.  

Each Offeror must submit an offer/proposal and other written information in strict accordance with these instructions.

When evaluating an Offeror, the Government will consider how well the Offeror complied with both the letter and the spirit of these instructions. Offeror shall submit as part of its proposal a written proposed make‑or‑buy program in accordance with the requirements set forth herein.

(a) Definition of Make‑or‑Buy Program: A make‑or‑buy program is that part of each offeror's written plan which identifies the major work efforts, sub‑systems, assemblies, subassemblies, and components to be manufactured, developed, or assembled in its own facilities, and those which will be obtained elsewhere by subcon​tract.  The program shall not include raw materials, commercial products or off‑the‑shelf items unless their potential impact on contract or schedule is critical. (2) Individual employees are to be instructed by the support contractor regarding the sensitivity of the official contract files;

(3) The support contractor performing these services be barred from providing any other supplies and/or services, or competing to do so, to NAVSEA for the period of performance of its contract and for an additional three years thereafter unless otherwise provided by law or regulation; and,

(4) In addition to any other rights the contractor may have, it is a third party beneficiary who has the right of direct action against the support contractor, or any person to whom the support contractor has released or disclosed protected information, for the unauthorized duplication, release, or disclosure of such protected information.

(c) Execution of this contract by the contractor is considered consent to NAVSEA's permitting access to any information, irrespective of restrictive markings or the nature of the information submitted, by its file room management support contractor for the limited purpose of executing its file room support contract responsibilities.

Section M - Evaluation Factors for Award

BASIS FOR AWARD

1.0  General.

The Government will award the contract to the responsible Offeror whose acceptable offer represents the Best Value to the Government.

The Government will only award one contract and will not award partial contracts.

Each Offeror shall submit only one proposal.  The Government will not evaluate alternate proposals.

The Government may conduct a Pre-Award Site Survey as part of this source selection.  Results of any survey will be evaluated to determine each Offeror’s capability to meet the requirements of the solicitation.  Any such survey may also be used to verify statements and representations made in the Offeror’s proposal.

To be eligible for award, Offerors are required to meet all solicitation requirements, including terms and conditions and representations and certifications and to provide all information required by Section L of this solicitation.  Failure to comply with all the solicitation requirements may result in the Offeror being removed from consideration for award.

In accordance with FAR 52.215-1, the Government intends to evaluate proposals and award a contract without discussions with Offerors (except clarifications as described in FAR 15.306(a)). Therefore, the Offeror’s initial proposal should contain the Offeror’s best terms from a cost and technical standpoint. The Government reserves the right to conduct discussions if the Contracting Officer determines them to be necessary. 

1.1  Acceptability of the Offer.  The Government reserves the right to eliminate from competition any proposal determined to be unacceptable.  To be acceptable, the offer must manifest the Offeror’s assent, without exception, to the terms and conditions of the RFP, including attachments.  An “Unsatisfactory” rating for any factor or subfactor may result in the entire proposal being found unacceptable.  Offerors must propose pricing for all base and option line items.

2.0  Technical Evaluation Factors.  The Government will evaluate the Offeror’s proposal in accordance with the factors and subfactors set forth below: 

2.1  FACTOR 1 – Manufacturing, Engineering, and Testing Approach

The Offeror’s response to “Manufacturing, Engineering, and Testing Approach” will be evaluated to determine the Offeror’s capability to satisfy the requirements in the solicitation based on the Offeror’s response in the subfactor areas described below.  The Government will base its evaluation on the Offeror’s response to SECTION L.  The evaluation of each subfactor under the “Manufacturing, Engineering, and Testing Approach” factor shall also include an assessment of risk and shall also consider the potential for disruption of schedule, increased costs, degradation of performance and/or the need for increased Government oversight, as well as the likelihood of unsuccessful contract performance.  For any risk identified, the evaluation will consider the Offeror’s proposed approach (if any) for mitigating those risks.

Subfactor 1.1 – Manufacturing 

The Government will assess the extent to which the Offeror demonstrates the experience, capability, and capacity to produce the manufactured and COTS items that make up the CEC Production systems.  The Government will evaluate the extent to which the Offeror demonstrates the ability to manufacture RF systems.

Subfactor 1.2 – Engineering 

The Government will assess the extent to which the Offeror demonstrates the knowledge and experience needed to conduct an integrated manufacturing engineering effort.  This includes the ability of the proposed Quality Assurance process to ensure CEC Production systems meet the requirements of the Statement of Work and the Technical Data Package, and the ability of the proposed Configuration Management Program to meet the requirements of Section 3.4, Configuration Management Program, of the Statement of Work. In addition Supplemental Information Concerning Restrictions On Technical Data (TD), Computer Software (CS), And Computer Software Documentation (CSD) Associated as well as information provided in the “7017 List,” will be used to determine the impact on the Engineering approach that may be created by restrictions on the Government’s ability to use, release, or disclose the TD, CS, and/or CSD.

Subfactor 1.3 – Testing 

The Government will assess the ability of the proposed test approach to ensure the manufactured and COTS items delivered under this contract meet the requirements of the SOW and the TDP. 

2.2  FACTOR 2 – Facilities 

The Government will assess whether the Offeror has the necessary facilities, capacity, and test capabilities to produce the deliverables required by this contract including the location of, access to, and availability of facilities.  The Government will assess the degree to which the proposal supports the required production throughput and production schedules.

2.3  FACTOR 3 – Management Approach

Subfactor 3.1 – Management Capability 

The Government will assess the degree to which the proposed management approach supports successful delivery of the manufactured and COTS items that make up the CEC Production systems and all contractual requirements.  The Government will assess the degree to which the Offeror’s manufacturing approach ensures it will begin delivery of manufactured and COTS items no later than 18 months after contract award or after exercised options for future orders.

Subfactor 3.2 – Subcontractor Management 

The Government will assess the Contractor’s subcontractor management approach including the ability of the contractor to manage subcontractors and vendors and ensure they provide quality products while meeting the program schedule.

2.4  FACTOR 4 – Past Performance

The Government will assess each Offeror’s and proposed major subcontractors past performance.  Past performance is a measure of the degree to which an Offeror satisfied its customers in the past and complied with the statement of work, contract schedule and contract terms and conditions.  Past performance is also a measure of the risk of performance associated with the Offeror.  

The Government will assess the Offeror’s past performance in the areas of:

1. Quality of Product or Service

2. Schedule

3. Business Relations

4. Management of Key Personnel

The Government may base its judgment about the quality of an Offeror’s past performance on:

1. Records of objective measurements and subjective ratings of specified performance attributes, if available, and

2. Statements about the quality of specific aspects of an Offeror’s performance, or about the quality of an Offeror’s overall performance.

The Government may solicit information from an Offeror’s customers and business associates; Federal, state and local government agencies; and from other persons and organizations.  The Government reserves the right to limit the number of references it decides to contact and to contact references other than those provided by the Offeror.  The evaluation will take in account the same type of information regarding significant subcontractors proposed in the Offeror’s proposal.

Offerors that have no record of past performance (i.e., new businesses) must submit a signed and dated statement to that effect.  If an offer submits a certification statement and the Government has no information available regarding the Offeror’s past performance, that Offeror will receive a neutral rating (i.e., the Offeror is evaluated neither favorably nor unfavorably) for past performance.  A prime or significant subcontractor that does not provide any contract reference information will receive a neutral rating for past performance.  Furthermore, if Offeror’s (prime and significant subcontractors) provide contract reference information that is not relevant and current as defined in Section L, the Offeror will receive a neutral past performance rating for those contracts.

The Government will assess the Offeror’s and the Offeror’s proposed major subcontractors’ performance on previous contracts similar to the work required herein.  Assessment of the Offeror’s past performance will be one means of evaluating the credibility of the Offeror’s proposal and relative capability to meet performance requirements.  The Government’s evaluation of Past Performance will consist of a review to determine, among other areas, the Offeror’s quality of product or service, cost management/cost control, timeliness of performance, management, and customer relations/customer satisfaction.

Offerors are advised that in evaluating an Offeror’s past performance, the Government may, in its sole discretion, consider information from sources outside the Offeror’s proposal.  For example, the Government may consider information based on its own experience with the Offeror and/or may contact the parties for whom the Offeror performed contracts and consider their response when evaluating the Offeror’s proposal.  The Government intends to review Contractor Performance Assessment Reporting System (CPARS) ratings on relevant contracts and may also consider Past Performance Information Retrieval System (PPIRS) ratings, regulatory agency databases, past performance questionnaires, information submitted by each Offeror with its proposal, and other existing past performance information contained in either local or other supervisor files, or from other Government sources or non-Government sources.  General trends in a contractor’s performance will also be considered.

The assessment of the Offeror’s Past Performance is one of the factors used for evaluating the Offeror’s ability to successfully perform the requirements set forth in this RFP, as well as to determine the Offeror’s performance risk for the subject solicitation.  Such consideration is separate and distinct from the Contracting Officer’s responsibility determination under FAR Part 9.  The Government reserves the right to contact references provided by the Offeror and otherwise verify statements and representations made in the Offeror’s proposal but reserves the right not to contact all references.  In case of an Offeror without a record of relevant past performance or for whom information on past performance is not available the Offeror will not be evaluated favorably or unfavorably on past performance in accordance with FAR 15.305.

Evaluations will be based on the Navy’s determination of the quality of the contractor’s performance on the listed contracts.  Quality of past performance will be determined based on information provided by the Offeror, including information received by contract POCs, and information gathered from other resources.  Greatest value will be given to those responses which demonstrate relevant past performance.  In determining the relevancy of past performance data, the Government will give greater consideration to contracts that involved the description of work similar to  the CEC Production systems  in terms of technology, type of effort (manufacturing, fabrication, assembly, and testing), contract scope, schedule and risk.

3.0  DETERMINATION OF EVALUATED PRICE/COST
The information presented in the Cost/Price Proposal will be evaluated by the Government to determine (i) the extent to which the Offeror understands the Government’s requirements and (ii) what the Government should realistically expect to pay for the Offeror’s performance should the Offeror receive the award. The Government will consider both price/cost reasonableness and cost realism of the Offeror’s proposal. The quality of the price/cost evaluation will be affected by the quality of the Offeror’s submission and supporting price/cost data. Poor or inadequate supporting price/cost data may negatively impact the Government’s price/cost evaluation of the Offeror. 

In evaluating offers, the Government will calculate a Total Evaluated Price (TEP) for Fixed-Price-Incentive Fee (FFP) CLINs and a Total Evaluated Cost (TEC) for Cost type CLINs using the following evaluation methods:
3.1  Evaluation of Hardware – Items 0001-0023, 1001-1023, 2001-2023, 3001-3023, and 4001-4023.
3.1.1  The Government will perform a detailed review and evaluation of each Offeror's pricing proposal to assess and evaluate the reasonableness of the offeror's proposed prices for those CLINS that are designated as Fixed-Price Incentive Fee.  The Government will evaluate the reasonableness of these prices by considering the Offeror's proposed price in light of data available to the Contracting Officer, including the relationship of such proposed prices to the effort described in the Offeror's technical proposal, and Government estimates.  The Offeror’s price proposal will be evaluated for reasonableness of the proposed price based on the requirements of the RFP and the Offeror’s understanding of the scope of the work.  
3.1.2  For those items with step-ladder quantities - CLINs 0001-0023, 1001-1023, 2001-2023, 3001-3023, and 4001-4023 the Government will use a predetermined (but not disclosed to offerors) quantity within the range of step ladder quantities to be evaluated for each such CLIN and will evaluate that quantity including the fully burdened unit price.  For Example:

Evaluated Price = Unit Price x Predetermined Quantity

If the predetermined quantity is ninety (90) units, then the evaluated price of CLIN 0001 in this example would be:


Evaluated Price = $95 x 90 = $8,550
Therefore, $8,550 would be used in the evaluation of the price of CLIN 0001 for the step-ladder quantities.
3.1.3  On the basis of the above analysis, the Government will calculate an “Estimated Final Price to the Government” for CLINS provided, however, that such Estimated Final Price to the Government shall not exceed the Offeror’s proposed total Ceiling Price nor the maximum ceiling amount as stated in Section B for each CLIN.  The “Estimated Final Price to the Government” will be used in the calculation of the TEP. 

3.2  Evaluation of Other Direct Costs (ODC) – CLINs 0027, 1027, 2027, 3027, and 4027
ODCs will be evaluated as a not-to-exceed amount within the TEP.  Offerors should not bid on these CLINS.  

3.3  Evaluation of Engineering Support Services – CLINs 0024, 1024, 2024, 3024, and 4024,

Using the offeror’s proposed cost summary, the Government will calculate the cost to be used in the evaluation of each CLIN as follows: 

Step 1) multiply the fully burdened  labor rate per hour (not including Cost of Money (COM) or fee) for each CLIN by 2000 hours resulting in a Government evaluated cost,

Step 2) multiply the Government evaluated cost (from step 1) by the offered Fee Percentage to arrive at the Government evaluated fee, and 

Step 3) add the Government evaluated cost (step 1) and offered fee percentage (step 2) to arrive at the Government estimated price.  

Steps 1-3 will be followed for CLINs 0016, 1016, 2014, 3014, and 4009.  Proposed costs may be adjusted for cost realism purposes.   For cost type CLINs only, the government will conduct a cost realism analysis to determine the probable cost of performance of those CLINs.  The probable cost will be determined by adjusting each offeror’s proposed cost to reflect any additions or reductions in cost elements to realistic levels based on the results of the cost realism analysis.   This amount will be used in the calculation of the TEC.  All Government calculations will be rounded to the nearest whole dollar.

For example, if the fully burdened labor rate = $100/hour:

Step 1) The Government evaluated cost = $100/hour * 2000 hours = $200,000

The offered fee percentage = 8%

Step 2) The Government evaluated fee = $200,000 * 8% = $16,000

Step 3) The Government evaluated price = $200,000 + $16,000= $216,000

In this example, the amount used in the calculation of the TEP would be $216,000. 

3.4  Evaluation of Data – CLINs 0026, 1026, 2026, 3026, and 4026 

Data CLINs, are not separately priced and will not be evaluated separately for cost reasonableness and cost realism.

Costs for Data CLINs are not separately priced and will be included in and evaluated as part of the requiring CLINs.

3.5  Adjustment for use of Government Property

Consistent with FAR 45.202 the Government shall adjust any offer by applying, for evaluation purposes only, a rental equivalent evaluation factor to eliminate any competitive advantage accruing to a contractor possessing and proposing to use Government production and research property. A rental equivalent evaluation factor will be applied to an Offeror’s proposed price/cost. Offeror’s are required to submit with their offers, when seeking to rely on the use of Government production and research property, the following: 

1. A list or description of all Government property that the Offeror or its subcontractors propose to use on a rent free basis. The list shall identify the accountable contract under which the property is held and the authorization for its use (from the contracting officer having cognizance of the property); 

2. The dates during which the property will be available for use (including the first, last, and all intervening months) and, for any property that will be used concurrently in performing two or more contracts, the amounts of the respective uses in sufficient detail to support prorating the rent;

3. The amount of rent that would otherwise be charged in accordance with FAR 52.245-9, Use and Charges. The Government reserves the right to arrive at and use a different rental equivalent factor than that which an Offeror is required to submit pursuant to entry (3) immediately above. Be advised, the contractor shall be responsible for all costs related to making the property available for use, such as payment of all transportation, installation or rehabilitation costs."

3.6  Adjustment for Software/Technical Data Rights
Any TEP arrived at by the Government will also include any price adjustment that may be made because of an Offeror’s proposed software and technical data rights, as discussed in the paragraphs to follow. That is, any Offeror proposing the delivery of technical data and computer software with other than Government Purpose Rights (GPR) will have added to its proposed price for the aforementioned CLINs, either a price adjustment factor as described below or the amount of any license option rights, or some combination thereof as may be appropriate. Unless specifically excluded, the Government will assume that the option price to purchase GPR or other sufficient license rights is included within the proposed prices for hardware CLINs.  

As part of the TEP, the Government will consider the impact of unfavorable technical and software license rights according to the Government desires set forth in the Data Rights in Section L, Volume I - Offer. The TEP will be increased, as necessary, to include the amount resulting from a ten percent (10.0%) increase to the Offeror’s TEP (as determined in the paragraph immediately below) or the Offeror’s option price to purchase GPR or other sufficient license rights, or some combination thereof as may be appropriate.   
It is assumed that any item of Technical Data (TD) that is delivered with less than GPR or other sufficient license will increase the approximate cost, per system, of repairing and maintaining the system, item or component to which the TD pertains by ten percent (10%) over the lifetime of any resultant system. It is further assumed that any item of Computer Software (CS) or Computer Software Documentation (CSD) that is delivered with less than GPR or other sufficient license will increase the approximate cost, per system, of maintaining the relevant CS by ten percent (10%). The amount resulting from the ten percent (10%) increase will be included in the TEP of any applicable CLINs. To the extent the Offeror has provided information to assist the Government in making an accurate estimate of such costs the ten (10%) percent factor may be discounted.

Additionally, the Government will add a rental equivalent evaluation factor determined in accordance with the clause at 52.245-9, Use and Charges, to any offer that includes the use of Government property for production or testing. The decision to use any or all of the price/cost adjustment factors shall be at the sole discretion of the Government when evaluating TEP.  A price analysis evaluation will be performed by the Government in order to compute the TEP that would be, in the judgment of the Government, incurred in the course of performance. 

3.7  TOTAL EVALUATED PRICE/COST (TEP/C)

The TEP/C will be the sum of the following CLINs:  CLINs 0001- 0024, 0026, 1027, 1001- 1024, 1026, 1027, 2001- 2024, 2026, 2027,3001-3024, 3026, 3027, 4001 – 4024, 4026, and 4027.  The TEP/C will be calculated by adding the TEP of the FPIF and the TEC of the CPFF and Cost only CLINs as follows:

4.0  BEST VALUE DETERMINATION
4. 1  Relative Importance of Factors and Subfactors

Factors 1-4 are listed in order of importance, with Factor 1 being the most important factor.  Within Factor 1, Subfactors 1.1-1.3 are listed in order of importance, with Subfactor 1.1 being the most important subfactor.  Within Factor 3, Subfactors 3.1-3.2 are listed in order of importance, with Subfactor 3.1 being the most important subfactor.

Factors 1-4, when combined, are more important than the Government Total Evaluated Cost/Price.  However, the importance of the Government Total Evaluated Cost/Price as an evaluation factor will increase with the degree of equality in overall technical merit of competing proposals, under the non-cost/price factors.  A proposal need not include all of the attributes of the rating definitions defined below in order to be eligible for the rating adjectives specified.  

4.2 Ratings

The Government will evaluate the non-cost factors and subfactors for strengths and weaknesses, cross impact, deficiencies, and risk.  The information sought by the Navy for each factor and subfactor is detailed in Section L of this RFP.  Each factor and subfactor will be assigned an adjectival rating as follows:

Outstanding: An outstanding proposal is characterized as follows:

Meets requirements and indicates an exceptional approach and understanding of requirements.  The proposal contains multiple strengths and no deficiencies.  

Good: A good proposal is characterized as follows:

Meets requirements and indicates a thorough approach and understanding of the requirements.  The proposal contains at least one strength and no deficiencies.  

Acceptable: An acceptable proposal is characterized as follows:

Meets requirements and indicates and adequate approach and understanding of the requirements.  The proposal has no deficiencies.  Strengths, if any, are offset by weaknesses.  

Marginal: A marginal proposal is characterized as follows:

The proposal does not clearly meet requirements and has not demonstrated an adequate approach and understanding of the requirements.  

Unacceptable: An unacceptable proposal is characterized as follows:

Does not meet requirements and contains one or more deficiencies and is unawardable.  

PAST PERFORMANCE FACTOR:  

Relevancy Ratings

Very Relevant:  Very relevant present/past performance effort is characterized as follows: 

Present/past performance effort involved essentially the same scope and magnitude of effort and complexities this solicitation requires.  

Relevant: Relevant present/past performance effort is characterized as follows:

Present/past performance effort involved similar scope and magnitude of effort and complexities this solicitation requires.  

Somewhat relevant: Somewhat relevant present/past performance effort is characterized as follows:

Present/past performance effort involved some of the scope and magnitude of effort and complexities this solicitation requires.  

Not Relevant: Non-relevant present/past performance effort is characterized as follows:

Present/past performance effort involved little or none of the scope and magnitude of effort and complexities this solicitation requires.
Performance Confidence Ratings

Substantial Confidence 

Based on the offeror’s recent/relevant performance record, the Government has a high expectation that the offeror will successfully perform the required effort.

Satisfactory Confidence 

Based on the offeror’s recent/relevant performance record, the Government has a reasonable expectation that the offeror will successfully perform the required effort.

Limited Confidence 

Based on the offeror’s recent/relevant performance record, the Government has a low expectation that the offeror will successfully perform the required effort.

No Confidence 

Based on the offeror’s recent/relevant performance record, the Government has no expectation that the offeror will be able to successfully perform the required effort.

Unknown Confidence (Neutral)

 No recent/relevant performance record is available or the offeror’s performance record is so sparse that no meaningful confidence assessment rating can be reasonably assigned.

4.3  Source Selection Decision

The Government intends to award a contract to the responsible Offeror whose proposal represents the best value to the Government after evaluation in accordance with the factors in the solicitation. The best value proposal will be selected using a tradeoff process, as defined in FAR 15.101-1, which permits tradeoffs among cost/price and non-cost/price factors. Accordingly, the Government may accept other than the lowest cost/price proposal where the perceived benefits of the higher cost/price proposal merit the additional cost/price. Conversely, the Government may select lower cost/price, lower rated proposal if the Government determines that the premium associated with the higher-rated proposal is not justified. In making the best value determination, the Government will consider technical merit (i.e. all non-price factors) to be more important than the Government Total Evaluated Cost/Price. However, the importance of Government Total Evaluated Cost/Price as an evaluation factor will increase with the degree of equality in overall technical merit of competing proposals, under the non-cost/price factors.

EVALUATION OF PREVIOUSLY APPROVED SINGLE PROCESS INITIATIVE (NAVSEA) (NOV 1996)PRIVATE 

Previously approved Single Process Initiative (SPI) processes will be evaluated under the source selection criteria of the RFP.  If the successful offeror has previously approved SPI processes in the proposal, those SPI processes will be incorporated into the contract upon award.

USE OF PAST PERFORMANCE INFORMATION RETRIEVAL SYSTEM – STATISTICAL REPORTING (PPIRS-SR) IN PAST PERFORMANCE EVALUATION (NAVSEA) (SEP 2009)

(a)  Each offeror’s past performance shall be evaluated in accordance with FAR 13.106-2 or 15.305(a)(2), as applicable.  The Department of Defense (DOD) has authorized use of PPIRS-SR for use by DOD activities during the acquisition of supplies and services.  For purposes of this solicitation, contractor past performance will be based on data from PPIRS-SR.  The offeror’s quality and delivery classifications from PPIRS-SR will be used in conjunction with the offeror’s references, the criteria in FAR 13.106-2 or 15.305(a)(2), as applicable, and other provisions of this solicitation.

(b)  The purpose of PPIRS-SR is to provide source selection officials with quantifiable past performance information regarding delivery and quality.  This information is collected form existing DOD reporting systems during the source selection process.

(c)  Quality: PPIRS-SR collects quantifiable quality data from existing systems and uses that data to classify supplier performance by Federal Supply code or federal Services Code (FSA group).  Based on comparisons among suppliers in a specific FSC group, PPIRS-SR sorts suppliers into color ratings representing the supplier’s overall quality performance based on the following indices:


Color

Position


Dark Blue
Top 5% of suppliers in FSC group


Purple

Next 10% of suppliers in FSC group


Green

Next 70% of suppliers in FSC group


Yellow

Next 10% of suppliers in FSC group


Red

Bottom 5% of suppliers in FSC group

(Note: if all supplier ratings for a specific FSC group are equal, all suppliers with that group will be classified green.  Suppliers with no history in PPIRS-SR will be displayed without a rating and, for evaluation, receive a neutral rating.)

(d)  Delivery: supplier deliver past performance is classified in PPIRS-SR by the suppliers percentage of on-time deliveries.  On-time deliveries are calculated using the number of line items delivered and a weighting factor reflecting the length of time a delivery was overdue.

(e)  PPIRS-SR classifications are determined monthly for each supplier and can be reviewed at http://www.ppirs.gov/.  
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
