1.  The MK 41 Vertical Launching System (VLS) Technical Data Package (TDP) for Reference (a) will not be provided until each individual contractor employee requiring access to the TDP signs and certifies compliance with the attached Non-Disclosure Agreement (NDA).  Each NDA signed by individual company employees shall be endorsed by an authorized company representative. The NDA also contains a requirement to certify that each individual accessing the TDP is a US Citizen and that the MK 41 VLS TDP will be handled in accordance with the Arms Export Control Act. 

2.  The Navy requires each person accessing the MK 41 VLS TDP to sign the attached NDA.  Upon endorsement of the attached NDA, the document should be scanned and returned via e-mail to Mr. David Lubrano, SEA 02531, at david.lubrano@navy.mil.  Upon receipt of the signed NDA and approval of the MK 41 VLS TDP request, the MK 41 VLS TDP CD will be furnished in accordance the conditions cited in the NDA.

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REQUESTOR MUST COMPLETE AND SUBMIT THE BELOW FORM TO THE CONTRACTING OFFICER VIA E-MAIL.  THE UNITED STATES (US) GOVERNMENT WILL NOT DISTRIBUTE GOVERNMENT FURNISHED INFORMATION UNTIL IT HAS RECEIVED A COMPLETED FORM FROM THE REQUESTOR.

The undersigned, _______________, an employee agent of ________________________________, (which are both hereinafter referred to as the “Recipient”) requests the US Government to provide the Recipient with access to the MK 41 Vertical Launching System (VLS) Technical Data Package (TDP) and associated documentation.  As the signatory of this document, the Recipient is responsible for handling the MK 41 VLS TDP and associated documentation in accordance with (IAW) the conditions outlined in this Non-Disclosure Agreement (NDA).  In consideration for receiving the TDP, the Recipient agrees to utilize, handle and control the TDP strictly in accordance with this Agreement:

(1) The Recipient shall—
  
	(a) Use, perform, or display the MK 41 VLS TDP and associated documentation only for US Government purposes and shall not do so for any commercial purpose.  The Recipient may not use the MK 41 VLS TDP and associated documentation for any purpose other than preparing a proposal in response to RFP N00024-13-R-5332.  The Recipient shall not release or disclose this Data to any third party, including any individuals within the aforementioned company who have not signed a NDA. 

	(b) Acknowledge that the MK 41 VLS TDP and associated documentation will be furnished upon the condition that it or knowledge of its possession will not be released without specific authority of the Department of the Navy of the United States; that it will not be used for other than military purposes; and, that the information will be handled in accordance with the markings of the MK 41 VLS TDP and the terms of this NDA.
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	(c) Acknowledge that the MK 41 VLS TDP and associated documentation contain technical data of which export is restricted by the Arms Export Control Act (Title 22 USC SEC 2751 et seq.) and certify that the TDP will be handled IAW the Arms Export Control Act.  Understand that violation(s) of these export laws are subject to severe criminal penalties.  

	(d)  Certify that additional copies (either paper or electronic) of the US Government provided TDP and associated documentation will not be made, except as prescribed in paragraph (e) below.
  
	(e) Certify that the TDP and associated documentation shall only be downloaded onto the Recipient’s Electronic Device (ED), secure and independent Local Area Network (LAN), or secure and independent Integrated Digital Environment (IDE) and shall be completely isolated from the internet.  For purposes of this paragraph, secure and independent is defined as having the ED, LAN, or IDE securely and physically isolated from other LANs/IDEs within the Recipient and only allowing access by a person(s) with a valid need to know for proposal preparation purposes who have signed this NDA.

	(f)  Certify that he/she is a US Citizen.
	
(2) The Recipient agrees to adopt or establish operating procedures and physical security measures designed to protect these Data from inadvertent release or disclosure to unauthorized third parties.  Procedures include ensuring the TDP and associated documentation are numbered for accountability and will be verified and logged for check-in.  
  
(3) The Recipient agrees to accept the MK 41 VLS TDP and associated documentation “as is” without any US Government representation as to suitability for intended use or warranty whatsoever.  
  
(4) If awarded a contract, the Recipient may retain the CD copy of the MK 41 VLS TDP and associated documentation for the period of contract performance. Within 10 days of contract completion the Recipient agrees to return the CD copy of the MK 41 VLS TDP to the Navy per the instructions provided below.  If not awarded a contract, the Recipient agrees to return (via the authorized company representative) the CD copy of the MK 41 VLS TDP and associated documentation to the Navy no later than 10 calendar days after notification of contract award or from the date of RFP cancellation (in the event the solicitation is formally cancelled). (5) If awarded a contract, the Recipient may retain all TDP data files for the period of contract performance. Within 10 days of contract completion the Recipient agrees to permanently delete and remove all TDP data downloaded to any and all EDs, LANs and IDEs.  If not awarded a contract, the Recipient agrees to permanently delete and remove all TDP data downloaded to any and all EDs, LANs and IDEs, no later than 10 calendar days after notification of contract award or from the date of RFP cancellation. In the event the Recipient elects not to propose on solicitation N00024-13-R-5332, the Recipient shall return the TDP to the aforementioned address above in paragraph (4) and permanently delete and remove all TDP data downloaded to any and all EDs, LANs and IDEs, no later than 10 calendar days after solicitation N00024-13-R-5332 closes.

The authorized company representative shall certify in writing, the return of the TDP and destruction of all TDP data as prescribed in paragraph (5) above within 10 calendar days of notification of contract award or from the date of RFP cancelation. In the event the Recipient elects not to propose on solicitation N00024-13-R-5332, the authorized company representative shall certify in writing, the return of the TDP and destruction of all TDP data as prescribed in paragraph (5) above within 10 calendar days after N00024-13-R-5332 closes.

(7) If not awarded a contract, this NDA shall be effective for the period commencing with the Recipient's execution of this Agreement and ending upon notification of contract award or from the date of RFP cancellation (in the event the solicitation is formally cancelled). The obligations imposed by this Agreement shall survive the expiration or termination of the Agreement.
