2.	Nature/Description of the action:

[bookmark: OLE_LINK3][bookmark: OLE_LINK4]This brand name justification and approval is for the acquisition and modification of a existing Power Solution, Cooling  Solution, and Hot Isle Containment System manufacturer by American Power Conversion (APC) | MGE Corporation. The existing Hot Isle Containment System requires modification in support of new High Performance Computing (HPC) hardware which will be replacing obsolete hardware.  NPS is scheduled to replace the new HPC hardware on or about the 20 June 2011 and requires the modification of the Hot Isle Containment System to support the new HPC hardware. When completed this system will be the new shared Naval Postgraduate School Research Hybrid  Cluster System and will provide the Naval Postgraduate School with High Performance Numerical Research Computing as well as  supporting future expansion of Computer Center functions to Enterprise Clustering. 
3. Description of supplies/services:

As stated above, this procurement is for the environmental infrastructural support of new HPC hardware. The new HPC hardware is comprised of densely packed HPC components that require state-of-the-art Cooling and Power Solutions designed by APC to provide the required cooling and power distribution. An integral part of the environmental design is the Hot Isle Containment System which regulates an optimum temperature range for the Hybrid Cluster System.  This is a turn key system provided by APC which also includes a 3 year warranty, computing automated environmental monitoring of the system, and  direct support for hardware / software issues. The system is monitored by an internal APC environmental network and is accessible remotely.  This is the migrating upgrade to new technology and will replace existing equipment necessary to provide the foundation for essential services and research at the Naval Postgraduate School.  


4. Identification of Statutory Authority:	

10 U.S.C. 2304 (c)(1) – Only one source and no other supplies or services will satisfy agency requirements.

5. Demonstration of Contractor’s Unique Qualifications:
