2. Nature/Description of the action:
This brand name justification and approval is for the Defense Language Institute (DLI)  IT Systems Support (Infrastructure Requirements) at NPS. Part of this installation requires the purchase of  APC racks and Power Distribution Units (PDUs). The APC racks (Model : AR3100 w/ PDU mounts) and APC PDUs (Model : AP8865) are an integral part of  the Power Infrastructure  and are the only brand of PDU that will annunciate to ITACS APC ISX Manager (Infra StruXure Central on a private network) that monitors load and power distribution (Contractor will supply through APC a InfraStruXure Central, 25 Node License to monitor APC PDUs (APC P/N: AP9525)).  ITACS Data Center is currently under equipment virtualization resulting in reconfiguration and replacement  of equipment racks. This procurement is directly in line with moving towards a Energy Efficient Green Solution for ITACS Data Center. One means of moving towards a Green Solution is the standardization of equipment racks. The procurement of DLI racks fits into the Data Center’s reconfiguration  by evenly distributing  equipment KW cooling loads in the NPS Data Center. Balanced cooling and proper power distribution ensures maximum performance and minimal equipment downtimes.  Additional work will be required in the ITACS UPS Room (In-137).  Due to the increase load on the Data Center’s UPS, the Contactor shall supply a APC Model: Symmetra PX 25KW Power Module (APC P/N: SYPM25KD) and additional UPS batteries and enclosure. This is required for non-interruption of service when transferring to and from emergency power.  This procurement will provide a solid infrastructure  foundation for DLI IT equipment  in the NPS Data Center.
3. Description of supplies/services:
As stated above, this procurement is for the Defense Language Institute (DLI)  IT Systems Support (Infrastructure Requirements) at NPS. Procurement and Installation of the following Make and Model parts is required for the installation:

This is part of the turn key procurement as stated in the Statement of Work (SOW).  All equipment procured from APC carries a 3 year warranty.  As stated, the APC PDUs are connected and monitored  on a APC private network, to a computer automated environmental monitoring  system (ISX Manager (Infra StruXure Central)),  and is accessible remotely for maintenance checks and  power load monitoring.  This technology ensures that all equipment loads are within acceptable  operating range and promotes  the foundation for essential services for DLI IT at the Naval Postgraduate School.  

4. Identification of Statutory Authority:


10 U.S.C. 2304 (c)(1) – Only one source and no other supplies or services will satisfy agency requirements.

5. Demonstration of Contractor’s Unique Qualifications:
(a) Pursuant to FAR 6.302-1(c), an acquisition that uses a brand name description or other purchase description to specify a particular brand name, product, or feature of a product, peculiar to one manufacturer does not provide for full and open competition regardless of the number of sources solicited.  It shall be justified and approved in accordance with FAR 6.303 and 6.304.

(b) This requirement is an expansion of the of NPS current APC UPS system. Procurement of another system would result in duplication of costs and disruption of current systems.   

(c) The use of a brand name description in this acquisition is essential to the Government’s requirements, thereby precluding consideration of a product manufactured by another company.  The hardware is manufactured by APC | MGE for the purpose of providing Environmental Infrastructure (Cooling and Power Solutions) to for Data Center Systems.

6. Government wide Point of Entry Notice/potential source:

The proposed contract will be synopsizes in accordance with FAR 5.101(a)(1) and posted at the Government wide Point of Entry.

7. Determination of fair and reasonable costs:
This acquisition is being conducted in accordance with the provisions of FAR Part 13 limited to all small business concerns.  All applicable procurement regulations will be followed.  The Contracting Officer will determine the prices to be fair and reasonable at time of award.

8. Description of market survey:
APC | MGE  power and cooling equipments are available for purchase in support of providing cooling and power solutions to computer manufactures.  DLI IT is purchasing new hardware for installation in APC racks located in the NPS Data Center. We  have performed extensive market research and found two locations that have the same equipment. Both are using APC | MGE environmental infrastructure solutions.
