The services under this requirement will be conducted for both USFF Command, Norfolk VA and Pacific Fleet, Hawaii.  Training conducted on Fleet range complexes ensure USFF and Pacific Fleet forces are mission ready to support operational requirements throughout the world.  These services will provide comprehensive operational and environmental support for fleet training range complexes and operations while meeting the Fleet Response Plan and the Fleet Response Training Plan requirements and adhering to governmental environmental laws, acts, statues, and policies.  The organizational schema for delivering this support include:

Program Coordination.  Program Coordination includes management, coordination, and facilitation of environmental and natural resources planning; management coordination, and facilitation of compliance documentation and programs for range complexes, major exercises, and other events; review and determination of the impact of other related facility and operational planning efforts. Contractor personnel must seamlessly compliment/provide direct program coordination support to fleet environmental staff in the performance of:
· Program analysis, oversight, and reporting.
· Environmental impact statement (EIS) document review.
· Environmental assessment (EA) document review.
· Review of related environmental documents developed and/or prepared by outside contractors or subcontractors.
· Operational Range Clearance program coordination
· Commander Naval Air Force environmental and encroachment support
Range Complex Sustainment Support (RCSS). RCSS requires manpower and/or expertise to implement the Range Complex Management Plan and support sustainment responsibilities. RCSS was established to supplement range management offices support of range sustainment initiatives. The RCSS addresses operational training, testing, and environmental requirements of the Tactical Training Theater Assessment and Planning (TAP) program and other efforts, i.e., major exercises. Under RCSS, USFF established the Range Complex Support Team (RCST) and PACFLT the Range Complex Sustainment Coordinators (RCSC).
Range Complex Support Team (RCST). The RCST provides headquarters-level range sustainment program strategic planning, development, coordination, and oversight.  It also provides local level operational, environmental/information management expertise and support directly to commands responsible for range sustainment. Incumbents must work as a team reporting directly to USFF/PACFLT, and directly to charged commands. The RCST must support the following range complexes:

Range Complex Sustainment Coordination Support (RCSC). The RCSC provides operational, environmental, information management expertise and support (on-site) at range complexes. Responsibilities may include, but are not limited to, implementation of RCMP recommendations, supporting operational training, and testing of environmental planning efforts.  Contractor support is provided directly to charged range commands.  RCSC contractor staff support the following range complexes:
· Southern California Range Complex.
· El Centro Range Complex.
· Fallon Range Training Complex.
· Northwest Training Range Complex.
· Hawaii Range Complex.
· Mariana Islands Range Complex.
· Japan & Okinawa Range Complex.

The period of performance for this requirement is anticipated to be for five years, consisting of a base period of performance of one year with four, 1 year option periods.

The North American Industry Classification Standard (NAICS) Code for this requirement is 541620, Environmental Services.

The objective of this sources sought notification is to assist the NAVSUP WSS’s Contracting Officer’s determination of the market base to facilitate a decision regarding acquisition strategy (set-aside, unrestricted, or limited source).
