2. Nature/Description of the action for the Naval shipyards:

This limited source justification and approval is for the negotiation and issuance of a delivery order to acquire ATICTS Software Technical, Training and Maintenance Support. The resultant order will be a Firm Fixed Price delivery via FAR 8.4, Federal Supply Schedules. 

3. Description of the supplies/services:

The procurement is for annual support for ATICTS/D3/Flashconnect SW, Technical, Training and Maintenance Support.  This support is for 62 users at Cherry Point, 63 users at Jacksonville, and 25 users at North Island Fleet Readiness Centers.  This also includes travel for training or technical support.   

4.  Identification of the statutory authority: 

The primary statutory authorities for the MAS program are Title III of the Federal Property and Administrative Services Act of 1949 (41 U.S.C. 251, et seq.) and Title 40 U.S.C. 501, Services for Executive Agencies. Authority to limit sources to less than those required by FAR 8.405-1 and 8.405-2 is found at FAR 8.405-6.  The justification for limiting sources is “Only one source is capable of responding due to the unique or specialized nature of the work.”  

5.  Demonstration of contractor’s unique qualifications:

Data Enterprise of the Northwest, Inc. (DEN) is the developer of ACTICTS software and supports the Tool Inventory Management Application.  DEN provides the version updates and help desk support.  DEN has been certified by GSA as the manufacturer and sole provider of the ATICTS/D3 software product and owns all the rights to the software code.  Therefore, DEN is the only source able to provide the technical, training and maintenance support.
 


6.  Determination of best value:

This order will be issued in accordance with FAR 8.4, Federal Supply Schedules. Supplies offered on the schedule are listed at firm fixed prices.  GSA has already determined the prices of supplies under schedule contracts to be fair and reasonable.  Additionally, a determination of fair and reasonable pricing as required by statute and regulation will be made by the Contract Specialist.  

7.  Description of market survey:

No additional market research was performed as DEN is the sole proprietor of the software application.

8.  Other supporting data: None  

9.  Actions to remove barriers to competition:  

Future requirements will be evaluated to determine whether an alternate brand can be used.  As information technology continues to evolve, other brands may become available for future acquisitions. Therefore, evaluations and technical improvements may make other products suitable for future procurements.
