LIMITED SOURCE JUSTIFICATION FOR FSS ORDER (above SAT)


1.  IDENTIFICATION OF AGENCY AND CONTRACTING ACTIVITY:  This is a Limited Source Justification for services to support two agencies, currently being performed under four task/delivery orders, by Intergraph Corporation. More than __ percent of the work is required by the US Army Records Management Declassification Agency, (RMDA) IT Directorate, Alexandria, VA; the remainder at various NAVSEA sites under coordination by Management Systems Support Division (MSSD), Portsmouth Naval Shipyard, Kittery, ME. The contracting activity is NAVSUP Weapon Systems Support, 5450 Carlisle Pike, Mechanicsburg, PA 17055-0788.

2.  NATURE/DESCRIPTION OF CONTRACT ACTION:  This acquisition is conducted under the authority of the Multiple Award Schedule Program (Title III of the Federal Property and Administrative Services Act of 1949 (41 U.S.C. 251, et seq.) and Title 40 U.S.C. 501, Services for Executive Agencies). This is a limited source action to be awarded as a Blanket Purchase Agreement under a Federal Supply Schedule to the large business identified in paragraph 3 below.  The RMDA requirement is currently being performed under task orders N00104-11-F-Q997, N00104-11-F-Q998, and N00104-11-F-W80 against General Schedule Administration (GSA) schedule GS-35F-011K. The periods of performance will expire in September 2012. The MSSD requirement is currently being performed under N00104-11-D-QW43 with a period of performance expiring in September 2012. 

The services for this proposed acquisition, as well as other services and supplies, were originally provided under contracts N66032-91-D-0003 (NAVSEA), N66032-93-D-0021 (NAVFAC), and N66032-94-D-0012 (NAVAIR), competitively awarded to Intergraph Corporation for hardware, software, maintenance and services for Computer Aided Design (CAD) systems. Upon expiration of these contracts, the majority of the services were provided under Intergraph contract N00104-04-D-Q161, and subsequently Intergraph contracts N00104-08-D-Q306, GS-35F-011K, and N00104-11-D-QW43. This proposed Blanket Purchase Agreement segregates and aggregates the remaining limited source services  previously performed under those three contracts.

3.  DESCRIPTION OF REQUIRED SUPPLIES/SERVICES:  The proposed acquisition is to provide technical support services for both RMDA and MSSD. Specifically, the support services for RMDA are those necessary to assist in managing the complete lifecycle of the Army Records Information Management System (ARIMS) such as database management, IT system support, and software assistance. Lifecycle tasks also include limited records management tasks where extensive knowledge and access to the proprietary software for modifications is required. These tasks encompass records indexing and conversion. The services included are technical, analytical, system/network/LAN/database and administration, application programming, information security, document analysis, and digitization. 

The support services for MSSD include life-cycle management follow-on support services for the following shipboard systems: Ship System Data Integration, Supply Chain Management Evaluator (SCME), Continuous Process Improvement (CPI) Lean Manufacturing, Aircraft or Depot Enhancement Program (A/DREP), Integrated Digital Environments for the C5/C17 aircrafts (C5/C17 IDE) and Shipyard Engineering Support, and training associated with select products purchased under the prior referenced contracts.

 The ordering period will be one year from issuance of the Blanket Purchase Agreement (BPA) with three option years. This LSJ supports all anticipated task orders to be issued under the BPA. The proposed contractor for this action is Intergraph Corporation, Madison, AL 35758. The estimated value of these proposed actions is ________.
 
4.  IDENTIFICATION OF THE JUSTIFICATION RATIONALE AND/OR DEMONSTRATION OF CONTRACTOR’S UNIQUE QUALIFICATIONS:  The statutory authority which permits restricting consideration of schedule contractors to fewer than that required in FAR 8.405-1 or 8.405-2 is 41 U.S.C. 251, as implemented by FAR 8.405-6.

In accordance with DFARS 208.405-70(2), the contracting office has made a determination that the exemption for fair opportunity per FAR 16.505(b)(2)(ii) applies; Intergraph is the only contractor that can provide these highly specialized services.

The proposed requirement is to acquire ongoing support services for both RDMA and MSSD. Intergraph developed the intellectual property, at their expense, that was used for the systems developed under the original NAVFAC CAD2 contract N66032-93-D-0021 and NAVSEA CAD2 contract N66032-91-D-0003; Intergraph maintains proprietary rights to the intellectual property. Intergraph has been intimately involved in the development, deployment, and sustainment of RMDA's ARIMS' Program and Declassification Division since 1999, and the design, development, deployment, maintenance, and integration of the MSSD programs since inception. Because Intergraph designed, developed, assembled, tested, deployed, integrated, and maintains these highly specialized systems, they are uniquely qualified to provide life-cycle management support. Additionally, Intergraph is the only source with access to the technical and configuration data, system knowledge, familiarity with the application tools, test data, intellectual property, and technical expertise required to provide these services. 

5.  DETERMINATION OF THE BEST VALUE:  GSA has already determined the hourly rates for services offered on the schedule contracts to be fair and reasonable. Therefore, ordering activities are not required to make a separate determination of fair and reasonable pricing.  The NAVSUP WSS Contracting Officer will determine, using the procedures in FAR 8.405, that the order represents the best value and results in the lowest overall cost alternative (considering price, special features, administrative costs, etc.) to meet the Government's needs. The contracting officer will also seek additional discounts before issuing the BPA.

6.  DESCRIPTION OF MARKET RESEARCH:  The requiring activity and contracting activity have conducted market research among schedule holders. Other sources do not possess the intellectual property rights to the systems. Nor do they have the technical and configuration data, system knowledge, familiarity with the application tools, test data, and technical expertise required to provide development, improvement/upgrades, technical refreshments, and continued support of the affected systems and services.  There is no other known source that has the capability to provide full support of the affected system projects.  It was determined that Intergraph is the only source capable of providing these services. The requiring activity certifies that the requirement can be met by a commercial item. 

7.  ANY OTHER SUPPORTING FACTS: This procurement uses a GSA Schedule and will be solicited and awarded in accordance with FAR Subpart 8.4.

8.  ACTIONS TAKEN TO REMOVE BARRIERS TO COMPETITION:  Ongoing market research has not identified other potential sources for this requirement, however, in an effort to provide maximum exposure of these needs, and encourage identification of any possible potential sources; this Limited Source Justification will be posted at the time of solicitation. Market research is also routinely conducted for these requirements and numerous tasks have been removed to be acquired through competition. For the remaining tasks on this requirement, if another potential source emerges, NAVSUP WSS will assess whether competition for future requirements is feasible. When practical, orders will be structured to allow for service tasks to be broken out and acquired under other contracting methods (i.e. competition or acquisitions to small businesses).
