1.  Contracting Activity.  

NAVSUP Fleet Logistics Center (FLC) Norfolk, Mechanicsburg Site, 5450 Carlisle Pike, Mechanicsburg, PA 17055

2.  Description of the Action Being Approved.  

Award of a commercial C type contract, firm fixed price, on a sole source basis for the installation and configuration support services for the upgrade of the Teradata Test and Development servers in support of Decision Knowledge Programming for Logistics Analysis and Technical Evaluation (DECKPLATE) located at the Naval Air Systems Command (NAVAIR) 6.8.4 Logistics and Maintenance Information System Department (AD 6.8.4), within the Aviation Readiness & Resource Analysis Competency (AD 6.8) Naval Air Warfare Center Aircraft Division. 

3.  Description of Supplies/Services.  

The supplies/services to be acquired are two (2) 2690 servers to include installation and configuration.  These servers are to upgrade the current DECKPLATE warehouse.  Installation services will provide configuration of the ViewPoint Management Console, Back-up and Recovery (BAR) to the new systems, project management for the coordination and execution of the installation and configuration processes, as well as services to upgrade the Teradata database to version 14.0 on the production system.  One (1) year of maintenance will be provided at the current level for the existing system and one (1) year of Subscription services will be provided for software rights to the new system for supporting software as they become available.  The estimated value for this upgrade and incidental services is $674,557.24.  FY13, Working Capital Funds have been provided by NAVAIR Patuxent River, MD for this acquisition. The period of performance will be for one (1) year from date of award.
 
4.  Statutory Authority Permitting SOLE SOURCE.  

Section 4202 of the Clinger-Cohen Act of 1996 - a sole source acquisition under the authority of the test program for certain commercial items, as implemented by FAR 13.501(a). 

5.  Rationale Justifying Use of Cited Statutory Authority. 

Teradata, Inc. is the sole vendor able to provide the required brand name hardware and software for these Information Technology (IT) systems, being the only vendor with access to proprietary knowledge and the levels of experience required by NAVAIR. Teradata is the single source able to provide the required proprietary software licenses. These licenses and orders must be renewed annually to maintain hardware and software currency.  

Teradata is the sole vendor able to provide seamless service to NAVAIR as the systems integrator. This includes ongoing maintenance for both the hardware and software that are the components of the NAVAIR DECKPLATE IT systems.  As the Government’s management goals move, as IT security requirements harden, or just day to day operations adjust, it is this sole vendor that is responsible for the answers and solutions when the IT system is at issue.  

6.  Description of Efforts Made to Solicit Offers from as Many Offerors as Practicable.  

The proposed contract will be synopsized on the FEDBIZOPS website.  No additional market research will be conducted because it is not practicable, for the reasons discussed in paragraph 5 above, for any company other than Teradata Government Systems LLC to provide the required supplies and services.  

7.  Determination of Fair and Reasonable Cost.  The Contracting Officer has determined the anticipated cost to the Government of the supplies/services covered by this J&A will be fair and reasonable.  

8.  Actions to Remove Barriers to Future Competition.

For the reasons set forth in Paragraph 5, NAVSUP FLC Norfolk, Mechanicsburg site, has no plans at this time to compete future contacts for the types of supplies/services covered by this document.  If another potential source emerges, NAVSUP FLC Norfolk, Mechanicsburg site will assess whether competition for future requirements is feasible.
