NAVSURFWARCEN Crane Division has a supply requirement for three different connectors required for the repair of TR-333 Hydrophones, and for the manufacture of TR-333 Hydrophone, TR-143 Transducer, and Thermistor Sensor Sonar Cables as follows:  (1) Plug Kit, Connector, Drawing (53711-6933107-201), 129 Each.  (2) Plug Kit, Connector, Drawing (53711-6933108-202), 57 Each.  These two plug kit connectors are being procured to supply as Government Furnished Material (GFM) to the manufacturer of underwater sonar cables used in the TRIDENT NSS on the TR-333 Hydrophone, TR-143 Transducer, and the Thermistor Sensors.  (3) Connector, Receptacle, Drawing (53711-6029162), 250 Each.  This connector receptacle is used in the repair of TR-333 Hydrophones at NSWC Crane.  The Government anticipates that a firm fixed price (FFP), one time buy contract will result from this procurement action.  An offer will be solicited on a sole-source basis IAW the statutory authority 10 U.S.C. 2304(c) (1) as implemented by FAR 6.302-1,  from Teledyne D.G. O’Brien, 1 Chase Way, Seabrook, NH  03874 and/or Brantner and Associates, SEA CON, 1240 Vernon Way, El Cajon, CA  92020.  These two sources are the only approved sources for these supplies and no other supplies will satisfy agency requirements.
This notice is a synopsis and does not constitute a Request for Proposal (RFP), and it is not a commitment by the U.S. Navy to procure any supplies.
