The first article units will not be delivered as part of the minimum production quantity.  First Article may be waived if the contractor has made same or similar acceptable items.  Delivery for production units will be 120 days after issuance of each delivery order or specified in each delivery order.  This is not a commercial procurement and contractors must be registered with the Central Contractor Registration (CCR) database and must be certified under the Joint Certification Program (JCP) in order to receive the technical package.
