The required supplies and services covered under this contract are for spares manufacturing, repairs, upgrades, modifications and engineering services for CIOPs and associated CIOP Flash Drive Cartridges that control both the AN/USQ-113A(V)3 and (V)4 Radio Countermeasures Set and the AN/AAQ-28 LITENING Advanced Targeting (AT) Pod used on the U.S. Navy’s EA-6B Prowler Tactical Aircraft. Parvus Corporation, UT is the original equipment manufacturer of the CIOCP.  This modification will be conducted on a sole-source basis in accordance with the statutory authority 10 U.S.C. 2304(c) (1) as implemented by F.A.R. 6.302-1.  As the sole designer and manufacturer of the Improved Operator Control Panel, AN/USQ-113A(V)3 and Common Improved Operator Control Panel (CIOCP), AN/USQ-113A(V)4. Parvus Corporation is the only qualified source who has the unique corporate knowledge of IOCP and CIOCP manufacturing processes, design complexities, and operational requirements.  Parvus Corporation has the engineering expertise, tooling, facilities, and in-depth knowledge to fulfill the Government’s requirement for testing and building IOCP and CIOCP assemblies within program schedules and budget constraints.  Parvus Corporation owns test equipment, test procedures, software knowledge, and Automated Test Procedures needed.  This equipment is in support of the EA-6B, Prowler, currently deployed in theater of operations and must integrate with existing equipment in terms of form, fit, function, and compatibility.  The Government has attempted to purchase the Product Drawings/Models and Associated Lists and data rights.  Due to the proprietary nature of the internal components of the IOCP and CIOCP, Parvus Corporation is unwilling to sell the Product Drawing/Models and associated List and data rights in order to allow for full and open competition.  Any source other than Parvus Corporation would have to design and develop a new system in order to meet the requirements causing significant time delays and incur additional cost.
