The basis for restricting competition is the proprietary information/data rights owned by Kollsman.  The government does not own complete level three drawings or data rights for the NTS.  The NTS upgrade as a minimum will incorporate a third generation staring focal plane array FLIR sensor into the existing NTS Telescopic Sight Unit (TSU) and improve the boresight functionality in accordance with the Statement of Objectives/Statement of work and performance specification.  The solicitation will include line items for engineering, testing, kit validation/verification, sustaining engineering, logistic, technical support (including but not limited to associated integrated logistics support, quality assurance, reliability and maintainability programs, testing, training, technical, administrative and financial data requirements), and repair.     

The upgrade and improvements must be done by modification of existing AH-1W NTS government furnished property and shall require no changes to the airframe, the aircraft, human interfaces, or aircraft software (not pertaining to NTS software).
