The Contractor must be properly registered in the Government’s Central Contractor Registration (CCR) to receive an award. In accordance with FAR 4.1201, the contractor shall also complete electronic annual representations and certifications via the Online Representations and Certifications Application (ORCA) website at http://orca.bpn.gov in conjunction with required registration in the CCR database.  Inspection and Acceptance shall be at destination.  All items shall be delivered FOB destination.  All responsible sources may submit a proposal which shall be considered by the agency.  FAR part 13.5 procedures will be used.
Interested persons may identify their interest and capability to respond to the requirement or submit a capability statement, proposal, or quotation which shall be considered by the agency.  This notice of intent is not a request for competitive proposals.  A determination by the Government not to compete the proposed contract based upon responses to this notice is solely within the discretion of the Government.  Information received will normally be considered solely for the purpose of determining whether to conduct a competitive procurement.
