Three thousand (3,000) round product samples of ammunition must be provided along with the proposal.  The specifications and drawings (technical package) will be included in the solicitation when issued.  Military packaging shall be required for these components.  The Minimum quantity of ammunition anticipated to be procured will be $1,000,000 to a Maximum quantity of ammunition in the amount of $17,500,000.  Delivery terms are 120 days after contract award date with F.O.B. destination.  The anticipated delivery locations are located in several different areas within the continental United States. Inspection and Acceptance will be at Source. 
This acquisition is a full and open competition and all responsible Offerors may submit an offer that will be considered. The Government intends to award the procurement of AA40 5.56 Frangible Ammunition to the responsible Offeror whose offer is the best value to the Government, considering Technical, Past Performance, and Price evaluation factors, as described in the solicitation.  Offers that are non-compliant with any material requirement of the solicitation may be rejected without further consideration for award.
