The Contractor shall manufacture the fiber optic cable assemblies in accordance with the Statement of Work (SOW) and the Technical Data Package (TDP).  NOTE:  Access to the SOW and TDP with drawings requires contractors to be active in the System for Award Management (SAM) and the Joint Certificate Program (JCP).  The SOW and TDP will be posted to FBO and will be accessible at the same time the solicitation is posted.

The solicitation is expected to be issued on or about 06 June 2013 and is expected to close on or about 09 July 2013.  This solicitation shall utilize full and open competition after exclusion of sources as a partial small business set-aside in accordance with FAR 19.502-3 for CLINs 0006-0010 and full and open unrestricted competition IAW FAR 6.1 for CLINs 0001-0005.  The applicable North American Industry Classification System (NAICS) code is 335921 with a size standard of 1,000 employees.  The procurement will be negotiated on a competitive basis IAW FAR Part 15.  It is anticipated that a 5-year Firm Fixed-Price (FFP), Indefinite-Delivery/Indefinite-Quantity (IDIQ) type contract will be awarded.  Award will be made to the responsible Offeror whose offer is the best value to the Government, considering Technical, Past Performance, and Price evaluation factors, as described in the solicitation.  Technical and Past Performance factors are more important than Price.  Multiple awards may be made.  Offerors that are non-compliant with any material requirement of the solicitation may be rejected without further consideration for award.
