Naval Surface Warfare Center (NSWC) Crane Division intends to enter into a Firm-Fixed-Price (FFP) contract with Yardney Technical Products, 2000 South County Trail, East Greenwich , RI 02818 and SAFT America, 711 Gil Harbin Industrial Blvd, Valdosta, GA 31601 in accordance with the statutory authority 10 U.S.C. 2304(c)(3) as implemented by FAR 6.302-3, Industrial Mobilization.   
This proposed procurement is for the domestic production of Lithium-Ion cells. This acquisition is under North American Industry Classification System code (NAICS) 335911, Storage Battery Manufacturing.  
Solicitation will be issued for an anticipated Firm-Fixed-Price (FFP) contract.  Delivery terms are 180 days after contract award date.  Delivery will be FOB destination to NSWC Crane with inspection and acceptance at destination within 30 days of receipt at FOB destination.  The Buy American Act is applicable to this requirement. The Government intends on awarding Firm Fixed Price contracts using FAR part 15 procedures.  All items shall be produced in accordance with the associated Statement of Work forthcoming in the solicitation.
The proposed contract action is for supplies for which the Government intends to solicit and negotiate with Yardney Technical Products and SAFT America as a result of industrial mobilization under the statutory authority 10 U.S.C. 2304(c)(3) as implemented by FAR 6.302-3. The basis for restricting competition is to maintain a facility, producer, manufacturer, or other supplier available for furnishing supplies or services in case of a national emergency or to achieve industrial mobilization. A sole source procurement is required for domestically produced cells made with domestic sourced raw materials from the Title III Program sources, and will serve to determine the continued viability of the domestic marketplace for space quality lithium ion cells. This notice of intent is not a request for competitive proposals.

A determination by the Government not to compete this proposed contract based upon responses to this notice is solely within the discretion of the Government. Information received will normally be considered solely for the purpose of determining whether to conduct a competitive procurement.
