This acquisition is a 100% small business set-aside in accordance with (IAW) FAR 6.203 and FAR Subpart 19.501, being procured under North American Industry Classification System code (NAICS) 332992 – Small Arms Ammunition Manufacturing.  The Government intends to award to the responsible contractor whose offer is the best value to the Government, considering technical, past performance, and price related factors.  Product samples will be required in response to the anticipated solicitation.  Split awards may be issued if determined to represent the best value to the Government.
