Statement of Work

1.0  OVERVIEW:  
The purpose of this Statement of Work (SOW) is to describe the tasks and deliverables required to complete the purchasing and coating of parts used on the KTM 450 XC-W motorcycle. The requiring activity is the Naval Surface Warfare Center, Dahlgren Division, Asymmetric Systems Department, Measured Response Operations Division, Expeditionary Systems Integration Branch (Z11). 

2.0  BACKGROUND:
NSWC Dahlgren has been tasked to convert 24 KTM 450 XC-W motorcycles from a stock configuration to a militarized configuration. Fourteen of the motorcycles will undergo a complete conversion and be considered Operational Units, 10 will undergo a partial conversion and will be considered Training Units, and four conversion kits will be assembled to provide all the parts required to convert a Training Unit into an Operational Unit. The conversion from a stock unit to an Operational Unit requires several components on the motorcycles to be hydro graphically coated in a desert digital camouflage pattern. Applying a desert digital camouflage coating to various external components converts the KTM 450 XC-W from a factory appearance to a militarized appearance. 

3.0  SCOPE:

3.1  The contractor shall hydro graphically apply digital camouflage pattern, MC821, to various plastic and aluminum KTM 450 XC-W components as identified in section 4.0. 

3.2  The contractor shall coat the following parts in their entirety:

Gas tank
Gas tank accent covers (left and right)
Headlight bezel
Swing arm

Remaining components shall have digital camouflaged pattern applied to external surface areas only. 

3.2  Prior to applying the digital camouflage pattern, the contractor shall paint all plastic components with two coats of PPG JB#1 tented beige paint and all aluminum components shall be painted with two coats of PPG JP202 paint. 

3.3  Prior to the painting process the contractor shall prep and clean all components in accordance with specifications set forth by the manufacturer of the coatings, 

3.4  The contractor shall prep all surfaces to ensure adequate bonding between materials and the cleaning process shall remove any oxidation that may be present. These preparations shall include, but are not limited to, media blasting, sanding, chemical cleaning, and priming. The contractor shall not paint or prep bearing areas.

3.5  Upon completion of coating, the contractor shall seal all digital camouflage pattern components, which will provide corrosion protection.  


4.0  GOVERNMENT FURNISHED EQUIPMENT (GFE):

 4.1  The government shall provide to the contractor, the following GFE within 14 calendar days after contract award:
· 28 Lower Frame Protectors
· 14 Right Side
· 14 Left Side
· 28 Radiator Grills
· 14 Rear Inner Fender
· 14 Swing Arms
· 14 Gas Tanks


4.2  The contractor shall apply the digitized coating as outlined in section 3.0 to the GFE provided to the contractor as listed in section 4.1 above and deliver to NSWCDD.  

4.3  The contractor shall apply the digitized coating as outlined in section 3.0 to the following contractor supplied Pula and KTM manufactured components and deliver to NSWCDD:
