INTRODUCTION

The Naval Surface Warfare Center, Dahlgren Division, (NSWCDD) G66 has a requirement for installation support for its 40mm High Performance Powder Gun used in support of NSWCDD Insensitive Munitions (IM) Fragment Impact tests. 
1.2 SCOPE

The contractor shall provide one (1) on-site installation/demonstration visit to coincide with the installation/setup of the 40mm High Performance Powder Gun. The contractor shall provide technical direction to setup and align the gun sections.  The contractor shall provide oversight to the correct assembly of all the guns sections, seals, and O-rings.
