STATEMENT OF WORK
Deployable Electronic Defeat Technology (DEDT) Testing

1.0 OBJECTIVE

The contractor shall provide the Deployable Electronic Defeat Technology (DEDT) wide band source on-site at the Naval Surface Warfare Center, Dahlgren Division (NSWCDD) and provide outputs for and diagnosis of the radiated electromagnetic fields in a series of susceptibility experiments that will quantify the effectiveness as a function of field magnitude and number of pulses.

2.0  SCOPE

The contractor shall travel to NSWCDD and provide 1 week of  DEDT configuration, operation, and maintenance support of the DEDT source; equipment necessary to diagnose the electromagnetic fields radiated from the source, and personnel to operate the diagnostic equipment in support of NSWCDD’s conduct of HPM susceptibility experiments on-site.

3.0 TESTING

The contractor shall conduct DEDT testing to identify the radiated electromagnetic field values and synopsis of the DEDT configurations. (CDRL A001)  The contractor shall provide and operate the DEDT wideband source and diagnose the radiated fields during a test period of 1 week.  The contractor shall configure the source to operate for the desired number of pulses.  The contractor shall conduct any and all repair and/or maintenance of the DEDT source during this test period.  The contractor shall provide and operate the necessary equipment to diagnose the electromagnetic field radiated by the DEDT source. 

3.1 TEST PLANNING

The contractor shall conduct test planning via discussion of the test matrix with the Government not later than 7 calendar days after award of contract.  Testing shall begin not earlier than 2 weeks after contract award and shall be completed not later than 16 weeks after contract award.  The contractor shall coordinate testing with the Technical Point of Contact (TPOC) during the test planning discussion.

3.2  TEST PREPARATION

The contractor shall ensure the DEDT source is fully prepared and operational as required for test execution.
