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JUSTIFICATION & APPROVAL (J&A)
FOR USE OF OTHER THAN FULL AND OPEN COMPETITION

1.  Contracting Activity:  NAVSUP Fleet Logistics Center Norfolk (FLCN) Contracting Department, 1968 Gilbert Street, STE 600, Norfolk, Virginia 23511-3392 proposes to procure by other than full and open competition, services for technical training and support for joint planning, operations and training for JTF staff functions with SAIC as required by the Commander, U. S. Pacific Fleet (COMPACFLT), 250 Makalapa Drive, Pearl Harbor, HI 96860-3131.

2.  Description of the Action Being Approved:  The Government has a continuing need for the services being provided under contract N00189-08-F-0081 which expires on 31 January 2013.  This is a non-competitive action for the extension of FLC Norfolk contract N00189-08-F-0081 with Science Applications International Corporation (SAIC) to ensure continued services for technical training and support for joint planning, operations and training for JTF staff functions while a follow-on contract is solicited by FLC Pearl.  Proposed Modification P00018 will extend the performance end date of the subject contract pursuant to the Federal Acquisition Regulation Clause (FAR) 52.217-8 entitled “Option to Extend Services (Nov 1999). The three-month extension period, which will commence on 1 February 2013 and end on 30 April 2013 has an estimated dollar value of $565,272.49.  As a result of the three (3) month extension, the total value of the contract will increase by $565,272.49 from $11,179,944.80 to $11,745,217.29.

3.  Description of Supplies/Services:  The current contract N00189-08-F-0081 is a Firm Fixed Price type contract for services to provide technical training and support to COMPACFLT by providing support to satisfy the overall operational objectives of the Commander Joint Task Force (CJTF), United States Pacific Command (USPACOM) and Commander, Pacific Fleet (COMPACFLT or CPF). The contract was awarded as unrestricted on 29 January 2008 to SAIC with a performance period of 1 February 2008 through 31 January 2013 (inclusive of options) and a total award amount of $11,179,944.80 (inclusive of options).  During the solicitation phase of the previous requirement, there were no other offers received.

4.  Statutory Authority Permitting Other Than Full and Open Competition:  The statutory authority permitting other than full and open competition is 10 U.S.C. 2304(c)(1), Only one responsible source and no other supplies or services will satisfy agency requirements, as implemented by FAR 6.302-1.

5.  Rationale Justifying Use of Cited Statutory Authority:  The authority cited in paragraph 4 above is applicable because the Government's needs can only be satisfied by the incumbent contractor for the immediate interim period between the existing contract and the follow-on contract anticipated to be awarded under FAR Part 15, Contracting by Negotiation.  SAIC is the only known contractor that possesses the necessary qualifications and personnel available to satisfy the Government’s requirements without interruption and without a negative impact on the Navy.  The support to be provided under the authority requested by this J&A is critical and is necessary in order for the Navy to continue its mission.  

6.  Description of Efforts Made to Solicit Offers from as Many Offers as Practicable:  The proposed extension will be synopsized on the Navy Electronic Commerce Online (NECO) website in accordance with FAR Subpart 6.305.  As previously stated, N00189-08-F-0081 will expire 31 January 2013.  The Government anticipates awarding a follow-on competitive, firm fixed price type contract.  FLC Pearl intends to award a single contract resulting from the solicitation to the responsible offeror whose proposal is determined most advantageous considering technical merit, past performance, and price.  It is expected that award will be made by no later than 30 April 2013.  
 
7.  Determination of Fair and Reasonable Cost:  This extension is at the rates included in the contract for option year four and does not include any escalation.  Option year four rates were originally determined fair and reasonable based on competition at the time of contract award.   

8.  Actions to Remove Barriers to Future Competition:  The follow-on contract requirement has been submitted to FLC Pearl Harbor and is anticipated to be solicited competitively.
