The vendor shall:  Provide a maximum of 1,800 monitoring devices (Networkfleet 5500/GEOTAB GO7 Telematics Device or equal) and a maximum of 1,800 Driver Identification devices (including 2,000 key devices) with diagnostic capabilities as to monitoring driver behavior and vehicle operation as described below.  Vehicle monitoring devices must include a limited lifetime warranty.

Provide installation services for a maximum of 1,800 devices so that operator manipulation is minimalized and there is no damage to the vehicle material condition.  Installation shall begin within 30 days of contract award. Installation will be conducted at various locations throughout the Continental United States, Alaska, Hawaii, Puerto Rico and the Virgin Islands as determined during the preinstallation coordination meeting after contract is awarded.   Provide de-installation and re-installation for a maximum of 600 monitoring devices the first year of the contract.

[bookmark: _GoBack]The vendor shall:  Provide a maximum of 1,600 and   monitoring devices (Networkfleet 5500/GEOTAB GO7 Telematics Device or equal) and a maximum of 1,600 Driver Identification devices (including 1,800 key devices) with diagnostic capabilities as to monitoring driver behavior and vehicle operation as described below.  Vehicle monitoring devices must include a limited lifetime warranty. Not to exceed a maximum of 3,350 monitoring devices/driver ID devices (3,800 key devices)  and installations over the life of the contract.

Provide installation services for a maximum of 1,600 devices so that operator manipulation is minimalized and there is no damage to the vehicle material condition.  Installation shall begin within 30 days of contract award. Installation will be conducted at various locations throughout the Continental United States, Alaska, Hawaii, Puerto Rico and the Virgin Islands as determined during the preinstallation coordination meeting after contract is awarded.   Provide de-installation and re-installation for a maximum of 1,135 monitoring devices the second and third years of the contract.
 
Provide a Web-based management system that will have the capability to monitor driver behavior (i.e. speeding, harsh cornering, harsh breaking etc.) , vehicle operation (location, tracking, mileage usage) and Driver Identification. Management system must interface with Wright Express (WEX) to capture Vehicle card activity.

The system must allow account holders to run adhoc reports for driver behavior, vehicle operations, driver identification and Vehicle card activity.

Vendor shall provide access to an on-line website 24 hours a day/7 days a week for an unlimited number of users.  Vendor shall provide Help Desk functions to provide administrative and technical support; complete map overlays are required (at a minimum) yearly. The on-line website must be compatible with Microsoft Internet Explorer so it can be accesses from Government computers.
