1.  Contracting Activity:  The requiring activity is the Consolidated Personal Property Shipment Office (CPPSO) Norfolk, Supply Management Department, Mid-Atlantic, 7920 14th Street, Bldg SDA-336, Norfolk, VA 23505; the contracting activity is the NAVSUP Fleet Logistics Center (FLC) Norfolk, 1968 Gilbert Street, Suite 600, Norfolk, VA  23511-3392.

2.  Description of the Action Being Approved:  This is a non-competitive action for the extension of FLC Norfolk contract N00189-08-D-Z002 with Paragon Van Lines to ensure the continued support of pack and crate services in support of CPPSO Norfolk for personal property shipments in Philadelphia, PA, while the follow-on contract is awarded by FLC Norfolk.

At present, the contract is scheduled to expire on 31 December 2011.  The Government requires an extension for six (6) additional months through 30 June 2012.  This extension is necessary because the follow-on contract is not anticipated to be awarded until approximately 30 June 2012 and the Government has a continuing need for the services being provided under the current contract, until the new contract is in place.  

3.  Description of Supplies/Services:  The current contract N00189-08-D-Z002 is a firm fixed price type contract for pack and crate services.  The contract was awarded as a 100% small business set-aside on 01 October 2007 to Paragon Van Lines, with a performance period of 01 October 2007 through 31 December 2011 (inclusive of options) and a total award amount of $  (inclusive of options).  

[bookmark: OLE_LINK1]Modification P00011 will extend the performance period for six (6) months from 01 January 2012 to 30 June 2012 under the authority of FAR 52.217-8 Option to Extend Services.  As a result of the six (6) month extension, the total value of the contract was increased by $ from $ to $.

4.  Statutory Authority Permitting Other Than Full and Open Competition:  The statutory authority permitting other than full and open competition is 10 U.S.C. 2304(c)(1), Only one responsible source and no other supplies or services will satisfy agency requirements, as implemented by FAR 6.302-1.

5.  Rationale Justifying Use of Cited Statutory Authority:  The authority cited in paragraph 4 above is applicable because the Government's needs can only be satisfied by the incumbent contractor for the immediate interim period between the existing contract and the follow-on contract anticipated to be awarded under FAR Part 15, Contracting by Negotiation.  Paragon Van Lines, Inc. is the only known contractor that possesses the necessary qualifications, supplies, and personnel available to satisfy the Government’s requirements without interruption.  The support to be provided under the authority requested by this J&A is critical and is necessary in order for the Navy to continue its mission.

6.  Description of Efforts Made to Solicit Offers from as Many Offers as Practicable:  The proposed extension will be synopsized on the Navy Electronic Commerce Online (NECO) website in accordance with FAR Subpart 6.305.  As previously stated, N00189-08-D-Z002 will expire 31 December 2011 and all potential vendors will be given the opportunity to submit proposals during the re-soliciting stage.

7.  Determination of Fair and Reasonable Cost:  The Contracting Officer has determined the anticipated cost to the Government for the service covered by this J&A will be fair and reasonable.


8.  Actions to Remove Barriers to Future Competition:  The follow-on contract is anticipated to be solicited competitively.
