The Fleet and Industrial Supply Center Norfolk Contracting Department, Philadelphia Office intends to acquire through full and open competition Technical Assistance for Repairable Processing (TARP) services.  The Naval Inventory Control Point, Philadelphia established the TARP team to improve the processing of repairable components.  As such, this function includes developing eRMS site surveys, site training, monitoring use of eRMS and crafting Standard Operating Procedures (SOPs) for specific eRMS scenarios. This requirement is intended to provide contractor technical assistance, training and sometimes hands-on work in support of improving and sustaining the Naval logistics pipeline.  This includes all areas of Repairables Management, including Container Reuse and Refurbishment Centers, packaging/crating, training/handling of classified Gear and establishment of Mobile Nodes in overseas areas such as Korea, Thailand, Iraq, Afghanistan, Philippines, and Kuwait.  Also involved in training/eRMS processing while on board a Carrier, Ldeck or MSC ship.  TARP representatives must be able to operate in a hostile environment in a fully independent capacity. The goal of the program is to reduce Depot Level Repairable repair costs, reduce retrograde lead-times and increase inventory accuracy.  

It is intended to solicit and award a Cost Plus Fixed Fee , Indefinite Delivery, Indefinite Quantity (IDIQ) type contract with a base period of performance commencing on or about 01 Mar 10 and ending 12 months later.  The resultant contract will include provision for four one-year option periods.  The estimated annual level of effort is 123,580 hours per year or a total of 617,900 hours over the potential life of the contract.  

Based upon market research, the Government is not using the policies contained in FAR Part 12, Acquisition of Commercial Items. However, interested parties may identify to the Contracting Officer their interest and capability to satisfy the Government’s requirement with a Commercial item.  

The RFP will require the submission of technical as well as price/cost proposals.  The RFP will consider the offerors technical approach, past performance, corporate experience and socio-economic plan as the evaluation factors.  The North American Industry Classification System (NAICS) Code is 541611; size standard $7M.  Interested Parties should refer to solicitation number N00189-09-R-Z068.
