UPGRADE AND INSTALLATION OF THE MULTIMEDIA THEATER 

1.0 Introduction.   This statement of work is for the upgrade, installation and programming of the US Navy Submarine Force Museum’s Theatre System to provide clear sound and viewing to the public in order to gain knowledge on submarine life and the history behind today’s submarines. The Theater System Project will be limited to the control room (room dimensions: 103 sq ft with 56” of vertical space that the Air Handling Unit takes up from the ceiling) and the projector itself located inside the US Navy’s Submarine Force Museum in Groton, Connecticut.

2.0 Background.   The Naval Historical Center educates the general public about the history of the United States Navy through 12 Navy Museums, the Navy Department Library, Art Collections, Archives and an Underwater Archeology Program.   One of the 12 Navy Museums, the Submarine Force Museum maintains the world’s finest collection of submarine artifacts, such as the USS NAUTILUS SSN 571.  It is the only submarine museum operated by the United States Navy, and as such is the primary repository for artifacts, documents and photographs relating to U.S. Submarine force history.  In April 1986, the submarine force ship NAUTILUS joined the submarine force museum and opened to the general public as the finest exhibit of its kind in the world.

3.0 Scope of Work.  Currently the theater is running a DVD CD-ROM of the Fleet Ballistic Submarines and the history behind them. The theater audio and video system has been experiencing technical difficulties in the past 2 years. A majority of the equipment is out of date and in need of an upgrade. The outdated equipment is causing customer lack of interest in the Theater System Program due to the re-occurring technical problems. 
3.1 Requirements. The US Navy’s Submarine Force Museum in Groton, Connecticut needs an all-inclusive theater system for its control room and the projector area to upgrade/replace its current infrastructure. 

a.) The new theater system shall be designed to support the museum’s mission requirements and operational commitments. 

b.) The proposed system shall be installed with the capability for future upgrade and/or expansion. 

c.) The system shall have the ability for parts interchangeability and easy replacement if needed.

d.) The new theater system shall have the capability for user programming both locally and remotely.    

Note: The government is not specifying the brand name and model of the equipment and supplies to be used for this project. However, the government is relying on the contractor’s expertise and industry knowledge to make the recommendations in accordance with the specifications listed herein and satisfy the government needs.

3.1.1 The contractor is responsible for the following: 

a.) Coordinate start date (with the Government Technical Point of Contact/GTPOC) immediately after contract award to begin work for the upgrade and installation of the theater equipment.
b.) Relocate install mount for projector and modify wiring and electrical connections to equipment as necessary.
c.) Provide, install, program, and test all required equipment and supplies in accordance with existing federal, state, and local laws, rules and regulations.
d.) Program theater system to run for 8 hours with a starting time of 0845 am and an ending time of 4:45pm during summer hours and 3:45pm during winter hours. 

e.) Obtaining all necessary permits and licenses.

f.) Delivering all equipment to the job site(s).

g.) Verifying all measurements and dimensions.

h.) Ensuring that all its employees conduct themselves in a businesslike, professional manner at all times while on site.

i.) Keeping the site clean and free of debris at all times.  Contractor shall remove and dispose of all work-related garbage and debris before government acceptance.

j.) If damage occurs to a government facility (interior and/or exterior features) or any equipment (permanently installed or portable) within the worksite while the contractor (or any of the sub-contractors working on the contractor’s behalf) is working on this particular project, the contractor is responsible for cost of the repair and/or replacement and restoration to its state prior to the damage’s occurrence. 

k.) Running wires between the museum’s spaces and all exposed outside wiring shall be in a conduit (if any).

3.1.2 Upon completion of installation, the contractor shall also provide the following:

a.) Training:  A minimum of a one-hour overview for Management and Staff on basic system operations during the workday period.

b.) Training:  A minimum of a one-hour overview for Management and Staff on basic system maintenance and help-desk support during weekends and holidays (if applicable).

c.) Technical diagrams of cable layout and systems configuration.

d.) All operation and installation manuals on all equipment installed.

e.) Labeling of all cables at connection points that correspond with drawings.

f.) Warranty information, tech-support, replacement parts & ordering specifications, etc. (if applicable).

g.) The contractor shall conduct testing and evaluation of the newly installed system prior to the government’s acceptance.

4.0 Contractor Qualifications: 

The contractor shall only utilize industry certified personnel in the performance of this contract. 

5.0 Working Hours: 
Hours of installation shall be determined with the Government Technical Point of Contact.  The Technical Point of Contact will be provided at the time of award.
6.0 Estimated Period of Performance:

Job to be complete within 30 days of contract award.

One site visit will be held prior to receipt of quotes, so that all perspective vendors may view and inspect the current system setup at the US Navy’s Submarine Force Museum in Groton, Connecticut. Due to the museum’s operational requirements, failure to make reservations for the site visit by 7/17/2009 may prohibit a contractor from attending the site survey.  Contractors are limited to two (2) representatives for the site survey.
