This announcement is issued for informational and planning purposes only.  This RFI is not to be construed as a commitment by the Government to issue a solicitation or ultimately to award a contract on the basis of this RFI.  Responses to the RFI will not serve as proposals, bids, or offers that could be accepted by the Government to form a binding contract.  The JIWC requests information from interested parties that are capable of providing a response to the following descriptions.

As the Department of Defense (DOD) Executive Agent (EA) for Joint Urban Operations (JUO), and commensurate with its responsibilities defined in DOD Directive 3000.7, USJFCOM seeks to identify capabilities that will enable Joint forces to operate effectively in urban terrain and against irregular adversaries.  Such capabilities are sought in a broad range of functional areas, including Battlespace Awareness, Force Protection, Force Application, Training and others.  Specific examples of desired capabilities include, but are not limited to, the following:
Collection

The current and programmed Joint force requires improved capabilities to collecting and gathering data and information on an urban system, especially with respect to its ability to 1) completely gather and collect data and information on an urban system-of-systems (structures, processes, and functions); 2) achieve persistent surveillance in an urban environment, to include proficiency in the employment of assets; and 3) integrate urban-unique non-traditional/non-DoD sources, such as public health professionals, international organizations, and city planners due to the number and diversity of urban system data and information sources.
Visualization

The current and programmed joint force requires improved capabilities for visualizing a complex urban system, especially with respect to its ability to 1) provide a visual representation of an urban system in a form that is tailorable and usable by the variety of users conducting joint force operations, plans, and other collaborative activities; and 2) model and visually represent specific unit requirements, including intelligence and geospatial assessment products for specific areas of operation and areas of interest.
Influence

In an IW environment, the current and programmed joint force requires improved capabilities to influence the relevant population to behave in a manner that supports attainment of US objectives.  In particular, the Joint force requires capabilities to 1) ensure protection of key elements of the local populace/society; 2) conduct psychological operations in a given region; 3) conduct civil-military operations in a given region; 4) provide support to DoD and other U.S. Government agencies; and 5) conduct political-military engagement.
Training
In support of IW training initiatives, JFCOM seeks training capabilities that will enable integrated, interoperable, immersive training environments.  Specific examples include the ability to 1) replicate elements of the visual, audio, tactile, olfactory, effects and conditions of the battlefield across the full spectrum of operations in order to improve cognitive skills; 2) provide culturally realistic, reactive, dynamic, synthetic entities that allow realistic interaction within COE (team members, higher headquarters, adjacent units, supporting arms, civilians and OPFOR); 3) allow team members to exercise complex kinetic and non-kinetic, tactical and human dimension decision making under stressful conditions; 4) provide repeatable and rapidly reconfigurable scenarios and environment to include home station; 5) provide real-time, physically accurate representation of ballistic effects; 6) provide trainee feedback that is instantaneous and in-stride and responsive to interactions with entities through kinetic and non-kinetic effects; 7) support combined arms integration including request, control, and coordination of supporting arms and ISR within the training scenario; 8) provide collective after-action review that records and plays back each entity's movements, orientation, and communications; 9) provide rapid trend analysis and  real-time exercise monitoring;  and 10) provide data related to biological indicators of stress.
All responding sources shall provide a summary of their company’s capabilities including organization name, address, description of facilities, personnel, and past experience; and a point of contact, telephone number, facsimile number, email address, business size, DUNs number, and CAGE Code.  All submissions must be received by close of business 1 May 2009.
