Section C - Descriptions and Specifications

Statement of Work 

General Information:

1. This requirement is for a briquetting system that will make briquettes using paper waste generated from our existing SEM disintegrator, Model 23.  The disintegrator is currently enclosed in a SEM noise reduction cabinet.  

2. The briquettor will be integrated with the existing disintegrator in a “seamless” manner that minimizes noise, floor space, and the need for additional controls.

3. Two (2) operators’ manuals will be provided by the vendor for the briquetting system installed.

General Description:

1. Briquetting press will be hydraulically driven and mounted on a support frame.

2. Briquetting press will have vibration foot pads mounted to the frame.

3. The electrical cabinet is mounted on a support frame and attached to the press.

4. The press is completely wired and cased and ready for electrical connection.

5. The press and the control system are designed and constructed for operation at ambient temperatures from +5° C to +40°C.

6. The Briquetting press shall be successfully tested for a minimum of 20 hours with test material prior to its delivery.
